6,268 Saved

The final grand total
showed that 6,268 were saved.

Healed in Audience

But you
have faith. You are being healed. Just keel-'
believing, for you're going to be healed."
Then to the audience, "That man has faith.
I could feel his faith pulling against mine
up here on the platform." Of course,
Brother Branham had no way of knowing
the man was even in the audience or the
nature of his ailment, except the Spirit
revealed it to him. Mr. Bancroft was
healed, and the man who brought him to
the meetings testified the next week that
he saw him out in hi" garden hoeing be­
fore he returned to the meetings.

Dr. Ver­
lion Lennarson of Waukegan, the doctor
in charge, had termed his ailment pyloric
spasm causing pI'ojectile vomiting. He was
in the hospital much of the time and had
to be watched constantly day and night,
as when he vomited he was in danger of
strangling. Toward the last few days every
feeding returned entirely, according to the
child's weight before and after feeding.

I arose as usual Easter Sunday morn­

ing and d<ressedmyself for church. Before
we left the house, however, I began to
feel weak and faint. I felt very dizzy. As
time went by I grew steadily worse. I ex­
cused myself and started toward my bed­
room -across the hall. I o-pened the door
and began to, sway and stagger. It seeiIlled
to me that the entire room began to whirl
befme me. I lunged forrward and grabbed
for the bed. That was my last recollection
for two weeks. I became unconscious as
I fell across the bed.

Months of Suffering-Backsliding
and Restoration

The next few mollll:hsafter Easter Sun­
day were a terrible nightmare to me. The
short weeks I was conscious were days
of agooy and untold pain. I wail:chedthe
other young people. They were happy.
Yet they were not Christians. I could not
underetand why such a calamity should
befall me, when I was serving the Lord
and trying to live Godly. The more I
thuughtabout it the more resentful I be­
came. I grew bitter in heart, and could not
seethe justice of God in it. I became
backslidden in my soul without realizing
it.

One miserable night, as I lay awake
expecting every hour to be my last, I
tried to pray. To my horror I could not
pray; God was far from me. The room
was dark and my soul was just as dark. I
tried again to pray; but the heavens were
brass. I became alarmed. I might die at
any moment, ,and I could not make con­
tact with God. Suddenly someting hap­
pened tome. I felt myself pulled from
bed. In the dense darkness of that moon­
less night, I felt twO:icy hands lay hold
of my body, and begin to pulline from
bed. As I neared the edge of the pillow,
my eyes beheld ,the hot flames of hell

leaping beside me. I literally felt the heat,
and heard the cries of tormented souls
plunging into the burning abyss. And I
was on tthebrink of it myself.

The convulsions continued till mid­
night~the crisis hour, beyond which the
doctOTpredicted I could not live. Every
one was tense as thirteen &tl"Ongmen and
women held my convulsive form on the
bed and waited for the final hour to strike
and the curtain to fl1lIl.

The Trip to Heaven
11hefatal hour struck-it was midnight.

I became conscious for the first time in
six days 'and nights. But the consciousness
was no,t earthly. I was yet unaware of the
things tl'anspiring about my bed in the
darkened room. I had become fully con­
scious of the heavenly.
- I beheld 'a great shaft of light, more
hrillianrtthan the noonday sun, stream to
me di,rectly from heaven. A blending rad­
iance very large in diameter, circum­
slcribed the beams of glittering glo-ry
which. terminated at my bed. The bed
seemed! afire with its brightness. My
mother testified that onlookers were
amazed at the spectacle. The midnight
flare from the gates of pearl so illumi­
nated my bed that she could have found
a strlaight pin, had it been lost on the
sheet.

