AND HIS UNUSUAL MINISTRY THERE: PART I.

HOW GOD CALLED ME
TO AFRICA

by William Branham

((I first felt the call to Africa when I was in Houston, Texas. Rev. Bos-worth brought me Miss Florence Nightingale's picture. (Many of you
saw that picture recently in THE VOICE OF HEALING.) I received a
cablegram right after that asking me to come to Durban, South Africa. I
laid the picture down on the floor, and with my wife and babies knelt around
it and prayed, 'God, if you'll just hea I that poor dear woman, I'll go to
Africa and witness for you down there.' I committed it to the Lord, and
little did I know that it would turn out that I should go to Africa.
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"But when Brother Moore and Brother
Lindsay apd a group of us went to England,
wehad no sooner come off the plane, when
they paged us. It was a call from some per­
sonswho had brought Florence Nightingale
on a plane from Durban, Africa, and they
askedthat we should come and pray for her.
How she knew that we were going to be
there I don't know. We went to see her, and
in the room where we were taken I saw a
sight the like of which I had never before
witnessed in my life·

"The woman was perhaps five feet eight
inches tall, but her arms and limbs were so
tiny and she had to be on her back con­
tinually. Tears were rolling down her cheeks
and the nurses had to bend down to hear
what she was saying. She said that she
wanted me to ask God to let her die. She
didn't want to live any longer. Well, after
her praying and holding on to God so long,
it was hard for me to ask God to let her
die. So I prayed that she would get well.
While I was praying one of the sweetest
things happened. A little dove came flutter­
ing through the bushes and sat near the
window.He walked back and forth and cooed
as he walked. Some of the ministers men­
tioned the dove, but before I could say any­
thing, the angel of the Lord came near. The
blessing of God came on the woman. She was
told that she would live and not die. Friends,
that woman weighs about 155 pounds now
and is in perfect health.

THE CALL TO AFRICA!

"I had promised God that I would go to
Africa if He would heal her. So, when the
call came again I was ready to go. We went
to New York and we had a marvelous meet­
ing in the St. Nicholas Arena. The place was
packed out on the second night.

"I had been told that no American sub­
ject would require a visa as long as he was
going to British territory, nor would I need
a typhus shot. However, when I was about
to board the plane, they told me I had to
have both.

"The plane pulled off leaving me stand­
ing on the runway. Brother Baxter shouted,
'Let me out of here. I'm afraid this thing
will fall.' However, we told him to go on to
Africa and we would get there as soon as
we could.

"Some days later, we were permitted to
leave for Africa and were about to land.
There was a bad bank of fog and we had a
broken instrument. For an hour we circled
over the city. Everybody sat quiet. I was
praying. When we hit the runway, every­
bodylet out a big sigh. I said, 'Hallelujah!'
I was really glad to be on the ground again.
Wewere greeted in Johannesburg by many
newsreporters as well as about 30,000 peo­
ple.

THE FIRST NIGHT
"That night we went to the place of meet­

ing.As far as I could see, through the lights,
there was a solid mass of suffering human-

Branham's party.

ity. I was very tired, being under the strain
of travelling, but I had spoken for about five
minutes when I looked down and saw a lady
lying on a cot. Then the angel of the Lord
came near. The woman was told that she
had been in an accident two years before
that and had broken her back, that it had
been wired and that the doctors had given
her no hope of ever walking again. Her mo­
ther sat there nodding her head that it was
right. Then, in a vision, I saw the young lady
get up and walk. I knew she was going to
be healed. I said, 'Sister, in the Name of the
Lord, you are healed.' Her mother said, 'Oh
no, no! She can't get up, she'll die.' But the
young girl raised right up off the cot, then
screamed and threw up her hands. The mo­
ther fainted and dropped on the cot that her
daughter had just left.

"Everybody began to look, but just then
back in the audience I saw a vision of a boy,
a young fellow about 16 walking, bent over.
I said, 'Young man, haven't you a limb
quite a bit shorter than the other? He said,
'Yes Sir.' I then said, 'I have just noticed
you in a vision. You've come a long way,
haven't you?' He said, 'Yes Sir. I then saw
in the vision a car that they had driven over
in. Just then I saw him walking back, and
this time he was just as normal as anyone
could be. I said, 'Brother, in the name of the
Lord you are normal now.' He had come
from Durban and many people knew him. As
soon as I had told him that God had healed
him, he stood on his feet straight and came
running doWn the aisle, with both legs ey­
actly the same length. Well, that just set
the place aglow.

"The next night I tried to explain to the
people about Divine Healing. I told them that
doctors don't heal people, nor do they claim
to heal people. The are just able to aid
nature in the person who is siCk. Only God
is a healer. The next morning an officer in
the Medical Association of Africa called me
up and wanted to take me out to dinner. I
couldn't go because I have to fast when I am
under the anointing in a healing meeting. So

they came down to the meeting and gave me
the right hand of fellowship. My, the people
that came! Looked as if they turned them all
out of the hospitals so that they could come
to the meeting.

"I want to tell you about two Dutch Re­
formed ministers who came to the meeting.
One was "for the services and the other
against. The one who was against them said,
'He is a hypnotizer as sure as the world.'
The other said, 'No, hypnotize'rs don't heal
people.' 'Well then he is a spiritualist for
sure. He must be of the devil, for how could
he know those things that he is telling to
the siCk?'

THE HAND OF THE ANGEL

"The other minister who was taking up
for me said, 'This is the day of visitation!
If you do not believe, you are going to re­
gret it. This is the last revival from the Lord
before His Coming. I am going to pray for
your soul.' He went out in the yard and knelt
down under a peach tree. While he was pray­
ing, there stood in front of him the angel
of the Lord, who said, 'Go speak to him
again.' When the angel spoke those words,
a hand was laid on his shoulder, and he felt
as if fire went through him. He went back
to his friend and told him that he had seen an
angel and that a hand had been placed
upon his back. Suddenly the other minister
acted as though he had had a heart attack.
There was a scorched place on the man's
shirt Which was just the image of a man's
hand! The story came out in the headlines
of the newspaper the next day. It showed
the picture of a minister looking at the print
of the hand of an angel on his shirt-scorch­
ed!

