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Here in ine same fields, just outside Bethlehem, where David tended his sheep,

the shepherd still is with his flock.

We found that the work of moving
our entire equipment to another city,
training new personnel, and establish­
ing ourself there, to be no small task.
We ask our subscribers to kindly par­
don any inefficiency on our part in­
volved in our move. We have to de·
pend on our personnel for the proper
handling of thousands of letters. We
are sure that they are doing their
best, and within a short time, we shall
have everything running normal
again.

Farouk to flee the country. Some half
million Arabs have fled from Israel
and are living precariously in the
Trans-Jordan area. The Arabs, humil­
iated by defeat, are looking for some­
one to sympathize with their cause.
Thus, Communism finds fertile soil
for intrigue and for the dissemination
of their subtle propaganda in Arab
land. Murder and assassination is con­
stantly occurring along the Arab­
Israel border.

Practically our whole party was vio­
lently poisoned while at Ammon, and
certain of the members suffered ex­
cruciating pain.

The old Bethlehem road
is closed because it now runs through
Jewish and Arab territory. The new
road carved out by the Arab legion
runs through the rugged hills of Ju­
dea, and in many places precipitous
canyons drop down a thousand feet.
Brother Philip Green was one of the
passengers in this car. He stated that
had the motor car lurched in the oth­
er direction it would probably have
been instant death for all the party.

and the great revival he believed God was go­
ing to send the world. It was during our time
in Ashland that he resigned this thriving church
and organized the Voice of Healing magazine.

In the providence of God, Bro. Lindsay or­
ganized some great Union Healing Campaigns
in the State where I was in meetings. I post­
poned one of my meetings and went to a week
of these healing services. I saw the verse of
scripture God had burned into my soul, 'on our
authority over sickness and the devil,' put into
practice by God's humble servants. I saw what
God) would do if we dared to believe. I saw
miracles that thrilled my soul. Immediately
I began holding meetings in large auditoriums
and saw God move with signs and wonders I
had never seen before. People would come for
hundreds of miles every day to the services.
Scores were being saved. God's blessing was
upon my soul. I was the happiest I ever had
been in my entire ministry.

I was sure everyone would be as happy over
these great revivals as I was. Howev,er I soon
found out that this was not the case. Many of
my'friends began to opp'osethese great revivals.
I knew that if I wasn't careful I would lose the
favor of men. I had invitations to nearly all
the largest churches in our movement. So to
keep popular I compromised the message God
had given me. I stopped praying for the sick
and even began opposing some of the men in
the healing ministry. God's blessing lifted from
my soul. The meetings became empty and life­
less. God's anointing had departed. I became
discouraged and was planning on quitting the
ministry. My great revivals were over. No heal­
ings, very few conversions, no one being filled
with the Spirit. My soul was empty of God's
blessing. I still had more invitations for meet­
ings than I could fill, but I wasn't satisfied.
There were no results.

God was merciful once again and allowed
me to go to another great healing revival. There
I heard God's Word preached under one of
the greatest anointings I had ever felt in all my
life. I saw hundreds answer a single altar call.
I saw miracles that stirred my soul. I saw Jesus
being exalted <indmagnified,.I criet;!(lUtto God
and asked Him to forgive J;Ile.I prayed and
c.ried out to God all night and promisr;d God

His servants that were filled with His power.
I immediately began to pray for the sick with
a new found faith. It wasn't a struggle any­
more. God had spoken to me through His word
and at last I had a living faith for suffering
humanity.

A short time prior to this great experience
with God, I was in another revival in Washing­
ton state. The news came to me that Dr. Price
and Wigglesworth had both suddenly been
called to Heaven. I went down in the basement­
of the church and cried my heart out. I thought
of all the sick, twisted, deformed, broken

.'bodies. And then I thought of how few men
were praying for the sick and had a compassion
for the suffering. I cried until it seemed I
couldn't stop. Both of these men had been such
a help to me. I cried, "Oh, God why did you
take them? The world is filled with sickness
and disease. The World needs the faith of
Wigglesworth and the preaching of Price, but
now they're dead and their message gone."

