On August 20, 1953, there came the
verification by the ~cientists of America
that H.ussia has perfected and exploded a
Ilydrogen bomb.

in nearly all quarters. The corroboration
of his statement on August 20 is the most
foreboding announcement that has yet
reached the peoples of the world. Here
at last is a weapon, one thousand times
more deadly than the atomic bomb, that
will completely destroy the largest city
of the world, thus fulfilling the words of
Jesus that "except those days should be
shortened, there should no flesh be saved."

24:22) America, too, has the hydro­
gen bomb, but, because her cities and in­
dustries are so concentrated, she is far
more vulnerable than Russia. It is indeed
time for America to pray. There is not a
moment to lose.

'I'IME FOR THE PEOPLE OF GOD
TO PRAY FOR EACH OTHER

Daily there comes to our office a vast
number of prayer requests, from people
who desperately need help from God. We
pray daily for these requests, but we
realize that, because of the world crisis,
we must mobilize all the people of God
to prayer, and do it at once. Religious
organizations who may call their own
people to prayer are not in a position to
call all believers to united prayer. THE
VOICE OF HEALING, whose evangelists
represent many groups, finds that this re­
sponsibility falls upon it.

"Con­
fess your faults one to another, and pray
one for another, that ye may be healed."
(James 5:16)

We are in a race against time! Jesus
said, as we have already mentioned, that
if Divine intervention were not to come,
"no flesh should be saved."

with our instruments prepared to register •
and record what transpired. Our device
had a needle pointing to 0 in the center
of a scale. To the right the scale was cali­
brated to 500 points positive. To the left
the scale was calibrated to 500 points
negative. We prevIously had regIstered on
this identical instrument the power used
by a fifty kilowatt broadcast station in
sending a message around the world. The
needle registered 9 points on the positive
side.

As the last moments of this woman's
life arrived, she began to pray and to
praise the Lord. She asked the Lord God
to be merciful unto those who had des­
pitefully used her. Then she reaffirmed
her faith in God, telling Him she knew
He was the only power and that He was
the living power. She told God He always
had been and always would be. She
praised God and thanked Him for His
power and for her knowledge 'Of His
reality.

We scientists had been so engrossed
with this woman's prayer that we had
forgotten our experiment. We looked at
each other and saw tears streaming down
scientific faces. I had not shed tears since
I was a child.
RECORDING NEEDLE REGISTERED

500 POSITIVE AS GOD WAS PRAISED
Suddenly we heard a clicking sound 'On

our forgotten instrument. We looked and
the needle was registering a positive 500
desperately trying to go higher, only to
bounce against the 500 positive post in
its attempt!

By actual instrumentation we had re­
corded that the brain of a woman al'One
and dying in communication with God
had registe:-ed more than 55 times the
power used by a fifty kilowatt broadcast
station in sending a message around the
world.

UNGODT~YMAN'S THOUGHTS
REGISTERED 500 NEGATIVE

After this, we decided to try a case
very unlike the first one. We chose a man
lying in the research hospital, stricken
with a deadly social disease. His brain
had bec-ome atrophied to the very point
of death. He was practically a maniac.

a record of our fingerprints in Washing­
ton, D. C.
A CHRISTIAN'S DYING THOUGHTS

WERE RECORDED
We wanted to make an experiment to

discover what took place in the brain at
the moment of transition from life to
death. We chose a lady whose family had
sent her to a mental institution, but who
had been discharged. The doctors could
find nothing wrong with her other than
the fact that she had cancer of the brain.
This affected the balance of her body only.
As far as' her alertness of mind was con­
cerned, and every other way, !;;hewas ex­
ceptionally brilliant. But we knew that
she was on the verge of death and she
was informed in this research hospital
that she was going to die.

We arranged a tiny pickup in her room
to ascertain what would take place in the
transition of her brain from life to death.
We also put a very small microphone,
about the size of a quarter, in the room
so that we could hear what she said if
she had anything to say.

WOMAN'S PRAYERS ASTOUNDS
FIVE SCIENTISTS

Five of us hardened scientists-perhaps
I was the hardest and most atheistic of
the group-were in an adjoining room

Here is one of the most amazing
scientific discoveries of all times and a
conversion surely as great as that of
Saul of Tarsus! Dr. N. Jerome Stowell
was a scientist working on terrible de­
vices for the destruction of mankind.
His previous experiments made him
concerned in regards to his relation to
God. His wife took a trip to Oklahoma,
and in his loneliness he prayed to God
that He would make Himself manifest.
Doctor Stowell knelt for prayer with
Don Throne and had a born again eX­
perience. He attended the Los Angeles
Breakfast-Broadcast of the Full Gospel
Business Men's Fellowship and beKan
seeking the Baptism of the Holy Ghost
which he received two week.~ later at a
Holy Ghost Rally. His wife felt she did
not fit into this picture, but the im-'
mensity and reality of her husband's
experience gradually became so appar­
ent to her that she too sought and re­
ceived her Baptism, being under, the
Power of God two and a half hours.
l)octor Stowell has given up his work

and is busily engaged witnessing as tothe goodness and greatness of God.

I WAS ALMOST a devout atheist.I didn't believe that God was any
more than a conglomeration of every­
one's mind put together and the good
that was there-that was God as far
as I was concerned. As for the real,
all-powerful God existing and loving
us all, with power over everything, I
didn't believe that!

EACH PERSON'S WAVE-LENGTH
DIFFERS

Then one day I had an experience
that really set me thinking. I was
in a large pathological laboratory
and we were attempting to find the
wavelength of the brain. We found
more than just a wavelength of the
brain: we found a channel of wave­
lengths, and that channel has so much
room in it that the different wavel-:-ngths
of each individual brain is farther sep­
arated in identity than the fingerprints
on each individual's hand. This is a point
we should remember: God can actually
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"WOE UNTO THEE, BETHSAIDA!"-REVEREND JACK MOORE and YOUNG BROWN walk on the road from Bethsaida to Capernaum.

In Jesus' time, great cities flourished on this plain by the Sea of Galilee. Because they rejected the healing revivals, these cities came
under the curse. Scarcely a trace of these prosperous cities remains.