The arresting Hght
streaming from the Throne of God blinded
me. I could see Jesus very imperceptibly
ail:first. My sight was blmred and hazy
from the brilliance of the overwhelming
Light. I wanted to see Jesus so badly.
I wanted to see Him clearly, and know
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unmistakably that it was my Lord. Thus
I raised my hands to my face and rubbed
my eyes. (The fourscore people who were
gathered at our l~ttle cottage beheld me
raise my hands to rub my eyes as my body
l,ay quietly unconsdous upon the bed.)
Afterwards I C'ouldsee without hindrance.
It was Jesus. It was my Savi,our, and He
wlas looking direotly down £Tom His en­
jeweled throne into my tired and pain­
drawn eyes. So sympaJthetic, so under­
"tan'ding, so' compassionate, were those
loving eyes, that my heart melted within
me. They captivated my soul, and my
heart exalted His Maje&y.

The Touch of Christ

Those eyes seemed to speak more than
volumes of words could have transmitted
to me. He seemed to say, "Child of mine,
I have seen thy suffering, I have known
your p:ain. Many times have I been moved
with compassion to deliver you, hut the
;time was· nOlI:yet. I have heard your
prayer, and Wlillheal your body."

Suddenly, those Lamb-like eyes .of com­
passion transformed into the piercing
posiJtion of the Li,on of Judah, and seemed
to ,assume His commanding autho,rity to
say, "Satan, take your hand of affliction
off my child. You have molested her long
enough."

Instcmtaneously, a fountain was opened
above me, as if by the magic touch of a
con1:rolling switch on the arm of His
th,rone.

These Signs Shall Follow
Them That Belie~e

Jesus said, "These signs shall foHow
them that believe." Not the doubter, but
them that believe in the Name, the Name
of Jesus. "They shall cast out devils; they
shall speak wirth new tongues; they sihwll
take up serpents; and if they drink any
deadly thing, it shall nOlI:hurt them; they
shall lay hands em the sick and they shall
recover." Someone ,asks: "What does it
mean to cast out devils?" It means that
the m'an witJhthe 'H()IlyGhost dweUing in
him is the master, and has dominion over
every devilish force and C()IUnterfei,t.At
}ohannesburg, some said: "Y()Iur po'Wer
is hypnoosm." One night Goo dem()ll1­
strated through us the Ealsity of thrut ac­
cuSlati()Ill.The power that i,s within the
true Christian is the power of the Living
Christ, and "Greater is he th'at is within
you, than he that is in the world." (I
John 4:4.)

I can best illustrrute by introducing an
incident in my own personal ministry.

The Power of God Against Hypnotism

In Johannesburg Tabernacle, at a Sun­
day service about 'a year ago, God in­
stantly healed a lame girl. She came from
Germiston. She had been suffering for
three and a half yoors fmm what doctors
said was either an'exl\:remecase of rheuma­
tism, or the first stage of hip disease. She
was not able to get up the steps wi,thout
assistance, when she came to the plrutfonn
to be prayed for. They asked her: "How
lemg have you been sick?" She sa:i:d~"For
three and a half years." "Have the doctors
treated you?" "Yes; fOil"two and a half
yeaTs, and then they gave me up." "Who
has been trealting you for the last year?"
"A hypnotist."

Just then a well-known hypnotist arose
in the audience and mo,ved forward and
took a front seat. The leader said, "Never
mind the hypnoti&t, Jesus is going to heal
you right nOow.In two minutes you will be
well." They laid hands ()Illher and pr,ayed,
and instantly the LOiTddeliv~ed her, and
she walked up and down the platform sev­
el'al timeS<to demonstr,ruteto herself and
the audience ,that she Was well.