RAIN CLOUDS MOVED
BY HAND OF GOD

The foIlowing incident of the prayer of
President Finney for rain, and its immediate
answer, is furnished by Professor Cowles,
the intimate friend of President Finney:

"Somewhat more than twenty years ago,
the village of Oberlin and its adjacent
country along the lake shore, suffered sever­
ly through the hot season from a total fail­
ure of rain, for nearly three months. Clouds
that seemed to promise rain were repelled
from the heated dry atmosphere over the
land, and attracted by the more moist atmos­
phere over the lake, to pour out their waters
there. On one such occasion, the clouds had
gathered dark, low, and heavy over the
lakes, and lay there with no particular in­
dication of rising. President Finney walked
out with his eye on these clouds. I give the
sequel in his own words, as they fell from
his lips, less than three months since:

"'In this walk I met Ralph, who turned
sharply upon me. "Mr. Finney, I should like
to know what you mean in preaching that
God is always wise and always good, when
you see Him pouring out that great rain
upon the lake, where it can do no good, and
leaving us to suffer so terribly for the want
of that wasted water?"

" 'His words cut me to the heart; I turned,
and ran home to my closet, fell on my knees,
and told the Lord what Ralph had been
saying about Him; and besought Him, for
the honor of His great name, to confound
this caviler, and show forth the glory of
His power and the greatness of His love.
I pleaded with Him that He had encouraged
His people to pray fo,r rain, and that now
the time seemed to have come for Him to
show His power in this thing, and His faith­
fulness as a hearer of prayer.

" 'Before I rose from my knees, there was
a sound of a rushing, mighty wind. I looked
out, and lo! the heavens were black; that
cloud was rolling up, and soon the rain fell
in torrents, two full hours'.

"The writer (Professor Cowles) himself
remembers how that cloud layover the lake;
how it drove him, also, to his closet; and
that soon and signally the prayers of that
hour came back to us in mighty rain."

DAY OF PRAYER
KILLS GRASSHOPPERSIn the year 1873· a plague of g-rasshoppers
overran the state of Minnesota, ruining
many farms. Next year, 1874, there were a
thousand times as many grasshoppers-and
as they passed on they left in their wake
a desolate trail of trees, gardens and fi~lds
which had been stripped bare of everything
eatable. In 1875 they laid waste no less than
32 counties, and in 1876 the state had to feed
and clothe 6,000 people who had been ruined
by the plague of the grasshoppers.

Conferences were held and speeches were
made, and armies .of experts scratched their
heads, but no one'could find out how to get
rid of them. Strangely enough, for a long
time no one seemed to think of the most ob­
vious way. They all forgot about those

Not much sign of a miracle
yet!

A day or two more of warm weather! Was
prayer any use?

Then, when the grasshopper nation was
really flourishing, a sharp frost - which
killed the whole lot! "And," said the Gover­
nor later, "we have never seen any grass­
hoppers since."

That was a miracle. You see, if the frost
had come earlier, the grasshoppers would
have been unaffected. If it had been much
later, it would not have hurt them. What
the experts couldn't do in four years, God
did in a week in answer to the people's
prayers.

AN ARMY MIRACULOUSLY
DELIVERED

(From an epistle of the Roman Emperor,
Marcus Aurelius, born in the year 121, died
180. Volume II "Anti-Nicene Christian Li­
brary.")

The Emperor Caesar Marcus Aurelius
Antonius, to the people of Rome, and to the
sacred senate, greetings. I explain to you
my grand design, and what advantages I
gained on the confines of Germany, with
much labor and suffering, in consequence of
the circumstance that I was surrounded by
the enemy; I myself being shut up in
Carauntum by seventy-four cohorts. The
enemy being at hand, the scouts pointed out
to us, and our general Pompeianus showed
us, that there was close on us a mass of
mixed multitude of 977,000 men, which, in­
deed we saw; and I was shut up by this vast
host, having with me only a battalion com­
posen of the first, tenth, double and marine
legions. Having then examined my own
position, and my host, with respect to the
vast mass of barbarians and of the enemy,
I quickly betook myself to prayer to the
gods of my country. Being disregarded by
them, I summoned those who among us go
by the name of Christian. Having made in­
quiry, I discovered a great number and vast
host of them, and raged against them, which
was by no means becoming; for afterwards
I learned their power. Wherefore they be­
gan the battle, not by preparing weapons,
nor arms, nor bugles; for such preparation
is hateful to them, on account of the God
they bear in their conscience. For, having
cast themselves on the ground, they prayed

not only for me, but also for the whole army
as it stood, that they might be delivered
from the present thirst and famine. For
during five days we had got no water, be­
cause there was none; for we were in the
heart of Germany, and in the enemy's terri­
tory. And simultaneously with their casting
themselves on the ground, and praying to
God (a God of whom I am ignorant) water
poured from heaven upon us, most refresh­
ingly cool but upon the enemies of Rome a
withering hail. Immediately we recognized
the presence of God following after the
prayer-a God unconquerable and indestruct­
ible.

"God gave us a marvelous right-of-way

there. Great signs and wonders took place.
Brother Baxter came the next day and said,
'Brother Branham, we leave here in the
morning.' I said, 'Leave here? Weare hav­
ing a wonderful meeting.' He said, 'Yes, they
have us lined up to go to Kimberly.' And he
mentioned some other towns. I said, 'Is that
right? It looks like we ought to stay here.
We have had such a great meeting. We are
to be here for ten weeks you know.'

"The Lord then showed me in a vision
that we should not make the move at that
time. The Lord said, 'Do not take that itiner­
ary that they want you to take. Stay here
for a few weeks and then you cart go on to
Durban. The Committee had made promises
to certain ministers and it was hard for
them to turn them down. 'The meetings are
set in order, and we will have to leave here
in about two hours, they said. I got in the
car but the Lord kept speaking to me not
to go. I told the driver to stop the car that we
must not go on, that we were getting out of
the will of God; that whenever God speaks
to me in this way, it never fails to lead to
trouble if I do not obey His voice. But he
said, 'We must go.' Brother Bosworth then
said, 'Brother Branham, I believe that you
are making a mistake.' I said, 'No, I am
right, for God showed it to me.'