In broken hearted despair I lay before God
on the cold basement floor. THEN LIKE A
MIGHTY FLAME OF FIRE GOD'S SPIRIT
BEGAN TO BURN WITHIN MY SOUL. I
knew that I was in the presence of the One
that walked into the fiery furnace. I knew that
the God that sent fire on Carmel had seen my
tears. His Spirit spoke to me and said, "It is
true, Price my servant is dead; Wigglesworth
my servant is dead. But the God of Price and
Wigglesworth still lives. And if you will humble
yourself and walk softly before me, I will be
with you as I was with them.'" ,

God promised miracles of healing and re­
vivals that would shake the world. I leaped to
my feet and began to praise God for the an­
swer to prayers that had burdened my soul for
years. At that very time God 'began to raise
up men all over the country. Men of faith. Men
that believed God. Men of prayer. Men of holy
character. Miracles of healing, were wrought.
BIBLE DAYS WERE HERE AGAIN.

At this time Rev. Gordon Lindsay invited
me to his church in Ashland, Oregon where he
was pastoring. We were there nine' weeks and
again God moved in a great way. During our
stay there, Brother Lindsay told me of the
great burden on his heart for bringing the
churches' together in great Unipn Campaigns

t'GRADUATED from the Northwest­",ern Bible College in 1938 in Seattle,
Washington. I immediately entered the
<;vangelistic ministry, and also served as
the President of the Alumni Association
M this school for nine years. After a short
time on the evangelistic field I pastored
three churches in the state of Washington.

It was. while pastoring my last church in
1943 that God began to speak to my soul in a
greater way than ever before. I spent hours in
prayer and God gave me faith to believe Him
for great, revivals with miracles of healing.

I resigned my church, bought a trailer house,
secured a correspondence school course for our
two children and started out believing God for
Apostolic revival. I had dedicated my life afresh
to God .and had promised Him to pray for the
sick in every revival. '

In the first campaign I prayed for many
hours a day seeking God for a demonstration
of His power. I read the book of Acts again
and again. My heart was broken as I compared
it with our churches and evangelism today. I
listened to the great men of faith, such as
Smi~h Wigglesworth and Dr. Charles Price,
and my soul was stirred and faith inspired. I
cried out to God and said "Why can't we have
meetings like that today?" God spoke to'my
soul and said, "You can if you'll pay the price."

I determined to have God's best regardless
of the cost and to let this generation see the
power of God.

I announced a"healing service for the next
night, and spent all day fasting and praying.
The devil came to me and said, "Not, very
many people ge~ healed when you pray for
them, do they?" I answered, "No." (No use
frying to lie.) Those were days when faith
was very low. Very few preached healing or
had any fllith. I had a lot of hope and a little
faith. One man stood and tesiifed' like' this: "I
thank Goq,t07' His he'aling ppwer.l ha~_a very.
bad cold. So I left chur,ch early, took a hot
bath, drank some hot lemonade, took a ,couple
of aspirins, rubbed myself down good with
V:icks, put on a hot mustard plastu and went
tq be?' and- trusted"God to heal me." (Ainazing
fa,ith how sweet the sound.)

, Yes, those were difficult days to pray for the
sick and the devil was trying to discourage me.
I rose from my knees and began to talk back
to the devil. I said, "Listen 'devil, I'm praying
for the sick tonight. If the first one I pray for
falls ,dead I'll say "next!" If that, one dies, I'll­
go on down the line. If they all die I'll go to
another church and start praying for the sick
there. I'm going to pray for the sick because
God's Word says, if I call He'II answer, if I lay
hands on the sick they'll recover. My job is to
pray, it's up to God to' heal." The devil left
me then a,nd a new revelation of the power of
God's won!.flooded my soul.
, I prayed for the sick that night and many

miracles were wrought by His power. I prayed
for the sick then in every meeting and we saw
miracles of healing ihat' shook cities and
brought great revivals.

In Eugene, Oregon, in 1948 I. conducted my
fourth revival campaign for Pastor Gordon
Kampfer. 'the meeting had a small beginning,
but finally grew to tremendous proportions,
with people saved and healed and filled every
night. Great crowds came for many miles each
night. This great revival lasted for 10 weeks.

It was during this meeting that God visited
my soul again. I was praying and reading the
Bible 'one 'Saturday morning. I read Mark
13:34; "For the Son of Man is as a man taking
a far journey, who left His house and gave au­
thority to His servants." THIS VERSE OF
SCRIPTURE SEEMED TO LEAP OUT OF

TO THE CHICAGO AREA

WE OF the Good Shepherd BibleChurch bow our hearts before
the Lord and thank Him for His good­
ness to us. In over fourteen years that
the church has been in existence, we
have had many visitations of the pres­
ence of the Lord.