COME WITH ME TO THE CITY:After long hours of waiting on
Customs officials at the borders of
Syria and Trans-Jordan, we cross the
most famous of all rivers, the Jordan.
Shortly we are in Jericho. Close· by
are the ruins of the Jericho of
Joshua's time. To the south lies the
fabulously rich Dead Sea, called Salt
Sea in the Bible. Geographically, we
are standing on the lowest spot of
earth. Jesus passed through here;
nearby He lifted Bartimaeus, blind
and begging, to sight and salvation.
This typifies the whole race, once as
low spiritually as we could get, blind
to eternal values and very poor, for on
this very road we had been robbed,
wounded and left half dead until Mercy
sent the Good Samaritan to lift up our
heads and bind our wounds, taking us
into His care.

Away to the west we see high moun·
tains, almost 4,000 feet above us. We
catch a glimpse of a number of spiraling
towers. "What could these be?" we asked
the native guide.

"Jerusalem," he answered.

JERUSALEM- THE CITY OF THE
GREAT KING

Oh, could it be! Jerusalem, the city of
the Great King! Our hearts beat faster
in anticipating the city of the Bible. Up .
and up we drive over the Jericho Road
to the city of David, Solomon, Isaiah,
Jeremiah, Ezekiel-a vast city even when
Rome was founded. No other city on
earth can boast of such prominence; for
almost four thousand years chosen of
the Lord, though rejected for an age. No
other city has had its name so often
recorded in sacred writ.

We have reached Bethany, near to the
Mount of Olives. Here indeed we are
well nigh overcome with the memories of
the stupendous events that transpired

here. Then our attention is drawn to the
wretched poverty and misery of the pres­
ent Moslem inhabitants. stretching forth
their hands, crying "BACHSHEESH!"

We are filled with mingled feelings of
pity and indignation at the melancholy
conditions of the native population here
and through the Moslem countries. Our
thoughts turn back to the most sacred
events of all history. Very close by our
Saviour bade them farewell for a time;
from here He ascended up and was re­
ceived out of their sight to someday reo
turn in like manner to this very spot.
From here He sent them back to receive
the Holy Ghost, fulfilling the Feast of
Pentecost that had been kept here for
long centuries, turning the Synagogue of
the nation into the church of mankind.

THE GARDEN OF GETHSEMANE
From here Jesus looked over the city

of Jerusalem and wept, saying "How oft
would I have gathered you under my
wings, but ye would not." A few hundred
yards east we passed the site of Lazarus'
tomb. Here again the Man of Sorrows
wept. Between us and the city lies the
Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus pray·
ed in such agony His sweat was as great
drops of blood falling to the ground; such
love and pity could come from none less
than the heart of the Divine Father of
the rc;lce.On this very spot a thousand
years before passed Israel's mightiest
earthly king, David-weeping, barefoot
and head covered, rejected, denied. What
more could we expect for David's off·
spring and Lord?

From the Mount of Olives we gaze
across the valley of the Kedron and Gar-

den 'Of Gethsemane. We see the once
Beautiful Gate where a few days after
Pentecost A. D. 30, the first miracle was
performed in the Saviour's name. The
gate is blocked with stone; nevertheless
this has become a Gate of Hope for aU
cripples to this present hour, for this hour
all things are possible to him that be­
lieveth. Just inside the wall stands the
Mosque of Omar, on the site of Solomon's
Temple, where for a thousand years,
from Solomon to A.D. 70, their national
religious life centered.

Jesus walked one day into this Temple
and they heard Him say, "Destroy it and
in three days I will raise it up again."
"But this spake He of the temple ot His
body." The central fact of all Christian
revelation is that God was in Christ rec­
onciled unto Himself. Now in the Temple
of His humanity, we have redemption
even the forgiveness of our sins, being
reconciled to God by Him. Humanity and
deity meet in the person of the Son of
God. We discover God in Christ, for in
Him all fulness dwelt; on the other hand
God sees us in Christ and we are accepted
in the Beloved. He said He was greater
than the Temple and Solomon also.

In a day or so we will return to this
blessed Mt. Olivet, but now we journey
to our place of lodging as the evening
shadows are fast falling about the Holy
City.

MOUNT CALVARY-GOLGOTHA'S HILL

Today we go to Calvary, the most
sacred spot in all the earth. A brief walk
north of the Damascus gate, not far from
the Grotto of Jeremiah where the
prophet, according to tradition, is ,said to
have written his Lamentations. It is near
the highway to Damascus and encircled
by rock caverns and tombs, a skull·shaped
rocky elevation .outside of the walls of
the city. The foulest crime ever commit·
ted in earth was done here. Man proved
his total depravity and worthlessness
when he killed the Lord of Glory. He
could sink no lower. Yet God is able to
make the wrath of man to praise Him.
The bloody dew that fell from His brow
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and wounds speaks pardon and peace and
life to a dying world. How oft have the
echoes from the swinging hammers that
nailed Him there thundered upon the
hearts of sinners and awakened them
from the slumber 'Ofdeath.

We must go, thanking our heavenly
Lord for Calvary. From this little spot
has gone forth a mighty stream of life
and h'Ope upon the whole human race for
time and eternity. Nearby we visit the
Garden tomb, hewn out of solid rock
where Jesus rested in death through the
Sabbath to arise early on the first day of
the week and was seen by His disciples
on several occasions, even by 500 at one
time. Over half of these were yet alive
when Paul wrote I Corinthians 15.

JERUSALEM •.. PRESENT
Today the city is hopelessly divided.

Through its heart runs a no-man's land.
Armed men patrol the borders. Is it the
time of Jacob's trouble? After long cen­
turies of wandering amid the nations, the
Jew is restored to his land, only to find
Ishmael and Esau challenging his right
to all the land and city_ Is not this the
beginning of the world's greatest drama?

Peter, in the third chapter of Acts.
speaks of the heavens receiving Jesus
until the restitution of Israel to its home­
land. Jesus Himself, had said Jerusalem
would be trodden down of the Gentiles
until the times of the Gentiles be ful­
filled. Paul wrote to Thessalonica not to
be troubled, for the "day of the Lord"
would come as a thief in the night, but
it was not then at hand. Rev. 16:15-"Be­
h'old, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that
watcheth." His coming again is very em­
minent, much nearer than most people
are aware of ..