I stepped back and looked all:her, my
heart going out in praise to God fOol"His
mercy, when suddenly the Spirit of the
Lord descended UpOillme in power, nm
in any gentle influence, but wiJtha mighty
intense power, a spirit of revulsion against
the spirit of the hypn<>1list.I stepped on
the plrutfOormdirectly in front of him and
said, "Ave you the man thall: has heen

hypnotizing this woman?" He replied,
"Yes I am." He rose to his feet and boked
toward me in a chaIlenging attitude. I said
to him, "In the N3Jffieof Jesus Christ,
Y'0uwill never hypnOoti~eanyhody again."
And befOlreI realized what I was doing,
I reached O'ver the f'ront of the platfOorm,
grasped his clOllarwith my left hand, while
with my right I slapped him on the back,
saying "In the name of Jesus Christ, the
Son of God, you C'ome out of him."
"NOow,"I said, "@oaJIldhypnotize another
if you oan." He l!aughed rutme and said,
"Do you moon to tell me thlat I cannot
hypnotize ,anybody?" I said, "Yes, sir,
th,at is the end of thaJt thing. The devil
that caused you to hypnotize people is
out."

He worked all night in an endeavo,r to
hypnotize some subjects, and in the morn­
ing at six came to my house saying, "This
is ,a mighty seriOousbusliness, mister, this
is my brood and bUitter." He wanted me
to give him hack 'the power to hypnlotize.
I eXplained to him tihrutit was not I but
Jesus who cast OUitthe devil. I added,
"Brother, it looks to. me as if the Lord
wanted Y'0Uto earn an honest living."

He cancelled hlis engagement at the
theater where he was billed to give exh~­
hitions, and the last heard of he was work­
ing in a mine and earning an honest liv,
ing. That a.emOlll&trrutedthrut there is a
mighty manifestation of the Spirit of God
that has dominion over every other power.
It is still true that in His n3Jffiewe shall
clast out devils.

The,y Shall Take Up Serpents
This afternCl'onI heard a brother ask,

"What aoout 'they shall take up ser­
pents'?" Let me tell you a story. Bmther
Fisher Oof!.Jos Angeles, California, told
me this incident in his own life. He was
a Baptist minister ·rutGlendale, a suburb
of Los Angeles. He is now associated with
Brother George B. Studd in "The Upper
Room Missi()lll."•

Brother Fisher said, "One morning my
wife called me up ,on 1Jhetelephone and
said the water pipe beneath the house
was broken. I went home about 10 in
the mOorning.I opened the little door in
the basement of the house and on putting
my hand in to feel fOol"the pipe, I Was
bitten by a serr:pent.At once I corrrmenced
to swell. 'Dhe poison worked into my
body fast. What was I to do? I said,
'God, your word says, "They shall take
up serpents." I trust you for this and you

must heal me QoT I die.' That afternoon and
evooing my sufferings were terrible. By
midnight my blood was so congealed I was
weH nigh insensible.

Climate To Be Changed

Par.alleling the reconstruction of the
deV'astated and wasted aTeas of the world,
will be the Divine renoV'ationand resrora­
tion of the earth from the Adamic muse.
(Rom. 8:18.23.) Sto,rms, tornladloes, cy­
clones and hurricanes, which seasonally
destroy pro'perty worth hundreds of mil­
Ii/ons of dollars, witness to the fam that
the delioate balances of na'ture 'are out of
a,djustment. Earthquakes and otiher con­
vulsions Qf the earth sporadically occur,
often leaving behind la scene of death and
destruction.

All these things will be
changed, .and 'a perfeotiQn of weather con­
ditions will be attained during the Mil­
lennium. These marked alterations in the
climate are 'Prophetically indicated by
Isai'ah, who decl.a/f'ed:

"Moreover the light of the moon
shall be as the light of the sun, and
the light of the sun shall be sevenfold,
as the light of sey-endays, in the day
that the Lord bindeth up the breach
of his people, and healeth the stroke
of their wound." lsa. 30:26.