THE STORM
"I then said, 'Remember Paul of old when

he said on board the ship, "¥ou should not
have loosed from Crete." If we go, we'll
suffer for it.' We got back in the car and
went on to Klerksdorp. TherE;!were about
15,000 people out on the hill, many of whom
were to be prayed for. I felt condemned, for
it was a menace to the little city to have so
many there. Then, just about a half hour
before the time to go to the meeting, there
came up a tropical storm and almost drown­
ed the great crowd of people there. At ten
o'clock I still couldn't get out of the house,
the wind was blowing so. You think that
you have storms here. ¥ou ought to be in a
tropical storm once. For hours it thunders
and the lightning flashes constantly. When

the others came back from the meeting that
night I said, 'I told you so.' (Those are great
words-"I told you so!').

THE PERMISSIVE WILL OF GOD
"A brother said to me, 'Oh, it will

be all right. Tomorrow we will have a pretty
day. We have those storms quite frequently
this time of the year.'

"Billy. my son, and I went to bed and the
next morning we awoke to a beautiful day.
That night about half an hour before meet­
ing there came a blizzard. There was no
meeting. About two o'clock in the morning
they were still up discussing what they
should do about it. They said that hundreds
of dollars of advertising were out, and they
were bringing in the natives for hundreds
of miles around. My boy and I knelt down to
pray. After awhile Billy went to bed, but I
kept on praying. Almost towards daylight,
the angel came and said, '¥ou may go with
them on their itinerary, but the whole party
will suffer for it. This shall be the sign to
you. They will come in a black car to pick
you up, and you will be taken down a cer­
tain road. On that road there will be a native
dressed in a native white suit with a stick in
his hand, standing near a eucalyptus tree by
a bridge. He'll be striking at another man
and your son will call your attention to it.'

"When I came out of the vision I went to
Billy and woke him and told him what the
angel had said. When morning came they
sent for us in a black car, and we went up
the road watching the scenery as we went
along. Suddenly Billy jumped and said, 'Dad­
dy, look at that!' There was that native with
a white suit standing near the eucalyptus

. tree preparing to strike a man. I said, '¥ou
remember what I told you Billy.' The little
fellow cried ... to see it happen just like
that. We had a good meeting that day.

"In the next town the trouble started.
Around twelve thousand people were in town
and the local preacher wanted the meeting
in his church which only seated a few
hundred. They had to go down and get the
race track to put the people in.

"But there was more trouble. We hadn't
been told that we were supposed to boil our
drinking water. One by one our party got
sick, and we were really sick. I could hardly
hold up my head and I just prayed.

"We finally got to Durban, the town where
the Lord told us to go in the first place. I
guess there were 30,000 people there and
many Hindu Indians. Now in Durban they
got the big race track and the people were
seated for three city blocks. People were
hungering and thirsting for God.

"Then Sunday afternoon was a great and
marvelous day in my life. We walked out to
the service. There was a storm coming over
but the people never paid any attention to
that. They just sat there and let the rain
come on them, splashing their faces, but
they never noticed. They were hungering
and thirsting for that immortal life that
God was giving them. Many strange things
happened in that great crowd of about 100,­
000."

The Gift Is Given. The third time the
voice said, "Son!" This time, with my ears
tuned to heaven and my spirit under con­
trol, I listened with eagerness in that solemn
hour. The voice said, "I am giving to you the
gift of healing: power to open blind eyes;
to un'stop deaf ears; to cause the dumb to
speak; the cripples to walk; power to curse
cancers and tumors, and sicknesses and dis­
eases of all kinds. I give unto you power and
authority over demons, and I want you to
tell the people I am coming soon!"

Prophecy. There were many other things
the voice told. Some were prophetic, con­
cerning my own life, which happened ex­
actly as the voice of the Lord said they
would. My wife and I have gone over some
of these prophetic utterances and have
marveled at the accuracy of the prophecies,
a number of which have already been ful­
filled to even the most minute details.
Miracles Take Place. Following this ex­
perience, I began to pray for the sick and
afflicted, and many mighty miracles were
performed in the Name of Jesus. True to the
prophecy, blind eyes were opened; the deaf
heard; the dumb spake; the cripples walked;
cancers were healed, and many other divine
cures too numerous to mention.
Two Things God Asked Me to Do. How­
ever, there were two things that God asked
me to do that I resisted. The first was leave
my church and take the message to the
nation. The second wa'S to acknowledge pub­
licly that God had given to me the gift of
healing. Those two things were difficult for
me to do. I did not actually come out and
tell God I would not do those two things, but
I just kept putting God off.

I hated to leave my church. I was deeply
attached to my flock. I loved them as I
would my own children and many of them
had been born into the faith through my
ministry. I had pastored this congregation
for approximately ten years in all, and I
knew it would be difficult for me to break
away from them.

The one thing I especially resisted was to
publicly acknowledge the gift of healing.
There is much criticism attached when one
claims to have the gift of healing. In times
past, and even now, there are those who
claim to have the gift and do not possess it.
Such a thing has brought reproach and
much persecution to those who do have the
genuine gift of healing. Any man who dares
to claim he has the gift of healing is going
to be persecuted and most of his persecu­
tion will come from lukewarm and backslid­
den church people, and, sad to say, some
ministers ..

Now my friend, when God tells you to do
something, you had better do it, regardless
of what the price may be. If you do not do
what God tells you to do, you will suffer
for your disobedience. This thing I learned
from experience, which you will presently see.

God was blessing my ministry and hun­
dreds were being healed. My congregation
was overjoyed and grateful recipients of

the wonderful new ministry given their
pastor. Many were being saved and -my
church was experiencing a time of reviving.
But I was not carrying om the order God
had given me to leave my church. I was so
absorbed in my new success and with plans
and thoughts for the future of my church,
that I had completely neglected to fulfill
what God had commanded me to do. I had
not acknowledged the gift! I had not left
my church!