Our mid-week service on Wednesday al­
ways brought in visitors seeking the Bap-,
tism of the Holy Spirit and very few left
disappointed. From time to time testimonies
would be given in the services by those
who received healing as they were anointed
with oil according to James 5. The gifts of
the Holy Spirit were always visible in the
services, messages in tongues, interpreta­
tion of tongues, prophecies, etc., were lift­
ing our hearts to God in praise. But there
was a hunger for the greater things of God,
and a deep desire for a more visible mov­
ing of the Holy Ghost in our midst. This
hunger and desire was met when Rev.

Of GREEN MINISTRY

A LARGE section of the religious life of the city
has been greatly influenced during the past

week end as a result of the visit to Hereford of

Philip N. Green of Florida, U. S. A., who has come

to England to attend the World-Wide Pentecostal
Conference to be held at Central Hall, London,

during the last week of this month.

At one time Rev. Green lectured in Philosophy

at a Theological College in America, but two and
a half years ago heard the call of God to give up

that work and travel around preaching Divine Heal­

ing, or as he terms it "Bible Deliverance." He is
associated in the United States with a movement

which runs a monthly magazine having an enormous
circulation known as THE VOICE OF HEALING,

reporting the activities of a number of evangelists,

many of whom use for their meetings mammoth
tents seating up to 12,500 people.

A similar movement is commencing to show it­

self in this country and it is anticipated that it

will rapidly spread.

Rev. Green exemplifies in his own person the

power of God to bring Bible Deliverance to the

sick. Born two months prematurely, with crossed

eyes and puny body, always sickly, he' grew into a
delicate child until receiving Divine Healing at the

age of fifteen, after which he received a normal

education, graduating from college to commence

lecturing at the early age of twenty-one. Today
Rev. Green has normally straight eyes, a healthy

body and an infectious smile.

He visited Hereford over the week end at the

invitation of Hereford Elim Foursquare Gospel

Church with the obiect of preaching Divine Heal­

ing. Meetings were held in the Co-operative Hall

on Sunday and on Monday two meetings were con­
ducted in the Town Hall which were largely at­

tended. Rev. Green's preaching delivered at high

speed and compounded of a delightful blend of

wit, wisdom and pungent but good humoured rail­

lery, commanded the complete attention of his

audience. A large number of sick folks were prayed
for.

INTHESE days, when news is flashedaround the world in a matter of mo­
ments, it seems incredible that a glorious
Pentecostal Revival, accompanied by
mighty demonstrations of God's healing
power, should have been sweeping over U. S. A.

Green
with us for two of
the longest days of

seemed to us! We return thanks to our gracious
God for Bro. Green's brief visit. "Faith in ac­
tion" was the topic of his preaching and we
saw it in action as well. Hallelujah!

The second day the meetings were transferred
to'the Town Hall, and it was thrilling to see
the ushers bringing in extra chairs to accommo­
date the crowd which had turned up. Oh! If it
had been possible to extend the meetings for
two weeks, instead of two days, what glorious

results might have accrued. As it was, twenty­
five people raised their hands for salvation and
afterwards a number of people were prayed for,
many of whom it has not been possible to con­
tact since the meeting.

One woman suffering with pains in the back
of the head was instantly set free. Another
woman suffering with arthritis in arms and legs
was soon swinging her arms around her head
and kneeling down to demonstrate her release,
at the same time testifying, "I feel no pain at
all." Praise the Lord!

Mrs. Bell was quickly made sound as a bell.
Owing to neuritis she had been unable' to turn
her head, but after prayer she turned her head
about quite freely. A bright young student
teacher came out saying she had received her
card to go into the hospital for an examination
but was assured by Bro. Green that her trouble
had vanished and a visit to the hospital would
not be necessary.

An interesting case was that of a young man
who had suffered for eighteen months with vari­
cose veins and eczema of the leg, the irritation
from which prevented sleep. As soon as prayer
was made the irritation ceased and two nights
later he reported that the varicose veins had
disappeared, no further irritation had been felt
and the eczema was peeling off the leg like
scales. Surely we cannot say "Hallelujah" too
often for these gracious and merciful acts of our
loving Heavenly Father.