JERUSALEM--FUTURE
What happened in Jerusalem, A. D. 70,

could be a classic example of what may
soon come on a world scale. The Roman
scourge of Jerusalem stands unparalleled
in human history. Their sin required this
judgment, for Moses had said that every
soul which refused t'O hear this Prophet
should be cut off, for God had told Moses:
"I'll put my words in Him, also my
name." "The words I speak," said Jesus.
"are not mine; they are the words of
my Father." ... thus identifying Him­
self as that Prophet Moses spoke about.

As we draw near toothe end of Gentile
world power, we ask, what is their prime
sin? The answer comes back, "refusing
the words of that Prophet."

Look at Jerusalem under the seige by
Titus for nine months. Inside. division
and fighting among themselves; outside
the Roman Army ... no escape ... 'Over
the city a horror of darkness. Finally
the Great City is buried and for days
great pillars of smoke linger in the air.
fulfilling one phase of the prophecy of
blood, fire and pillars of smoke.
"LOOK UP: LIFT UP YOUR HEADS!"
Luke 21:24 speaks of the times of the

Gentiles being fulfilled, of distress 'Of na­
tions with perplexity. These same words
were used to describe the Greek The­
atres when they were on' fire and there
was no way out, the exit doors locked!

Are we about to witness the horrors
of the destruction of Jerusalem 'On a
world-wide scale? If so, woe is us that
we were ever born to come to this terribly
fatal hour. To His own He said, "Look
up; lift up your heads!" Why?

support of such-not to support native
pastors but to assist native missionaries,

port our own Home and Foreign Mission­
ary programs.
NATIVE MISSIONARIES ARE BEING
PRAYERFULLY AND CAREFULLY

CHOSEN
Thus far, we have only presented this

plan three or four nights in three dif­
ferent campaigns, and without the slight­
est exertion of pressure, some $35,000.00
has been promised for the forth coming
year. By giving systematically (a small
amount each month), it makes it pos­
sible for us to continue our foreign cam­
paigns while the people at home continue
supporting the native pioneer missionaries
in many other countries of the world.

Progress has been slow during these
first few months, because of the time in­
volved in foreign correspondence, clearly
setting before the missionary supervisors
the plan concerned. Missionaries are ex­
ercising extreme caution in choosing na­
tives who are trust-worthy and capable
of opening up new areas and, because of
sad experiences in the past, a great
amount of ground-work is being done to
assure both the mission boards and the
missionary field supervisors of complete
cooperation with them.

Plans are being worked out for the
Foreign Missionary Secretaries of the
Full Gospel organizations to handle the
applications from their own fields, decide
on the amounts to be given each native,
and then our only action will be to de­
termine whether, or not, the ministry of
each native applicant, recommended for
assistance,. agrees with the principal pur­
pose for which this plan has been insti­
tuted, Le., to get the Gospel to areas
where it has not yet been preached.
WE MUST GO FORWARD FIRMLY,

STEADILY AND WITH PATIENCE
Great patience must be exercised in

carrying out any effort of this proportion.
Opposition which arises must be dealt
with. This work is the very nearest thing
to the heart of God, to strive at reaching
the un-evangelized areas of the world
with the blessed news of Christ. It there­
fore is bound to be a direct advance
against Satan's kingdom, and must doubt­
less be bitterly opposed by those without
Christ's vision. But, as in anything which
really counts, we must take each step
firmly and steadily; exercise the patience
necessary in dealing with our many ad­
versaries, and let nothing turn us aside
from our objective, because it is written,

"This Gospel of the Kingdom shall be
preached, in all the world for a witness
to al'l nations; and then shall the end
come" (Matt. 24:14),

Applications are beginning to reach our
office in Tulsa from various countries,
and it is our hope that very soon, now,
capable native missionaries will be launch­
ing forth into new areas, reaching new
tribes, thus taking another vital step for­
ward to prepare the way for our Lord's
imminent return.

"ALL HOPE ABANDON, ye whoenter here" - that quotation
from Dante's Inferno is, in essence,
what the Specialist told me. "Defi­
nitely you have arthritis," he said,
"and you have it to a very uncom­
fortable degree. As far as I know
there is no cure for it as Medical
Science actually does not know what
causes arthritis. My advice is to pre­
pare to endure the pain and to face
whatever crippling effects that may
develop." The doctor did not intend to
be unkind. On the contrary, he was
very sympathetic for he added "I
can understand how you feel. For
thirty years I, too, have suffered in­
describably with arthritis and you
can see the results." The doctor
showed me his right leg-stiff, drawn,
misshapen. "As a/ doctor," he cort­
eluded, "all I can say is-grin arid
bear it!"

As a comparatively young minister I
had gritted my teeth and borne my af­
fliction with dignity, thinking that there
was a cure somewhere, but now I realized
the utter hopelessness of my condition.
The crippling effects of the disease were
obvious to everyone and I was more and
more being accepted as an invalid.

During these awful years, although I
was sincere and earnest as a pastor, it
never once occurred to me to seek the
healing power of God. I tried almost
every known medical therapy and treat­
ment. I spent much time and money go­
ing to places with their hot climates and
sunny beaches hoping' to get some re­
lief. I never thought that God would be
concerned about the healing of my body.
All my theological training had taught me
that miracles "are not for today." As an
educated minister I condescendingly pitied
those who believed that God would per­
form any miracles in this day and age.

It is noteworthy that during these
years I had a secret yearning-deep and
intense-for a more intimate knowledge
of God. I began to question within my
heart why that I (along with most city
pastors) was not preaching the whole
Bible. Is the Bible inspired of God or
isn't it? Is not believing only part and
preaching only part of the Bible diluting
it so that none of it is of effect? Is Jesus
the "same yesterday, and today, and for­
ever?" I began to feel that mental
honesty demanded that I declare the
WHOLE counsel of God or none of it. Too
much preaching, I concluded, was a
hodge-podge of good advice, psychology,
snappy illustrations, and sprinklings of
sentimental dribble.

It snatched the splashing
sailor into its maw, and then disappeared
silently below the water.

"Word was passed through the trawler
fleet, and all ships started in search of
the big fish. At the end of 48 hours of
grim patrolling the monster was sighted,
and harpooners went into action. The
hide of the fish proved to be too tough,
however, for the harpoons glanced off its
side. A -one-pound deck gun was swung
into action and scored a direct hit. The
fish's tail slapped angrily and then was
still.