Desert to Blossom as a Rose
An increase ,jn the 'amount of heat re­

ceived from the sun, would greatly ex·
tend the boundaries of the habi1Jable
a'reas of the earth's surface. Moreover, tihe
moderetion of winds -and ooean currents,
may be expected to turn vast regions, now
desert, into cultivable land. The 'Drans­
}ordan territory-given in the Abrahamic
Covenant to· Israel, and much of which is
now desert-will undoubtedly be trans­
formed ,into fertility and productiveness.
In this respect Isai'ah again speaks:

"The wilderness and the solitary
place shall be glad for them; and the
desert shall rejoice, and blossom as
the rose. It shall blossom abundantly,
and rejoice even with joy and singing.
For in the wilderness shall, waters
break out, and streams in the desert.
And the parched ground shall become
a pool, and the thirsty land springs
of water." Isa. 35:1-2, 6-7.
Evidently, there will also be geogmph­

ical and topographical changes in the
earth's surface. As an example, Zechariah
prophesies that a mighty earthquake will
strike the Mount of Olives, dividing it
asunder and producing a great valley,
which will range eastward fr,om Jerusalem.
Living waters shall then go out from the
Holy City, h.aIf to the east and half to. the
west, thus cleansing, presumably, the

til they plunged Olvera precipice, into an
abyss of howling, crying, screaming de­
spair.

The moment
thai\:I died, my uncle said, "She's gone."
My mOitherran into an adjoining bedroom,
fell on her <l1acein the bed covering, and
sobbed. * * *

When I sat up in bed, my mother SItood
composed as befoTe, but apparently glued
tOi.the spot. Her expression portrayed OIver­
whelming astonishment, like 'Onewho had
asked something from God, and received
it so suddenly that she wOlndered if it
oould possibly be true, or was it only a
dream. The response OIffriends and rel­
atives was varied. Men and WOOllenfell on
their faces in prayer and began tOipray
aloud for mercy. Many inside the I'o·om
rushed £0.1' the dO'O'Tway.The crowd almost
stampeded as if a fire had suddenly broken
out within. Sinners were crying out to
God fOil'mercy inside the house and all
over the yard.

Resurrection Phenomena

God said to me, "I did not heal you
tOilie there. Get up and wO'rk for me."
That was all I needed. I threw back the
sheet and hopped out of bed. When my
feet touched the floor a supernatural phe­
nomenon ,occurred. I felt myself being
raised ta my tiptoes, and my arms being
ooised heavenWIaTd. SOllie supernatural
power enveloped my body, and I felt so
light I hardly had my foot on the Uo'or.
Many times during the twelve days and
nights that fonowed I would unc.on­
sciously grab the furniture to· hold my­
self down to the floor. When my hands
were do·wnit was by force. My feet would
reSll:flat on the floor OInlyby force. My
natural position those days was on tip­
toes and hands upraised. When 1 forced
myself tOian 'llirms-d'Olwn,flat-footed posi­
tion, I was unable to take a step. The
supernatural sign convinced the news­
paper photographers and reporters.

Word of the miracle spread all Olver
the Mississippi countryside like wil,difire.
People began ta flock from every direc­
tion, and I wamed them all that Jesus was
ooming soon. Sick peOlplebegan 1.0 press
~e, and insist that I pray for their heal­
mg.

Almost every news service in the world
oarried the sto'ry and my picture. Six
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weeks <later,153 city newspapers in Amer­
ioa devoted a full page to relating the stoll}'
in the Sunday magazine section.* * *

In the spring of 1938 I canceHed all
my summer meetings and went back to
Water Valley. I went directly to the
MaYOIrand ·asked for use o.f the city
auditorium fo.r tlhemeeting. It ,viasga-anted
and they were graciOluslycoapeJI"ative,giv­
ing us free use of the building, the use
of fans, seats, lights, and jaDiitor service.
We were able tlO accammodate 2500
people after all the seats were inSll:alled.
FOIl' eleven weeks the audita-rium was
packed every night. I oons.ider this recep­
tion by the home town, one of the con­
vincing PlTolOfso.f the Vialidity of this
testimony to the skeptic. Had there been
no hasis to it, I would no,t have dared
to return tOithe t.own in which I received
such publicity at the time. I OIbtaineda
warm reception, for they knew the testi­
mony to. be valid. They knew it was a
mdrecle. They knew that God had PeIT­
farmed tihe supernatural in their midst,
and they believed Him.