I was so intensely interested in my local
efforts and in my own church affairs, that
I had completely forgotten God's plan for
me. After a few months, I noticed I:IlY min­
istry did. not have the effect it formerly had.
Fewer people were being healed. The power
I once had seemed to be ebbing and becom­
ing less and less every day, until finally I
realized something was wrong somewhere.
I prayed and sought God, but still to no
avail.
Wife Becomes Ill. Then one day my wife
became very ill and was confined to her bed.
Her illness became more serious, and I be­
gan to pray and seek God in her behalf.
Instead of getting better, she rather grew
worse, and her condition became desperate.
I knew something must be done. With the
duties of my pastorship, and being up with
my wife at all hours of the night, fasting
and praying for God to heal her, and realiz­
ing the intense seriousness of my wife's
illness, my spirit began to break. Appar­
ently, all that I might do by fasting, pray­
ing, and hoping brought no relief. I felt like
a little mouse who had been cornered by a
hungry cat and there was no way out.
Wife's Condition Becomes More Critical.

In desperation, when I saw that all I had
done was to no avail, and my wife hopelessly
sick and on the border of death, I cried
unto God and said, "Dear Lord, I have pray­
ed and fasted. I have wept until there are
no more tears. My body is worn and my
spirit is crushed. I knQw, dear Lord, this
has come upon me for some disobedience on
my part. I know it is my fault somewhere,
dear Jesus, but my prayers are not answer­
ed and I have come to the end of myself.
Please, dear Lord, forgive· me for leaning
on the arm of flesh, but I am not able to

-bear this anxiety any longer." When I said
that prayer in desperation, I rushed my
wife to the hospital and the best doctors in
the land were immediately brought to her
side.

My story begins several years ago while I was pastoring a church in Phoenix, Arizona.
I was greatly burdened in my soul, because I felt we were not seeing the results we
should in the way of souls being saved and believers' going on with God. I found out that
all over America and throughout the world, many were falling by the wayside and spiritual
stagnation was prevalent. The hearts of Christians were getting hard. Backsliders were go­
ing deeper into sin, and sinners were even more wicked than at any other period in the his­
tory of the world. Recent authenticated statistical reports uphold what I say, as to the de­
grading conditions of the world today. Surely there must be a way out in such a wicked, per­
verse generation of time. My heart was broken and crushed, and the burden for a lost and
dying world gripped my soul.

One day while in prayer, with my Bible
open before me, my eyes fell upon a Scrip­
ture that seemed to loom right up before
me. The Scripture was Psalm 119:126, "It is
time for thee, Lord, to work: for they have
made void thy law." In my prayer I said,
"Yes, dear God, the people have been so
wicked and the Christians have grown so
cold, and by their actions and deeds they
have made void Thy law. Since they do not
keep Thy commandments, it is time for Thee,
Lord, to work." Precious friend, when man
moves out of the way and God steps in to
work, you will see more accomplished in five
seconds than any man can do in five years.
Groanings and Travailings. Shortly after
this, I was awakened out of my sleep one
night with a very heavy burden gripping my
soul. I went into the church prayer room
and prayed until break of day. A few days
later this same burden came upon me again.
Once more I spent hours in groaning and
travailing in the Spirit.

At the time I did not understand what this
burden was for, but I felt I would die. All
I could do was pray until relief would come.
The buraen would leave me for several
days and then it would come back upon me.
If this burden had remained upon me con­
stantly, I have no doubt but that I would
ha"e died. It would be hard for anyone to
appreciate how I felt or what I went
through, unless one had gone through a
similar experience.

This burden was upon me approximately
two years, lifting from me for several days
and then returning. At times I became des­
perate and fasted and prayed for hours at a
time. Once I was convinced my time had
come, and other times I felt possibly some
member of my family was to be taken away.

Reflecting upon those days of fastings
and waitings, I can now see the hand of
Almighty God, as He was purifying me and
preparing me for the ministry that was some
day to cause thousands to come to Christ
and many thousands to be healed.
A Message at Midnight. One night about
midnight, I was awakened out of a deep
slumber. I felt a presence enter my room
that frightened me. Then I heard soft foot­
steps coming into my room and my heart
stood still. A voice came out clear and dis­
tinct, saying, "Son!" I looked, but could see
nothing but darkness. The 'voice spoke the
second time, "Son!" This time I definitely
knew God was speaking to me, and I trem­
bled with fear.

I was not in the presence of a president
or an earthly king with splendor and power,
but I was in the presence of God Almighty,
Creator of the heavens and the earth ...
One who speaks the word and worlds come
into existence suddenly. Yes, I was in the
presence of the King of kings! I trembled,
realizing the fragility of poor humanity in
the presence of God.
A Visit from Angels. Realizing my need
of help in this momentous hour, I cried out
to God to please give me the strength to
take· in this most glorious and supernatural
event.

A report comes to us that one of the great­
est meetings ever held on the east coast was
the Jack Coe revival at Greenville, S. C.

Unfortunately, the tent was ruined in a
terrible storm so that the campaign was
brought to an early end. Providentially, the
new tent will be far enough along to be

N. C. The sections already built will enclose
a space 300x200. Another section not yet
completed will be added later.

Many stirring miracles took place during
the campaign. On "ambulance night" 42
cases were brought in. After being minister­
ed to, all but 12 arose from their cots!

One woman, after prayer, spit up a can­
cer, which was placed in alcohol as a wit­
ness to the healing power of Christ. Below
is a testimony of unusual character from
the Springfield meeting.

HOW A 'VISION AND A MIRACLE

START A GREAT MISSIONARY WORK
Pastor W.H. OFFILER

THE year 191,9,Will long be remembered
by 'the many hundreds and thousands of
people who attended the Bethel Temple
camp meeting, that was held on the shores
of Green Lake, in Seattle. The camp meet­
ing was held in a large tent, accommodating
as many as one thousand people with many
more standing on the outside. Surrounding
the large tent were one hundred forty-five
other tents for camping quarters of those
who attended the meeting. There was a large
dining tent and nearby were prayer tents for
smaller meetings.