A man asked prayer because he was unable
to breathe naturally through his nostrils, a con­
dition which he had had all through his life.
Next night he joined the healing line in order
to reach the evangelist to testify that he could
not only breathe freely, but that he could now
smell also!

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The Holy land Prophecy
By GORDON LINDSAY

The first of a series of articles p'repared as a result of a visit to the Holy
Land for the purpose of reviewing developments there in the light of prophecy.

As we entered the Holy Land,coming down from the North by
the way of Damascus, our first im­
pression of the country was that of a
wilderness of desolation, peopled only
by occasional nomads, whose habits
have never changed since the days of
antiquity. Of course, later when we
entered the Israel section we were to
witness a startling national renais­
sance, but on the Trans-Jordan side
the desolation of uncultivated fields is
the dominating characteristic.

Something dire and catastrophic has
blighted the land once described as flowing
with "milk and honey." Even the' ten spies
of Bible days who brought back an evil
report of the superior strength of the Ca­
naanitish inhabitants did not deny the fruit­
fulness of the land. (Nu. 13:26-29). The ex­
planation of what has happened in the in­
tervening centuries is set forth in the warn­
ing that God gave to the children of Israel.
If they would obey the Divine law they
were to eat of the good of the land. If they
disobeyed, their cities would be destroyed,
the land brought into desolation, and the
inhabitants dispersed and scattered among
the heathen. (Lev. 26:31-35). Our ride to
Amman that day vividly confirmed the
warnings of the prophecies. The Trans­
Jordan area still bears witness to age-long
desolation. The Bedouin who has lived on
it for many years has to a great extent left
the country undeveloped. He lives in abject
poverty, and what farming is done is ac­
complished in the most primitive fashion.
As we journey southward, a land potentially
able to produce a luxuriant vegetation lies
for the most part in a state of non-cultiva­
tion and sterility.

The Arab has not only failed to develop
the land but has contributed to its desola­
tion. The Turk who until a generation ago
was Lord of the country, placed a tax on
all trees. The simple Bedouin hating taxes,
proceeded to cut down the trees to avoid
paying the tax.

We must not give the impression that all
the Arabs are a degraded people. We met
some that were well educated, and who were
both courteous and kind to us. The Arab

has had 11 place in history; his architecture
of the Middle Ages for example, shows a
high degree of skill and talent. But for cen­
turies he has been without leadership. Mur­
der and assassination have been common in­
cidents in chronicles of Arab rule. Not long
ago, King Abdullah, the Hashemite King
of the Jordan, was assassinated. His son
who assumed the throne became mentally
ill a .few months ago. After a brief absence
from his Kingdom, in which his conduct was
erratic, he returned to the Jordan. It so hap­
pened that he and his companions in their
Cadillac car stopped at the custom station
while we were detained for inspection of
our visas. The king sprang from the car
and with apparent affection kissed several
of the officials. He holds the sympathy of his
subjects but in his present condition is quite
incapable of being of any assistance in the
solving of the tragic problems which beset
the Trans-Jordan kingdom.

The Tragedy of the Arab Refugees
The second important circumstance that

drew our attention when we entered the
Arab section of the Holy Land, was the
pitiful plight of the refugees. In 1948, at
the time that Israel declared its national
independence, a half million Arabs fled to
the Jordan territory. Only a hundred thou­
sand remained. The flight was an unfortu­
nate mistake on their part, as is witnessed
by the fact that the Arabs who remained
are now sharing in Israel's prosperity. The
flight was occasioned by a miscalculation
on the part of the Arab leaders, who were
confident that they could defeat the Jews
and prevent them from maintaining their
national independence. Anticipating the
Jews' desperation in defeat, and possible
reprisals upon the Arab people, they warn­
ed them to escape from Israel until Jewish
resistance had been crushed. In spite of as­
surance given by Jewish officials, the Arabs
panicked and fled to the Jordan Kingdom.
However, to their utter dismay, the Arab
armies were not only unable to defeat the
Jews, but actually their own land was in
danger of being invaded. An armed truce
was reluctantly agreed upon, but the Arabs
were still unwilling to accept the Jewish
republic as an established fact. Consequent­
ly assets of the refugees were frozen by the
Israel authorities. Since then over a half
million Jewish refugees have immigrated

to the country, and Arab properties have
been used to provide a home for them, al­
though certain of the villages were so
squalid and filthy they had to be destroyed.
There is therefore little chance that the ref­
ugee Arabs will ever receive their property
back, although they will in event of a peace
settlement receive compensation. Certainly
at the present no peace is in prospect, and
mutual bitterness and bad feeling con­
tinues to rise. In the meantime the Arab
refugees live in most desperate poverty in
wretched camps scattered over the country.