"A trawler immediately towed the shark
(for that was what it was) to land, where
it was planned to open the fish and give
the sailor a decent burial. To the astonish­
ment of the assembled mourners, when
the seaman was rescued from the sharlc,
he showed signs of life. He was imme­
diately rushed to the hospital. Physicians
w-orked over him and he was fOlmd to be
uninjured, except for shock and attend­
ant weakness. In a short time he fully
recovered, although he could remembel'
little or nothing about his experience.

ITIS 25 MILES FROM JERUSA­LEM to Jericho. It is all downhill,
which is why the Scriptures say, "A
certain man went DOWN to Jericho,"
for if you go from Jerusalem to Jeri­
cho you certainly go DOWN-you
descend 3,000 feet in 25 miles. You
can almost travel the whole distance
on a free engine. The road curves a
great deal and is among hills, because
of which, even these days, it lends
itself to highway robbery.

LOOKED TOO "BIG"

Thirty years ago the writer read John
3:16. He caught a glimpse of truth and
hope sprang up in his breast, when he
read of the possibility of "having ever­
lasting life" and "never perishing." The
promised land looked wonderful, but the
giants in the way looked t·oo big and
formidable-it all seemed too good to be
true, and he wondered if such an ex­
perience was for him. It all seemed far
beyond him, and he wondered.

And yet, believe it or not, that land
was possessed and that victory was won,
and, to-day without a doubt, the writer
stands on the other side of the battle­
ground, and knows of a very surety that
he "has everlasting life and will never
perish." That is wonderful and he is
glad.

CITIES OF THE PROMISED LAND
WERE TAKEN ONE BY ONE

Two years later the writer came across
another experience, which also seemed
far beyond him and too good to be true.
He read in Acts 2:4 of what happened
on the Day of Pentecost. He was told
that this experience was for to-day, and
wondered. He was told it was for him,
and he wondered still more. It seemed
far too wonderful to think that he would
ever receive an eKperience like the "Early
Disciples" received on the Day of Pente·
cost, and that he would speak in a lan­
guage that he had never learned.

Well on May 1, 1925, the seeming im­
possible happened, and to·day he is also
on the other side of that battleground.
Like the Children of Israel of old, he saw •
both experiences, including the giants,
before he entered into them.

More recently, while in New Zealand,
the writer read another Scripture and
saw further land to be possessed. He
read Galatians 5:24-

"And they that are Christ's have
crucified the flesh with the affections
and lusts."

"Why," he thought, "the flesh, with its
affections and lusts is where all the
trouble is, and victory here is victory
indeed." It was possible to have other
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experiences and still be in need of this
one-possible to have conquered Ammo­
nites, Moabites and still need victory over
Jebusites.

VICTORY COMES BY BELIEVING-NOT
THROUGH STRUGGLING OR

FIGHTING

Victory t'O-day comes exactly as it
came of old. It was not by struggling or
fighting but believing. He remembered
the message of Hebrews 4, where we are
encouraged to rest after a perfect work
of redemption, as God rested after a
perfect work of creation.

He remembered how he had fought. He
remembered how he had struggled. He
remembered h'ow he had prayed. He re­
membered how he had fasted and how he
had confessed. He remembered how he
had wept over his inward wrongness,
longing for inward purity, and yet after
years of Christian experience he was no
nearer inward cleanness and soundness,
and he wondered. Had he been seeking
victory the wrong way.

Absolute cleanness, perfection in the
truest sense, inward moral soundness and
all that g'Oes with it, complete victory
over the "flesh with its affections and
lusts" in actual day by day experience,
were all promised in this verse. It was a
sight of the promised land before enter­
ing in, and was no more seemingly hope­
less and impossible than the other two
experiences.

GOD'S WORD IS MORE RELIABLE
THAN FEELINGS

And then he remembered that the
Scripture was positive: "They that are
Christ's HAVE crucified the flesh with its
affections and lusts." It does n-ot say that
they SHOULD, they COULD or they
OUGHT TO, but believe it or not IT says
"THEY HAVE." And hope sprang into
his heart as he remembered that God's
Word was ALWAYS TRUE. If God says
"HAVE" well "HAVE IT IS." How won­
derful are the "HAVES" the "HATHS"
and the "HAVE NOTS" OF GOD'S
WORD.

God's word is more reliable than what
we feel. It is more reliable that what we
see, and more dependable than what we
know or understand. What we feel may
be wrong. What we think may be wrong,
and what we understand may be wrong,
but God's Word is NEVER wrong. Man's
word may be right, but God's Word is
ALWAYS right.

And so he was faced with the alterna­
tive of whether he would believe what
God said, or whether he would believe
what he thought, felt and understood.
He eventually decided t'O believe God's
Word regardless of everything else, and
what a victory this brought and what
a panorama of truth opened up before
him.

"AI.L TIDNGS ARE YOURS"­
THIWUGH CHRIST!

This brought such a flood of Scriptures
before him. He read Romans 8:2. "For
the law of the spirit of life in Christ
Jesus HATH made me free from the law
of sin and death." and he decided that
this was truly so, and "HATH" means
"HATH." He read Ephesians 1:3, "Blessed
be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who HATH blessed 1IS with ALL
spiritual blessings in Heavenly Places."

He had known these Scriptures by heart
for years, but had never really believed
them. He decided that we pray about
many things that God says are ours al­
ready! His joy knew no bounds as he
read, "All things are yours, and ye are
Christs and Christ is God's," and he,
right then and there, decided that all
things were his and he was Christ's and
Christ was God's. and he acted upon it.

He decided that we were GIANTS
ASLEEP, and were guing around like
paupers with signed checks in our pock­
ets. He decided that God knew who we
were, and the Devil knew who we were.
but WE DIDN'T KNOW WHO WE
WERE. He decided that the only place
to find out who we were, was in God's
Word. He then looked to see what the
Word of God said about us, and remem­
bered that we C'Ould not go by what
others thought of us, for the Apostle
Paul said, "It is a small matter to be

When night
came on the day af the doctor's message
of despair, my Mother, inspired by the
message of deliverance, knelt by my bed­
side and kept an all night vigil in prayer
interceding before God for my deliver­
ance. During this prayer she dedicated
me 100 percent to God to be His, from
that time of my life to the end, however
long or short it may be. She believed God
accepted her offer and consecration. Be·
cause she believed, God did just that. As
grey dawn faded beneath the early morn­
ing sun her fears faded .with the shadows
far, when she felt of my frail body, my
fever was cooled for the first time in over
four years and I lay in a pool of perspira­
tion. Victory was sweet-for the first
words I spoke were, "Mother I'm hun­
gry."