More than one hundred and fifty persons
received the Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
Scores were saved and baptised in water.
Some marvelous healings took place at that
time. But we are not writing in particular
concerning these things. We desire to tell
you of the marvelous Spirit that was upon
the people to pray, and to listen to the
Voice of God as He called them to their
different fields of labor for Him, for the
salvation of men both near and far. Deep
and holy consecrations were made. In that
great camp meeting many men and women
were mightily healed and called of God to
serve Him in the places which He, Himself,
had prepared for their ministry.

Among this company of consecrated ones
were six ex-Salvation Army Officers. Four
of them, two men and their wives, were
definitely called of God to go to the Dutch
East Indies (now Indonesia). By a marve­
lous vision He revealed to them that His
will was for them to go to Java, and
there establish a headquarters for the great
work that God would do through them.
The Groesbecks and the Van Klaverans, to­
gether with Jinnie and Corie, children of the
Groesbecks came to Pastor Offiler and told
him their vision. Preparations were immed­
iately made for their sailing.

In the pages of Pentecostal Power we
'printed the story of their call. The people
instantly responded until Pastor Offiler
had $1,700 in the missionary treasury.
Then the incoming funds came to a full
stop. Not one dollar was received for quite
some time. We began to wonder just what
had happened. We thought for a while
that after all we might have made some
mistake somewhere. Then we gave ourselves
to prayer and, waiting on God. While we
were thus praying, the time for sailing
drew near. Still no further funds were re­
ceived. On Saturday evening we had a mar­
velous meeting in the old Bethel Temple.
Wefelt that the clouds were about to break,
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Mrs. Emily Malquist whose healing of a
cancerous tumor played an important part
in the beginning of a great missionary
work in Indonesia.

and the Lord would undertake to supply the
urgent need of finances.

We needed five hundred dollars! After
the service was over, as my wife and I
were sitting upon the altar bench, a lady
came through the door, made her way to
the altar. We saw that she was weeping and
apparently was in great trouble. We said
to her, "Sister what is YOlr trouble?" Then
she told me this story: "P<l!'\tor Offiler, for
five years I have suffered W1t:1 this tumor."
She showed us a great lump on her side, that
was as large as a football. "Today the
doctors told me that the tumor had become
cancerous. He said that it must be removed
within three days, or specialists would not
operate at all. If the doctors did operate,
they would· not give to her one chance in a
thousand of coming through the operation."

I said to her, "What do you want to do?
Take the operation or trust the Lord?" She
said, "I want to trust the Lord. Please pray
for me." In a moment we began to pray for
her. The Power of God came upon her. In a
few minutes she said, "I will go home now,
as I feel much better." She left the church
and went to her home. Shortly afterward as

she was crossing the kitchen, the entire mass
of cancerous tumor passed from her and
fell on the floor. This mass weighed eighteen
and one-half pounds. All her dresses had
been built around it. After her healing she
had to get the dressmaker to remake all her
clothes. When she realized what had hap­
pened the Power of God swept down upon
her. She knew that the Lord had made her
every whit whole. She was well!

The next day she said in her prayer, "Lord,
I will go once more to the specialists. If they
pronounce me perfectly well, I will give
Pastor Offiler Five Hundred Dollars." She
went to the same specialists who had treated
her for five years. They said, "What has
happened to you?" She in turn told them
the story of her visit to Bethel Temple, of
the prayer that was made for her, and how
God had delivered her in one moment of
time. She said, "I wish to have one more
examination to see if I am perfectly well."
The surgeons examined her, and pronounced
her absolutely well. They said, "You may
get married tomorrow if you wish." In a
short time she was married.

After she had left the doctor's office, she
stopped at the bank and took out five hun­
dred dollars. By and by she knocked upon
my office door at the Temple. I was in
prayer for the Lord to send me the last five
hundred dollars necessary to get the mis­
sionaries on their way. Twenty-two hundred
dollars was the fare. I had raised seventeen
hundred. The Lord, by this great miracle,
sent in the last five hundred dollars and
the fares were compleb!

Thus the work of God in Indonesia was
financed by the Lord Himself. We had
always known that God, who had done such
wonderful things at its inception, would
bless it abundantly over the years that
would follow. The Lord of the harvest
blessed the labors of the missionaries.

In conclusion may we say that in the last
few months of 1951 it was our privilege to
visit this wonderful country of Indonesia,
and to see for ourselves the marvelous work
that has been accomplished. It is beyond
mere words to describe the vast and mar­
velous work we beheld. In one church, we
ministered the Holy Communion to more
than TWO THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED
SAINTS IN ONE SERVICE. This is just a
small part of that church of 600,000 people
who are saved and filled with God, all as a
result of the missionaries from Bethel Tem­
ple and their work in the Islands of the Sea.
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Suddenly the tears are streaming down the
cheeks of the couple and handing the child to
the Evangelist they fall on their knees and
accept Jesus as their Saviour. When they re­
gain their composure they arise, their faces
shining with an unearthly glory.

Then it is that the Evangelist kneels down
on the floor and with the child cradled in his
arms utters a simple prayer of faith. The great
throng is so hushed and reverent that it seems
all eternity is holding its breath. When the
little man from the Ozarks arises he is holding
a child who SEES, and the multitude shatters
the stillness with a thunderous acclaim for the
miracle that has transpired before their very
eyes.

Endlessly the line moves by. Blind eyes,
deaf ears, tumors, cancers, and all the diseases
with which mankind is afflicted. Not all re­
ceive their healing, but the majority of them
do. During the healing services hundreds come
forward and surrender themslves to Christ
and scores receive the Baptism of the Holy
Ghost. This is Bethel Temple's hour! This is
Seattle's hour! This is God's hour! This is
YOUR hour!