Is the Arab Prepared to Play Into the
Hands of Communism?

The Arab is not by nature a Communist.
Rather he is a rugged individualist who
wants nothing better than to be left alone,
although he is not always willing to leave
the other fellow alone. In the present case
he has been deeply humiliated by the turn
of events, and he seeks a powerful ally who
will sympathize with him.

It might be thought that due to the large
population of Mohammedans in this part of
the world that they would be able to fully
defend themselves against such a small
people as those of the new state of Israel.
But the Arabs are weak to a great extent
because they do not get along well among
themselves. This was illustrated in one of
our drivers, an arrogant insolent fellow
who showed a callous contempt for his
Bedouin brethren. He drove the car like a
madman on the highway, and on more than
one occasion almost ran down an Arab
whose sheep were on the road. The Bedouin,
a shepherd at heart refused to get out of
the way as long as his sheep were in danger.
In one instance the driver hit a shepherd
with his fist, cursing him and demanding
that he get his sheep off the highway which
had been built, so he contended, for cars
and not for sheep.

Again at the Lebanon border we wit­
nessed the same bad spirit between Arabs
of adjoining states. One of our drivers was
charged with not having his papers in order.
There was an exchange of angry words,
which at length resulted in actual blows.
Such inter-Arab animosity is not conducive
to unity.

Yet racial pride is strong. We saw the
ridiculous pretension maintained all the way
along the line, that tourists would not be
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allowed to enter Israel if they had visas to
that country. Consequently, we had been
warned before hand by the Consolidated
Tours to carry our visa applications sep­
arately from our passports. When at last we
prepared to pass to the Israel side at Jeru­
salem, the Arab pretension was cast aside,
and we were allowed officially to cross over.
Somehow in the procedure the Arab had
saved face. Such is the deviousness of the
oriental mind.

It is not difficult to understand that when
Russia moves southward against Israel, the
Arabs will lift no hand to stop the invader.
It is possible that they may be beguiled by
Soviet intrigue and pretense to believe that
Russia is their friend who comes to liberate
them. Of course Russia, always opposing
Britain, has declared in favor of Israel in­
dependence. That this is merely pretended
good will, will of course be manifest when
the Soviets move southward.

No Great Move As Yet Toward Christ
A circumstance that was impossible to

escape our notice, was the fact that as yet
there has been no considerable Jewish move
toward Christ. We were impressed however
by the fact that the Mohammedans have
lost much of their bitter hostility toward
Christianity as was the case in times past.
One of our Mohammedan guides seemed
quite sincere in his attitude. He believed
that Christ was a great prophet and he
manifested a deep reverence toward the
sacred places of the Saviour. We felt that
he was nearer the kingdom than many of
the Jews, who are yet in complete blindness
as to who their Messiah is. Missionary work
in Palestine is slow; the J~w at present has
shown no national move toward the accept­
ance of. Jesus as his Messiah. His religion
is still Judaism. Synagogues in the various
cities which have sprung up have been
erected but there is no great religious feel~
ing- among the immigrants that we could
perceive. The clerk at the King David Hotel
misunderstanding the nature of our inquiry
as to places to go in Jerusalem, shook his
head and said the good places-meaning
night clubs-were in Tel Aviv. Jerusalem
was only good to pray in.

We are told that the Orthodox Jews
would like to rebuild their temple on Mount
Moriah. That part of the city is of course
yet in Arab hands, and the Mosque of Omar,.
the most pretentious religious shrine in
Palestine, still stands on the temple site.
There is little possibility that the Arabs
would consent to its removal. Such an event
could not occur except as a result of a most
violent political and religious upheaval.
Revelation 11:1-2 would seem to indicate
however, that such a development may yet
take place.