GOD PERFORMED A MIRACLE ON
MY BODY

The miracle took place. Day after day,
for nine days, little slivers of bone worked
out of my leg. When the nine days were
over and they came to roll me down the
hall to X-ray for the aperation that was
to remove three more inches of bone, it
was noticed my condition was improved.
The X-ray showed there was no bone
(that nine days before was there) lying
loose which had to be remaved. God had
worked a miracle. He had removed the
diseased bone.

The greater miracle lies in the fact
that the same God whO' removed the dis­
eased bone' alsO' grew mare bane in that
leg! The leg on which I was never to
walk grew in one year to strength.
Though it had lost four years of growth,
within ane year it was as long and as
large as the other! Today it is just as
firm and solid and on a faot that was
once swiveled and withered I wear, filled
out, the same size shoe and there is not
the slightest trace of a limp. The miracle
is complete and stands now, after nearly
twenty-one years, as a memorial to the
miraculous power of an ever loving, un·
dying God.

THROUGH MY HEALING, FATHER
WAS CONVERTED

This miracle convinced my Father and,
a few' months later, at a Fun Gospel
altar, he gave His life to Christ. Since
that time, his home has been a second
home for preachers and many an an
night prayer meeting for the saints has
been conducted in the living room.
Here, in this Christian atmosphere of a
practical Full Gospel home, I was raised
to believe in and practice Divine healing.
THOUGH BACKSLIDDEN GOD SPOKE

TO ME AUDIBLY AND CALLED ME
TO 'SERVE HIM

The year I was graduated from high
school I hew cold in my experience. I
became engaged in activities which took
my time of prayer and study and, in a
few months, I was in a backslidden state.
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Let me pause here to say that, knowing
I was out of God's wilL I began to pray
for a blessing from God. Dear reader, no
one, knowingly out of God's will, can ex·
pect a blessing from His hands. I took a
job in a department store which kept me
busy and away from home. I was still
sincerely studying and praying to God
:for guidance.

One morning about 3:00 A. M. I was
awakened from my sleep. I heard an aud­
ible voice. I suddenly sat upright in bed.
I became wide awake and there was a
brilliant light in the corner of my room
in front of me. I sat paralyzed with fear,
knowing I was receiving a visit from a
heavenly creature. I saw no one, but the
light was clearly visible and a second and
third time I heard the voice, as clearly as
if someone had spoken. It said-

"Get thee up, arise and depart from
this land to a land which the Lord
thy God shall show thee."

MISGUIDED COUNSEL CAUSED
FURTHER TRANSGRESSION

I slept no more that night. I knew it
was God dealing with me. I spoke to a
minister friend about this and immediate·
ly was told to forget the matter, lest I
be led astray by a strange "spirit." I be·
1ieve this minister was sincere. I believe
he thought he was advising me correctly
by telling me to return to my job and
ward off such visitations. I was only 19
at the time and he felt I was too young
and that my education and further ex·
perience was paramount to my zeal to
carry the Gospel. However sincere he
might have been, it was wrong for me to
follow his advice rather than God's. When
God speaks-we need not seek advice
from others but seek His face and read
His Word for our answer.

To the young minister let me say, if
you know a real spiritual, Pentecostal
minister, who is in contact with God, his
advice may be of great help to you. Such
a one would never advise you as this
misguided, though sincere, man did. I
heeded this advice and, as a result, the
Spirit of God left me. I became a trans­
gressor to my sorrow.
BECAME A SUCCESS.FUL BUSINESS

MAN
The next years of my life were spent in

the business world and in politics, in the
city of my birth and in other major cities
of our nation. Deeper in sin I went, for·
getting God and my home training as
much as I could. I was constantly in mis·
ery and learned of a surety: "the way of
the transgressor is hard." I became suc·
cessful in every activity. Satan allowed
me to prosper for he was determined that
I should not enter the ministry to which
God had, as' a child, called me. Despite
my succe~s, my life was a failure and my
hours alone were misery for I could not
forget God's call. My parents were heart·
broken because their only boy, who was
dedicated to God, was a rebel against God.

During this time I became successful
in a positifilnwith one of the nation's lead·
ing transportation firms. My early twen·
ties found me gaining recognition from
the President, General Manager and some
of the Board of Directors. It was not my
knowledge so much as that Satan was al­
lowing me to climb that I might never
enter into God's call for my life.

PROMOTION OFFERED-BUT GOD
REMINDED ME I WAS CALLED

TO SERVE mM
I shall never forget the day when one

of the di,ectors informed me that he

would move me shortly to a western city
as Assistant to the Superintendent of
Transportation, but to tell no one, includ·
ing my immediate superiors, as some of
them had long desired such a position.

I went to my hotel room that night
elated. As I opened the door and entered
my happiness ended for, on the desk, I
saw my Bible, which I always kept, It reo
minded me then of my call to the minis­
try, which I had temporarily forgotten.
A letter from home also awaited me; it
was one of my Father's infrequent let·
ters. He knew I was away from God. It
was filled with love and advice to come
home and enter a business with him.
Even though I made considerable money
it never did me much good. When G'Od
calls one, his prosperity is false if he tries
to forget that call.

One day in 1946 I left my position of
esteem, not knowing why, and returned
to my father's farm to open a business
in the resort, hill country. While working
on a building for that business, a tent
revival came to our community. One night
as the minister, Rev. Barnes, extended
the call for sinners, God spoke to my
heart. He told me it was my last call.
'RETURNED TO GOD-FILLED WITH

HOLY SpmIT

I knew this was my time. I was dr lwn
of God and went on my knees publicly
in humility before God and He delivered
me from sin. A few nights later I was
baptized with the Holy Ghost, while pray·
ing for a brother for healing.

I forgot my business plans. I returned
to my Bible and praying that I had left
off before. Christ became my consuming
passion. My associates became strangers.
A few days later I preached my first
message and have never stopped since.

GOD BROUGHT MY WIFE TO ME
In August of 1947, aLan old fashioned

Camp Meeting, I met a girl who was, like
I, attending the services. I asked a fel·
low who knew her to introduce us and, as
he did so, I promptly asked if I might
take her to the service that night. She ac·
cepted and, as she walked away to her
tent, I knew she was the one for me;
therefore, I said, "God I thank you be·
cause that girl is going to be my wife."