Under the mighty anointing of the Holy
Spirit, a quiet, almost timid little man from
the brooding Ozark hills of Arkansas, who lays
no claim to high academic attainments, but
who, like Enoch of Bible days, walks and talks
daily with God, is stirring the modernistic city
of Seattle as this capitol of the Puget Sound
area has never been spiritually shaken in its
100 years of existence.

HI/man derelicts from the Skidroad and the
waterfront; clean-cut men and women from the
metropolitan business areas, and fashionably
clad citizenry whose general mien bespeaks
Magnolia Bluff and Broadmoor are pouring
every afternoon, nightly, and all day Sunday,
into the great auditorium of Bethel Temple,
Second at Lenora St., in downtown Seattle.

Let us tiptoe softly into the building. It is
one of the most beautiful and conveniently ar­
ranged houses of worship in the United States,
seating almost 2,000 people in roomy, uphols­
tered pews. On the rostrum, behind and spread­
ing away on both sides of the pulpit, is a great
pipe organ, two pianos, an orchestra pit for
50, and a loft for a 100-voice choir.

The man you hear making the announce­
ments is the Pastor of Bethel Temple, Rev.
W. W. Patterson. He is steeped in the deep
truths of the Bible, and is universally beloved
by his congregation. The handsome, husky
young man sitting just to the right is the As­
sistant Pastor, Rev. C. Joe McKnight.

And the elderly old patriarch who sits
there so calmly and so serenely? Well, in
Christian circles that man's name is known
around the world. He founded Bethel Temple
in Seattle 38 years ago, and presently is its
President. The missionary work which he
started 31 years ago in Borneo, Indonesia and
the islands of the sea, has gained momentum
until today the converts number more than
600,000. He is the author of many books on
the priceless hidden truths of the Bible, and
his works are sought by peoples and govern­
ments of both the New and Old World. He is
Rev. W. H. Offiler, grand old patriarch!

And now the congregational singing be­
gins. The thundering overtones of "Nearer My
God To Thee;" the unspeakable agony and
pathos of "The Old Rugged Cross," and the
surge of hope it inspires in believers; the
tender pleading, the humility and the assur­
ance of "Rock of Ages." Sometimes the blend­
ed voice of the great congregation is like the
mighty voice of the sea as it breaks white and
thundering against a rockbound coast; at other
moments it recedes until it is but a faint sym­
phony of sound rising as an incense to the
great dome of the church.

In the city of Nazareth Jesus stood in

For three golden years Christ
walked the shores of Galilee, and the hills
of Judea, preaching the Gospel and speaking
as no other man ever spoke. He healed the
sick, cleansed the leper, raised the dead and
cast out devils. He preached to the humble,
He bound up the wounds of the broken
hearted, He set the captives free, and opened
the doors of the prison to those who were
bound. He proclaimed the day of Grace. He
did not, however, proclaim the day of ven­
geance of God. That was reserved for His
Second Coming! As Christ came and fulfilled
the ministry of His humiliation, so will He
come again, this time in exaltation! (Luke
4:18).

This is a clear reference to Christ and the
Incarnation-,Of Him alone could it be said
that His "goings forth have been of old"
even "from everlasting." But was Jesus born
in Betr.>·[,em as prophesied by Micah six
centuries "arlier '! The entire world knows
the answpr. Mary the mother of Jesus lived
in Nazareth. When her child was about to
be born, Bmperor Augustus published an
edict that the world should be taxed, and
that all must register for the proposed tax
in their own city, which in Joseph and
Mary's case was Bethlehem.

With Mary about to give birth to a child
it was a most inconvenient time to travel,
butthere was no other alternative, the king's
edict must be obeyed, and incidentally the
inexorable purposes of God fulfilled. While
in Bethlehem, Jesus was born. The world at
the time was quite unaware of the Event, but
angels came down from heaven to proclaim
it, not to the wise and the mighty but to
some humble shepherds. (Luke 2:1-20).

~500 years before Christ, He was prophecied int Micah 5:2 to he born in Bethlehem. He has said
He will come again, and we may be assured
prophecy will not fail.

WHAT IS THE EVIDENCE THAT
CHRIST WILL COME TO EARTH
AGAIN?

The New Testament contains 318 refer­
ences to the Second Coming of Christ wbile
the Old Testament makes at least 25 major
references to the First Coming of Christ.
Were those of the Old Testament fulfilled?
If they were not, then there may well be
reason to doubt the certainty of a Second
Coming. But if they were, then it would be
rash indeed to deny that Christ will come
again. We must remember the prophecies
concerning Christ's first coming were made
by various writers over a period of many
centuries. If they were human prophecies
they would have failed, or certainly partly
failed. Who precisely can predict the course
of events ten years from now, or a year irom
now, without inspired aid? How then could
the prophets of the ages past predict um'rr­
ingly the events of our Lord's life many cen­
turies in advance? Or did they? Let us see.

CHRIST SHOULD BE BORN
OF A VIRGIN

" ..• Behold, a virgin shall conceive,
and bear a son, and sl"all call his name
immanuel." (God with us)

(Isaiah 7 :14).
Did a virgin conceive and bear a son?

Luke 1:26-35 tells the story. This very thing
indeed happened-this Immanuel was none
other than Jesus Christ, who was born a
little over 1900 years ago, and from whose
birth all time is reckoned, yea whose life
has affected the world as that of no other
person.

Luke goes into details explaining that
the virgin birth of Christ fulfilled the pro­
phecy of Isaiah.

we are healed." God did not overlook any­
thing in providing full redemption for the
human race. Isaiah further prophesies of
the sufferings of the Messiah.

"Surely he hath borne our griefs, and car­
ried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him
stricken1 smitten of God, and afflicted.

But he was wounded for our transgres­
sions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the
chastu.ement of our peace was upon him;
and with his stripes we are healed.

All we like sheep have gone astray; we
have turned everyone to his own way; and
the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of
us all.

He was oppressed, and he was afflicted,
yet he opened not his mouth: he is broug ht
as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep
before her shearers is dumb', so he openeth
not his mouth." (Isa. 53 :4-7)

What an astonishing prophecy, made near­
ly seven centuries before the coming of
the Messiah!