The Reality of the Bible Story
While our faith in the Holy Scriptures

is not dependent on the findings of arche­
ology, yet nevertheless it is impressive to
observe how the archeological excavations
and explorations are minutely confirming
the accuracy of the Biblical story. Modern­
ism and its impudent criticism of the Old
Testament have sought to discredit the
record of miraculous incidents such as the
fall of the walls of J ericho. Yet It was our
privilege to stand on an elevation near the
present city of Jericho and view the rufns
of the old city where once at the blast of
the trumpet, the walls came tumbling down.
Excavations are going on ·at the present
time, and all discoveries absolutely confirm
the Biblical account, despite any reports to
the contrary.

Not far away, from the ruins of old Jeri­
cho is Elisha's Spring. We drank from
waters of that spring which were purified,
after. the prophet had cast salt into the
waters. (II Kg. 2:19-22). It is the only
spring in the. vicinity and there is good rea­
son to believe that it is the one where the
miracle took place.

This spring is on the outskirts of Jericho,

which was the scene of several incidents in
the Biblical narrative. In Jericho, Jesus
passed one day and spoke a word to a little
man in a sycamore tree, who promptly came
down and that day took Jesus not only intq
his home but into his heart. And there at
Jericho blind Bartimeous received his sight
and followed Jesus in the way.

The Fulfillment of Prophecy
Our visit to the Holy Land was filled with

circumstances that reminded us of the in­
fallibility of the prophetic word. How: im­
pressive in this respect are the scenes on
the shores of Galilee where Jesus taught
and ministered those long centuries ago.
There as he concluded his ministry he pro­
nounced the fearful woes on the cities about
Galilee where he performed many mighty
miracles. "Woe unto thee Chorazin! ...
Woe unto thee Bethsaida! ... And thou
Capernaum. which art exalted unto heaven,
shalt be brought down to hell; for if the
mighty works, which have been done in
thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have
remained until this day." (Matt. 11:23).

Two things are evident from the above
Scripture. The ministry of miracles was
considered by Jesus as such a compelling
power that people who would not believe
after they had seen the power of God in
such glorious manifestation w.ere practically
beyond redemption. The ministry of mir­
acles, our Lord declared, would have saved
the wicked city of Sodom from destruction.
Jesus pronounced judgment on the impeni­
tent cities of Galilee. Today those towns he
mentioned, lie in utter ruins and have never
been rebuilt. Our guide told us that there
is evidence that they met volcanic destruc­
tion. We walked from Bethsaida to Caper­
naum and found both cities utterly desolate.
Recently, however, the ruins of the Caper­
naum synagogue where Jesus preached
have been excavated. We stood amidst
those ruins reflecting on the awful accuracy
of Christ's denouncements of judgment
against those once flourishing centers of
population, but which now have literally
been brought down to Hades. Startling also
is the fact that Tiberius, the one large city
Of Galilee that Jesus did not condemn, still
stands today-the only city of any size that
is left!

The Amazing Rennaissance of Israel _
Though the Jews have returned in unbe­

lief to Israel, they are however truly ful­
filling the prophecies. Within our lifetime
a land that has lain desolate for thousands
,of years has been transformed. The Balfour
Declaration in 1917 which declared that
"his majesty's government looked with
favor upon the establishment of Palestine
as a national homeland for the Jews," is a
fulfillment of prophecy of such significance
that only those totally blind can fail to see
its significance. Speaking of the judgment
that was to fall on the Jews because of the
rejection of their Messiah, Jesus said: "And
they shall fall by the edge of the sword,
and shall, be led away captive unto all na­

.tions: and Jerusalem shall be trodden down
of the Gentiles until the times of the Gen­
tiles be fulfilled." Luke 21 :24. The signifi­
cant fact about this prediction was that the
judgment was not to be perpetual but only
until the "times of the Gentiles" were ful­
filled. The return of the Jews to Jerusalem,
and the drying up of Arab power, constitute
an absolute sign of the times-a sign that
the Gentile age is ending, and that the days
of Grace are practically over. Judgment fell
on the Jew for his rejection of Christ. Judg­
ment will also fall on the Gentile for a
similar rejection. When we remember the
fearful experience that the Jew has gone
through even in our own generation-when
as many as 6,000,000 miserably perished in
Germany alone-we tremble in anticipation
of the hour of reckoning that awaits those
who ignore the call of repentance, and con­
tinue on in sin. How pitiful is the end of

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STARTLING INCIDENTS
AND AMAZING ANSWERS TO PRAVER

THE PRAYERS WERE HEARD
GOD SAVED THE SHIP

REV. D. L. MOODY and others, who wereon the disabled steamer Spree, believe that
the vessel was providentially saved in answer to
prayer. In the midst of a severe storm, on No­
vember 27, 1892, the main shaft broke, plung­
ing through the bottom of the ship. The water­
logged vessel rolled fearfully, and the decks
were washed by the waves. The passengers be­
came greatly alarmed, the indications being
that the vessel would sink before help could
reach it. On Sunday, at Mr. Moody's sugges­
tion, a prayer service was organized. Every per­
son on board attended, except the officers and
crew, who could not leave their posts.