Five months later we were married.
I BECAME A PASTOR

We pastored two churches in the inter·
vening years. We were both sincere but
quite unacquainted with the problems of
a pastor' and the requirements of a min·
ister. I preached healing but I realize now
that I was preaching healing dogmatical·
ly, only as a doctrine and not as a reality.
I thought this ministry was for a few
ministers only. Oh! brother ministers,
read your Bible! God wants all who are
called of Him to have and preach this
ministry. (Mark 16:14·20).

GAYLE JACKSON CAME TO SAN AN·
TONIO, PREACHING AND-THROUGH

HIM-GOD PERFORMED THE
MIRACULOUS

One day after nearly a year of working
and preaching here and there, very inac·
tive in the ministry, my Father came in
and told my wife and me that he and
Mother had been to a revival in our city
of San Antonio. It was in a large tent and
thousands were coming. The campaign
was in cooperation with a number of dif·
ferent Full Gospel Churches. None was
of my particular denomination, as we had

no church there. My parents were highly
enthusiastic in their praise of the evangel·
ist who they said was named Gayle
Jackson. They said that they had never
heard such anointed and authoritative
preaching. Hundreds were being saved.
Miracles were not rare, they were plenti·
ful. I told them that this man must be
wrong. He was not of my belief or doc·
trine. I thought they were being foolishly
misled. I refused to go. They prayed for
me and a few nights later I told my wife
we would go just one night and see.

AGAIN, GOD HEALED ME!
Christ was in the pulpit that night. 1

never saw Gayle Jackson. He preached
Christ and I visualized the Lord only. Doc·
trines dear to me were not mentioned. I
knew the Lord was there but, under the
conviction of my fruitless life, I rebelled.
I said nothing, but I very much disliked
the man who preached the revival. I
wanted to stay away from that tent;
I did not want to see people go forward
for salvation, yet I could not stay away.
Night after night I returned. One night
I, too, left my seat and went to pray.
I shed many tears before God that night.
Thereafter I entered into the spirit of the
meeting. I began to study my Bible; not
to prove my doctrine, but to watch Christ
as He became alive in the scriptures. I
was to learn that some of my doctrines
were not sound in scriptural light.

One night Bro. Jackson prayed for me
and I was healed of heart trouble, bron·
chial asthma and I took off my bifocal
glasses. My eyes were healed by the power
of God. He healed me of my afflictions.
This evangelist I did not like was a friend
to all. He became one to me. A sweeter
character I had never met. His kindness
in dealing with me caused my prejudices,
which had separated me from others in
the Full G'Ospel, to fade away. God
had sent the answer to my prayers
and tears of the years before. No doubt
some were touched in that campaign, and
lost their experience, but God sent that
revival to San Antonio for me.

GOD GAVE ME A MINISTRY OF
DELIVERANCE

I left my job, and waited on God in
prayer and fasting for a ministry of de·
liverance. I was called but I never knew
just the purpose of that call until I fasted
and prayed before God in sincerity.

My life is now purposeful. I have seen
hundreds come to Christ, in the past two
years, and miracles now are an every
night occurence in my meetings. I take no
glory to myself. I could not. To do so
would be to loose that which God has
given me. I "remember the pit from which
I came." I recall years 'Of useless minis­
try. I know I had nothing until God came
into my life. I know I cannot even be in·
strumental in seeing a soul saved or a
body healed without the Spirit of the
Lord. Without the anointing of the Holy
Spirit I am no preacher. I have learned
that the body of Christ is composed of
ALL Christians. My life, once a failure
and full of remorse, is now happy and full
of purpose.

"THE VOICE OF HEALING" has had
a wonderful part in helping me see the
body of Christ in its fullness. The sacri­
ficial efforts of "THE VOICE OF HEAL·
ING" staff have helped me take my meso
sage to the unreached. I am their debtor.
May God continue to bless their sincerity
and may we, wh0's ministry they report,
keep it above reproach.

their knees to Baal (I Kings 19:18). A
spiritual revelation!
THE WORD OF KNOWLEDGE COMES
A~ER ALL NATURAL KNOWLEDGE

HAS FAILED
The Lord told Samuel that Saul had hid

himself behind the stuff (I Sam. 10:22).
This was after all natural knowledge
failed.

The Spirit made John to know the con­
dition of the churches. (Revelation, chap­
ters .one,twa, and three.)

The Spirit told Elisha the location 'Of
the Syrian Camp (II Kings 9:6), some­
thing the Intelligence Division of the
army did not know.

By a word of knowledge God told
Ananias that Saul was at a certain place
praying (Acts 9:11).

God made Paul to know, even when the
captain did not know, that the v'Oyage was
very dangerous and would be of much
hurt and damage (Acts 27:10).

The Spirit made Paul to know that he
must go to Rome (Acts 23:11). He needed
another gift to let him know when and
how he must go. We will study that gift
in the next chapter.

IT IS A SUPERNATURAL
REVELATION OF GOD

Jesus knew that a certain woman was
then living with a man without being
married to him, and had had five hus·
bands before she "took up" with him
(Jahn 4:18). He also knew the condition
of Nathanael's heart and life, and what
he had been doing (John 1:47-48).

In a night vision the Spirit gave unto
Daniel what the king had dreamed (Dan.
2:19); but he yet needed the manifesta­
tion of another gift to know the meaning
of the dream and what the king should
do, and how he should do it.

"Eye hath nat seen, nar ear heard,
neither have entered inta the heart of
man, the things which God hath pre­
pared far them that love Him.

BUT GOD HATH REVEALED
THEM TO US BY HIS SPIRIT." (I

Cor. 2:8-10).
Marvelous revelation gifts!

IS GIVEN TO GOD'S SERVANTS
TO ASSIST OTHERS

God is concerned about every detail of
our lives; even the hairs 'Of our heads are
numbered. If we cannot be in connection
with the Spirit in the little things, we
cannot be in connection in the larger
things (Luke 16:10-11).

God showed me in a dream that three
preachers in another state were in dan­
ger. I wrate all three .of them. Two of
them told me in letters of appreciation
that the warning was just in time to keep
them from serious trouble. The third
preacher was soon taken to a nervous

IT IS NOT A KNOWLEDGE OF
GOD'S WORD

It is not a knowledge of God, or of
God's Word, that comes by learning, by
study, or long experience. For instance,
Eli, the priest, had long knowledge of
God and His Word through experience;
but the child Samuel, who had neither,
was given a "Word" direct by the Spirit.
Eli had gotten to the place where he had
no open vision (I Sam. 3:7, 11-14).