Still more amazing is its precise and per­
fect fulfillment in the. sufferings of the
Saviour. That Christ, in fulfillment of the
Scriptures, came to earth the First Time as­
sures us that He will certainly come the
Second Time in fulfillment of the Scriptures.

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AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTION
INCREASING IN ISRAEL

4,185,079 boxes of oranges were ex­
ported from Israel during the 1950-51
seasen, compared to the 4,132,780 boxes
shipped during the 1949-50 season. Sold
for local consumption in Israel were
4,113,500 boxes bringing the total in­
come of plantation owners to nearly ten
million Israel Pounds. The total area of
citrus plantations in Israel amounts to
123,623 dunams (30,000 acres).

Israel's output of vegetables has increas­
ed 220 per cent since the establishment of
the State of Israel a little over four years
ago, and all but 2 per cent of the popula­
tion's vegetable needs are now supplied
from local sources. This is a wonderful
and remarkable fulfilment of Bible pro­
phecy for the end-time revealed in Joel
2:26, "And ye shall eat in plenty, and be
satisfied, and praise the name of the Lord
your God, that hath dwelt wondrously
with you."

SIGNS OF THE TIMES

According to Rev. Louis King, chaplain
of the Bridewell prison in Chicago, there
is only one church to every 75 taverns in
the United States today. There are 126
barmaids and tavern waitresses to every
girl that goes to college, and the popula­
tion of our penal institutions has increased
122 per cent in the last 10 years. This de­
plorable situation is foretold as a sign of
the last days and the second coming of
Christ, in the 3rd chapter of 2nd Timothy.

ALCOHOLISM INCREASING
Alcoholism has hit a record high in the

United States and there are 1,000,000
chronic alcohol addicts, excluding those
persons never treated at a hospital, 4,000,­
000 heavy drinkers and over 40,000,000
social drinkers, according to Dr. Robert
V. Seliger, chief psychiatrist of the Neuro­
psychiatric Institute of Baltimore, who
pointed out "there is a decided increase of
alcoholism in all groups and ages." He
said mental illness, juvenile delinquency,
criminality and alcoholism are on the in­
crease because of the present social ten­
sions. "We are entering an era which will
probably be more chaotic, disruptive and
emotionally disturbing than we have ever
known," said Dr. Seliger.

I believe Jesus spoke plainly of these
very conditions which are prevalent today.
In Luke 21:34 He spoke of the increase in
alcoholism as a sign of the last days, and
in verse 26 He spoke of the increasing
tensions and fears that would grip the
hearts of men in the hour of His second
coming.

FBI REPORT
The national crime rate continued up­

ward in 1951, the FBI reported, with a
5.2 per cent increase in cities, and a 5 per
cent increase in rural areas. Director J.

Chaplain Howard
Rusthoi, renowned
evangelist, Army
Chaplain and Pro­
phetic analyst, con­
tributes the "Pro­
phecy Marches
On" column reg­
ularly in TVH.

Edgar Hoover said in a commentary on
the statistics received from police depart­
ments throughout the country that "a
tragedy of our times is expressed in 1951's
fingerprint statistics on youthful offend­
ers. More persons aged 23 were arrested
than any other age group. Arrests of per­
sons under age 18 increased 7.7 per cent
last year compared with the previous
year."

The annual Uniform Crime Report,
issued by the FBI, reveals that national
auto thefts increased 15.3 per cent, lar­
cenies 7.1 per cent, negligent manslaught­
er 3.4 per cent and criminal attacks 1.3
per cent in 1951 over 1950. The FBI
estimated that there were a total of
1,882,160 serious offenses committed dur­
ing 1951, an increase of 92,130 over the
previous year. "An average day in 1951
saw 5157 major crimes-34 felonious
homicides, 1115 burglaries, 143 robberies,
3064 larcenies, 46 criminal attacks, 540
auto thefts and 215 aggravated assaults,"
said Mr. Hoover. 2 Timothy 3:13 speaks
of "evil men waxing worse and worse" in
the last days as a sign of the second com­
ing of Christ.

EARTHQUAKES
More than 1700 submarine earthquakes

were recorded off the southeastern coast
of Hawaii Island in ONE WEEK daring
last March, according to the Hawaiian
Volcano Observatory. An increasing num­
ber of earthquakes in the "last days" are
foretold by Jesus in Matthew 24:7.

SUICIDES INCREASING

A report from Copenhagen brings to
light that Denmark is being swept by an
unparalleled wave of suicidal attempts.
Psychiatrists are trying to get at the rea­
sons for this upsurge in the rate of suicides
and believe it is due mainly to nerve pres­
sure occasioned by the general uncertainty
of the times.

A report from Tokyo reveals that the
Japanese are committing suicide at a
higher rate today than ever before. "Eco­
nomic distress" is the reason for 70 per
cent of the suicides, according to the
metropolitan police. Prime Minister Shi­
geru Yoshida deplored the "wave of sui­
cides and other criminal offenses" in
Japan. The tensions throughout the world
today are in keeping with the prophecies
in the Bible for the end of this dispensa­
tion and the second coming of Christ.

WHEN WILL CHRIST COME? THE
PROPHET DANIEL TOLD WHEN

CHRIST WOULD COME!
Perhaps the most remarkable of all the

prophecies of Christ's First Coming is found
in Daniel 9, where the very time of the
Saviour's advent was revealed. This is the
famous Seventy Weeks Prophecy. We quote
the 25-26th verses:

"Know therefore and, that from the
going forth of the commandment to
restore and to build Jerusalem unto
Messiah the prince, shall be seven
weeks, and threescore and two weeks;
the street shall be built again, and the
wall, even in troublous times. And after
threescore and two weeks shall the
Messiah be cut off; but not for him­
self; and the people of the prince that
shall come shall destroy the city and
the sanctuary; and the end therefore
shall be with a flood, and unto the end
of the war desolations are determined."
Dan. 9 :25-26
In this memorable prophecy, 69 weeks of

years were to elapse from the going forth
of the commandment to restore and rebuild
the city of Jerusalem which had been de­
stroyed by Nebuchadnessar, at the time the
Jews were taken into captivity.