General O. O. Howard, who was one of the
passengers says: "It was the most imperative
religious gathering any of us ever attended."
Mr. Moody read the 91st and 107th Psalms,
which one of the Germans translated verse by
verse for his countrymen. Mr. Moody offered
a most fervent prayer and made a short ad­
dress. Mr. Moody says, "I went to my state­
room to rest after the meeting, and was asleep
when someone touched me. I awoke to find a
sweet, fond little German girl, the daughter of
one of the passengers, by my cot. She could not
understand a word of English, but had been
taught to speak four English words which was
the message she brought me, 'The steamer is
coming,' and then she added her German 'halle­
lujah.' "

Mr. Moody says of the rescue: "There never
was a more earnest prayer to God than that of
those seven hundred souls on that helpless, al­
most sinking ship in mid-ocean, Sunday eve­
ning, November 27, when we met in the salon
to implore God's help; and God answered us
as I knew He would. He sent us a rescuing ship,
and calmed the sea so that for a week it was
calm though there were storms all around us.
By Divine command we were drawn off of the
direst peril. The Spree arrived at Queenstown,
December 2, with her stern 30 feet in the
water, notwithstanding her pumps had been
steadily worked from the moment of the dis­
aster."

FIFTY CHRISTIANS AND
THEIR MIGHTY FAITH

(Rev. W. W. Simpson, a retired missionary of
the Assemblies of God who in a long and fruit­
ful ministry in China experienced many re­
markable miracles under his ministry, sends us
the following remarkable account of rain being
sent in answer to prayers.)

THIS double miracle occurred in Yen-jing,Kansu Province, May, 1942. I was detained
in America because of the war. When I re­
turned to Northwest China in 1946, the Chinese
evangelist related the facts which were con­
firmed by Pastor Ho, so I know it is true.

The District of Chang Hsien in which Yen­
jing is located had no rains from February to
May, consequently the crops were almost ruin­
ed. The District Government had ordered pray­
er to the idols throughout the region. The fran­
tic people had even carried their images outside
the temples so they were blistered in the Sun­
all in vain; the drought continued. Hopelessly
the people fully expected to starve.

In May, the District Evangelist, Wang Je­
Yea, arrived for meetings in the Assembly.
Pastor Ho feared it would be useless because of
the drought, but they prayed. Sister Ho, filled
with the Spirit, said, "Fast and pray seven days;
rain will come; there will be a great miracle;
fear not." They obeyed. The people heard of
it and wondered. They usually blame the Chris­
tians for drought. Will their God send rain?

The Christians, about fifty, began fasting and
praying, one day, two days, three days, four
days. Fifth day morning, Mrs. Yang, most zeal­
ous saint, known to most people in the town,
suddenly fell dead, some supposed caused by
fasting, but the Spirit said continue.

Many townspeople heard and came to see.
They asked why she was not buried, but the
believers kept praying. Fifth, sixth, seventh day.
Townspeople crowded in, urging burial. On
the morning of the eighth day when seven full
days were complete, suddenly Mrs. Yang arose
praising the Lord. The people heard, rushed in,
amazed to see her alive and well. Great crowds
filled the place when suddenly clouds filled the
sky and began pouring rain. My, didn't it rain!
All day, all night, all next day and night. The
fields were soaked, the crops were saved and
famine was averted. Why? Because the de­
spised Christians fasted and prayed to their
God, the living God, though unseen by mortal
eye.

OUT DEMONS

However,
the plan to merge the armed forces of six na­
tions, West Germany, France, Italy, Belgium,
Holland and Luxembourg, does not begin to
work until all six parliaments have ratified it.

This plan reveals the thinking of the leader­
ship of Europe in terms of bringing into being
a vast European army under the command of
ONE MAN to oppose the forces of Commu­
nism.