WHAT IT IS
The Spiritual gift of the word of knowl­

edge is certain facfs in the mind of God
which He sees fit to reveal to a servant
supernaturally by His Spirit. It il' only a
"word," or a portion .of God's great store­

hOllSe of knowledge.God speaks in divers manners, such as
dreams, visions, revelation, or in audible
voice. It is always conveyed supernatural­
ly as any other gift.

This gift can tell the whereabouts, con­
ditions, nature, or thoughts of a person,
animal, place, or thing even when it is
imp'Ossible to learn it in the natural.

It is different from the Spiritual gift of
faith in that it lets you know things even
when you did not pray for them. The
Spiritual gift of faith deals with things
"not yet come to pass," else it would not
be faith.

It is not a vocal gift, as it· makes you
to know and not to speak. It is not dis­
cerning of spirits, as it has nothing to do
with a supernatural spirit.

It helps one to look into the heart, mind,
or nature of a man and to know his se­
crets and intentions.

It has helped people find lost articles,
but its main purpose is to find lost souls.

BmLE EXAMPLES

While Peter was lying flat on his back
on the house top, the Spirit of God told
him three men were seeking him (Acts
10:19). Had Peter gone to school one hun­
dred years he could not have gained such
knowledge. The all-knowing God gave
part of His knowledge to Peter by the
Spirit.

The Spirit of God told Samuel that
Saul's asses had already been found, and
let him know all- that was in Saul's heart
(I Sam. 9:19-20).

A voice from God told Elijah that God

THE WORD OF KNOWLEDGE isnot education, which is mere nat­
ural knowledge. Education can be ac­
quired by a man who has never had
the Spirit. This gift has no mixture
with the natural.

This gift is not teaching, which is
a ministerial gift, and requires study
(II Tim. 2:15). A man can be anoint­
ed to teach what he has already ac­
quired by mental ability.

It is not psychology, which is a
science of the mind. Natural sinners
can teach psychology.

It cannot be fortune telling. God's
Word condemns fortune telling, which
is of the devil. The devil counterfeits
God's gift. If a fortune teller knows any­
thing supernaturally about a man, you
can be sure it is not the supernatural
Spirit of God that gives him the lmowl­
edge.

THE WORD OF KNOWLEDGE
ENLIGHTENS

I would not serve a God who is not as
powerful as the devil. The devil is not
more powerful than God. The devil,
through fortune tellers, is seeking to tell
you something that will worry you to
death and break up your home, heart,
purse, and future; but God, by the word of
knowledge, is trying to build all these
things for you.

It is not very often an audible voice,
but it was such when God spoke to Sam­
uel (I Sam. 3:4). It is God who speaks to
man and n'Ot man to man. God speaks to
us by the Spirit very often in a still,
small voice (I Kings 19:12). It is no more
a spoken word than discerning of spirits
is a spoken word. The difference is, one
deals with spirits and the other does not.

If man speaks the word of knowledge
after the Spirit gives it to him, that part
would come under the ministerial gift
of teaching, exhortation, or such like
(Eph.4)·
IT IS NOT THE GIFT OF KNOWLEDGE

This gift is not the "gift of knowledge,"
but the "gift of the word of knowledge"
given by the Spirit. God d'Oes not give us
all His knowledge, but just a word (part)
occasionally; although, the part will be
changed into the whole during the perfect
age (I Cor. 13:9-10) when we will know
as we are now known.

This gift is n'Ot guessing, imagination,
or the working of the mind. It does not
work through your mind any more than
does speaking with tongues. God speaks
to your spirit without the help of your
natural mind or ears. Y'OUsimply know
it, that's all.
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nospital in a straight jacket. When he
was released, he apologized to me for ig·
noring my letter of warning.

One night the Lord showed me that a
preacher in another state was in trouble
with his church. I wrote and told him. He
wrote back saying that everything was
going fine and his church was all right.
A few weeks later I noticed in the paper
that he suddenly resigned and moved to
a church in another state. When I saw
him he confessed that the church split.
If he had listened and believed, he could
have been saved the embarrassment.

WARNS GOD'S SERVANTS AND
SAINTS OF IMPENDING DISASTER
Many times while pastoring churches,

the Spirit would make me to know in
dr~ams, visions, or otherwise, that certain
members were in trouble or going through
severe trials. I would get to them just in
time to help them. An ounce of preven­
tion is better than a pound of cure. A
stitch in time saves nine. I would root
out the weeds in time to save the crop.

In Goldonna, Louisiana, while in the
parsonage, the Spirit made me to know
that Brother and Sister B. were in trou­
ble. Running to my room, falling across
the bed, I prayed through until I touched
God. Then I got into my car and drove
to their place. The same time God had
warned me to pray, their house was on
tIre, Brother B. being gone. (They had al­
reany had one burn-out before then, los­
ing all they had). Sister B. had stopped
the tire just in time.

That was a word of knowledge before
I went to my bed to pray about it.

REVEALS TO GOD'S SERVANTS
THOSE NEEDING SPIRITUAL

HELP
In a vision one night the Spirit of God

showed me a man who had been deliver·
ed from cigarettes and had later gone
back to smoking. The next night I started
a revival in Nashville, Arkansas. During

the services I arose and said, "There is a
man here who was prayed for and de­
livered from a habit. He has gone back
to using it; the craving has returned. He
is bound again. If he will come forward,
God will deliver him again." He imme­
diately arose and came to the front. tell­
ing how he had gone to a revival many
miles away, was delivered and, after sev­
eral months, tried a cigarette to see how
it would taste. He had been' bound since.
That night he wasdelive!'ed again, filled

.with the Holy Ghost, and is still going on
with God, working in the church.

Of course, that was a word of knowl­
edge given to me before I went to Nash­
ville. Being delivered was another gift in
manifestation which we will study later.

In a dream one night I saw a woman,
who had been afflicted for many years
crying for help. I started the next night
in a revival several miles away. There I
met this same woman. It was a word of
knowledge, given by the Spirit. Her de­
liverance is another story.