N ow a "week" in prophecy stands for
seven years. (Gen. 29:27)-a day for a year.
Daniel's prophecy declares that the Messiah
should be "cut off" or crucified 69 weeks or
483 years after the commandment went
forth to rebuild Jerusalem. Secular chron­
ologies vary a few years with each other
during this period, but those that vary the
most, show that the 483 years ran out about
30 A. D·-the year of the crucifixion of
Christ. This prophecy is staggering in signif­
icance and is an amazing proof of the Di­
vine Inspiration of prophecy. Think of it,
over 500 years before Christ was born the
year of his crucifixion was given in a
prophecy that has been on record since
that time.

THE BIBLE ALSO DECLARES THAT
HE WILL COME AGAIN.

A review of these prophecies and their
amazing fulfillments should have a solemn
effect on every thinking man or woman.
Could any man have made all these predic­
tions and caused them to be so marvelously
fulfilled long centuries after? The answer is
that it would be utterly impossible. The only
explanation is that the prophecies were in­
spired of God.

But note: The same Bible also declares
that Christ will come again-this time in
triumph, in victory, and to execute judg­
ment on the earth. Jesus himself said He
would come again. As he was about to bid
farewell to his disciples, speaking to them
at the Last Supper, He said, "In my father's
house are many mansions: if it were not so
I would have told you. I go to prepare a
place for you. And if I go and prepare a
place for you, I will come again, and receive
you unto myself; that where I am there you
may be also." John 14:2-3.

Christ will come again, to raise the dead
and translate the living. The apostle Paul
graphically related this in I Thes· 4:13-17.

"But I would not have you to be ig­
norant, brethren, concerning them which
are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as
others which have no hope."
"For if we believe that Jesus died and
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rose again, even so them also which
sleep in Jesus will God bring with him."
"For this we say unto you by the word
of the Lord, that we which are alive
and remain unto the coming of the Lord
shall not prevent them which are
asleep." For the Lord himself shall
descend from heaven with a shout, with
the voice of the archangel, and with
the trump of God: and the dead in
Christ shall rise first:" "Then we
which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air:
and so shall we ever be with the Lord."
For those who are looking for him, Christ

will come again. The inspired writer speaks
of the Second Coming when he says in
Hebrews 9:27-28.

"So Christ was once offered to bear the
sins of many (First Coming); And
unto them that look for him shall he
appear the SECOND TIME without sin
unto salvation." (Second Coming) Heb.
9:28.
With such a marvelous fulfillment of

the prophecies of the First Coming of
Christ, how could any refuse to believe the
prophecies of the Second Coming? Shall
they not be just as precisely fulfilled? We
are told, however, that many will disbelieve,
and of these the apostle Paul reveals that
Christ is coming in judgment, "in flaming
fire to take vengeance on them that know
not God."

On April 4, 1936 (sixteen years ago),
I called at the White House, carrying with
me large packages containing 101,729 pe­
titions signed by Bible-believing Chris­
tians, requesting that a Special Day of
Prayer be called.

Mr. Roosevelt was President at the
time. I delivered to him a covering letter,
with the petitions, which said in part:

"As Chairman of the Richey Evan­
gelistic Association, I have the hon­
or of laying before you today 101,
729 signed petitions requesting you
to call' a special Day of Prayer, in
the near future, when our citizens
everywhere shall be asked to pros­
trate themselves before God in hu­
mility, imploring Divine Help and
guidance through the present crisis.

"During other crises in American
history, Chief Executives have desig­
nated certain days of special prayer.
An ever increasing number of God
fearing people feel that such a Call
on your part is needed at this par­
ticular time, to precipitate the great
spiritual awakening which must
come sooner or later, if our Chris­
tian ideals and Christian institutions
are to survive the attack of Atheism,
Socialism and. Communism.

revealed from heaven with his mighty
angels." "In flaming fire taking ven­
geance on them that know not God, and
that obey not the gospel of our Lord
Jesus Christ:" Who shall be punished
with everlasting destruction from the
presence of the Lord, and from the glory
of his power;" When he shan come to
be glorified in his saints, and to be ad­
mired in all them that believe (because
our testimony among you was believed)
in that day."

WHEN WILL CHRIST COME AGAIN?

There are many signs showing that the
time of the Second Coming is at hand. We
have not space to discuss these here, save to
mention one which Christ called attention
to when asked concerning the time of His
coming (Matt. 24:3). He said, "And the
gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in
all the world as a witness unto all nations
and then shall the end come. Matt· 24:14.
Truly this great salvation-healing revival
which is now spreading over the world and
fulfilling Christ's command in the Great
Commission, and which is unprecedented
in history, is prophetically significant of the
soon coming of Christ.

You who are unprepared, what then are
you going to do about the matter as we see
the great climax of the ages about to un­
fold before us? The Jews missed their visi­
tation to their great and eternal loss. (Luke
19:41-44). May God grant that none who
read these pages shall repeat their sad
error.

"In this connection we are re­
minded of II Chronicles 7:14, 'If my
people, which are called by my name,
shall humble themselves, and pray,
and seek my face, and turn from their
wicked ways; then will I hear from
heaven, and will forgive their sin,
and will heal their land.' "

The White House failed utterly to ap­
preciate the importance of our appeal. I
was finally told by one of Mr. Roosevelt's
secretaries that a day of prayer might have
a disturbing effect on the stock market.

Looking back upon that experience, I
have often thought how different condi­
tions migpt have been in our country
during these intervening years, had the
White House done as we suggested.

I confess that this experience has caused
me to understand the imperative need of
Christian leadership and statesmanship in
the high circles of national government.

I feel that we should pray for General
MacArthur. He is doing much to probe
the conscience of the American people and
rebuild the nation's sagging character. The
Church life of our Country stands to de­
rive lasting benefit from the service he is
rendering.

Let us thank God for a man completely
above partisan politics who dares to exalt
the Lord Jesus Christ and His teachings in
this, the most crucial hour of American
history.