SUPERNATURALLY DIRECTS AND
GUIDES GOD'S SERVANTS

AND SAINTS

Many times after a revival has gone on
for five or six weeks, the Spirit has
spoken to my spirit, "The revival is over."
Other people could not understand why I
was closing the meeting, as scores were
being filled with the Holy Ghost in a
single day. I still needed another gift
manifested to show me how to close and

deal gracefully, leaving a good taste. We
will study it in the next chapter.

While I was in Tyler, Texas, the Spirit
made me to know that my son, who was
with his mother in Ardmore, Oklahoma,
was in danger. I wrote my wife giving her
advice what to do before I received the
long distance call telling me the news.
REVEALS THOUGHTS ANO INTENTS

OF PEOPLE FOR THEIR BENEFIT
I walked back into the audience. as I

was giving an invitation for people to
come to the altar. looked a lady in the
eyes and said, "You used to have the Holy
Ghost; come sit on the front seat and
you will have it again in five minutes."
It happened as I said. She made a good
worker.

I found out later that she was a singer
in a night club, in a backslidden state. at
that time. God only showed me she used
to have the Holy Ghost and l.lhe had faith
to be delivered in five minutes. He did not
show me where she worked. He gave me,
by His Spirit, a word of His all knowl,
edge.

Another night God spoke to my spirit
in a still voice and made me to know that
a man was on a high cliff ready to fall,
to be forever lost. I sent him word, He
was saved, filled with the Holy Ghost,
and is now a deacon and superintenaent.

AIR TRAvEL OUTU)OK

Jet-powered planes that will carry 100
passengers across the country in five
hours, reduce air fares to less than pres­
ent bus fares, and even replace the family
automobile, were forecast recently at the
annual Stanford University business con­
ference by Hall L. Hibbard, engineering
vice-president of Lockheed Aircraft Corp.,
Burbank, Calif. He said the first of these
planes will be in operation in 1958, and
will travel without vibration at 600 miles
an hour. He forecast other types of planes
for the future, including a 450-mile-an-hour
turbo-prop, and a 5-passenger ducted-fan
model which should supplant many a fam­
ily car because of operational ease and
vertical rise and descent. This increase in
inventive knowledge is also a fulfillment
of Daniel 12:4.

TRAFFIC CASUAI.TIES

LASTYEAR resulted in the worst traffictoll in history with 37,600 deaths and
2,090,000injuries, according to insurance
company figures. Speed was the principal
cause of accidents accounting for 609,410
casualties. Three out of four accidents in·
volved passenger cars traveling in clear
weather on dry roads. Nine out of ten ve·
hicles in accidents were in apparently
good condition before they crashed. This
shocking report gives the 1952 story
briefly but reveals the trend of the day­
speed and carelessness. What a striking
fulfillment of Nahum 2:3, 4, a prophecy
for the last days:

"The chariots (autos) shall be with
flaming torches (bright headlights) in the
day of his preparation ... the chariots
shall rage (be driven carelessly) in the
streets, they shall justle one against an- .
other (collide) in the broad ways: they
shall seem like torches, they shall run like
the lightnings (excessive speed)."* * * * *

ELECTRIC BRAIN
Complex engineering and scientific prob­

lems, which often take scores of experts
months to solve, can be finalized in sec­
onds by a new electronic "brain" that has
recently been demonstrated. The machine,
known officially as a Decimal Digital Dif­
ferential Analyzer, is the first unit of its
type to be manufactured in the United
States, according to R. E. Sprague, vice­
president of the Computer Research Cor­
poration, builder of the analyzer.

Unlike other electrical computing de­
vices, the decimal digital analyzer has

practically no limits to its accuracy. Com­
pany engineers declared the machine has
a maximum accuracy of one part in
1,000,000.It can perform 10,000 additions
per second. The analyzer has been de­
signed chiefly to solve complicated differ­
ential equations, which is a mathematical
way to express the relationship between
variables in physical situations.

Housed in a cabinet 38x72x90 inches
called the "brain box," the device literally
"eats" differential equations through a se­
ries of electrical impulses. The results
are returned automatically to an electrical
typewriter, or they can be revealed graph­
ically in chart form. Cost of the analyzer
is $57,500.The "increase of knowledge" in
the last days is given as a sign of the sec­
ond coming of Christ (Daniel 12:4l.* * * * :;:

UNITED STATES OF EUROPE
Foreign ministers of six continental na­

tions met in Baden Baden, Germany, in
August, to examine the project for creat­
ing a United States of Europe, and tenta­
tively decided to drive toward a final
agreement on a constitution in September.
Ministers of France, West Germany, Italy,
Belgium, The Netherlands and Luxem­
bourg took a hard look at the 116 article
draft constitution to weld their 150,000,000
people into a confederation. There are
many problems to be sulved but the trend
in Europe today is definitely in the direc­
tion of bringing about an alliance of na­
tions within the boundary of the old
Roman Empire, to be under the control of
one political head or body, as prophecied
in Daniel 7 and Revelation 13.

EARTHQUAKES
As this is being written news continues

to come in concerning the devastating
earthquake in Greece. At the present time
three Ionian Sea island cities of ancient
Greek memory have been wiped out by a
series of quakes which are still continuing
day and night. Three whole islands have
been rocked and devastated. The .:ltleS of
Argostolios, 10,000population, and .lakyn­
thos, 11,315,and Samis, 15,000.have been
destroyed. Witnesses reaching the main­
land told of house-sized boulders crushing
buildings as though they had been match·
boxes and describing pathetic scenes of
parents searching in the rubble for miss­
ing children. It is believed t:1at more than
1000 dead and 120,000homeless comprise
the toll at the time of this writing. An in­
creasinl5 number of earthquakes, and of
increasmg intensity, throughout the world
will continue until the appearance of
Christ, and then the greatest earthquake
of all time will take place shortly after­
ward. The prophecy concerning earth­
quakes in the last days is found in Mat­
thew 24:7. * * * * *

POLITICAL UNREST
An estimated 4,000,000 Frenchmen, in­

cluding some workers in private indus­
tries, defied the government in a general
strike that threatened to explode into vio­
lence, according to reports at the time of
this writing. Strike fever continues to
mount as everyone seems to be getting
into the act. The strike is intended to ex­
press disapproval of government plans to
lop off excess help and boost the retire­
ment age. Such unrest is revealed as a
sign of the last days. See Luke 21:25, 26.
