Divine Deliverance
in the Local Churches

THE PRESENT WORLD-WIDEMINISTRY of deliverance is not
only for the sick and the sinner; it is
also for the saint, the pastor and As­
sembly.

During the past six months I have
visited a number of countries
throughout the world, including
Egypt, Palestine, Italy, Britain, Swe­
den, Denmark, Germany, Canada,
and the U. S. A. In these lands I
have met many pastors, laymen and
members of all types of Holy Ghost
Assemblies. All of them agree that
Christians, and even Spirit-filled be­
lievers, can be severely oppressed by
evil spirits. Many have told me of
their experiences in deliverance.

POSSESSION AND OPPRESSION
There is a vital distinction between be­

ing possessed by evil spirits and oppress­
ed by them. When a person is "possessed,"
it means that he loses control of himself
and the evil spirit has full or partial
control.

Have we not met Christians who habit­
ually lose their temper? This can be the
work of an evil spirit. Thank God, they
can be set free by deliverance!

Have we not seen Christians who are
"bound" by the smoking habit? Some of
these have been filled with the Holy
Spirit and lost the victory. Praise God,
they can be set free. Christians can also
be bound by fear, jealousy, envy, hate,
unforgiveness, resentment, and a hun­
dred other things, but none of these
can resist the ministry of deliverance in
the power of the Spirit.

SISTER FREE FROM LYING
Last year in Australia I saw a sister

set free from a lying spirit. This woman
had received the gift 'Of the Holy Spirit
several years before, but was backsliding
because of a defeated life. When she con­
fessed to lying, she was prayed for and
completely set free. Her body convulsed
during deliverance and she seemed alm'Ost
to choke as the evil spirit left her body.
Jesus said, in Mark 16:17-"And these
signs shall follow them that believe; In
my name shall they cast out devils ... "

SISTER SET FREE FROM FEAR
In Melbourne I saw a sister set free

from a spirit of fear. She felt this thing
come upon her in her unsaved days when
attending a cinema. Even after receiving
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liverance in Great Britain, Eu­
rope, Egypt and Palestine. We
were happy to have Brother Fos­
ter visit us recently at THE

the Gift of the Holy Spirit she was still
plagued by this spirit of fear. Her life
was blighted and her nerves shattered.
One day during a healing wave, she knelt
down and cried aloud, "Go, you evil spirit
of fear." She kept this up for some min­
utes, then her body stiffened, her head
went back and she gave a tremendous
gasp. This sister then shouted, "Thank
you, Jesus. It is gone." She broke forth
into speaking in t'Ongues, laughed in the
spirit, and was set completely free.

How many Spirit-filled Christians are
there today who need a similar deliver­
ance from fear!

Thank God, the ministry of deliverance
is not only for the sinner: It is also for
the saint. It is a ministry for the local
church.

DELIVERANCE FROM OPPRESSION
Oppression is different from possession

inasmuch as the sufferer is not controlled,
in this case, but is vexed and disturbed.

When Spirit-filled believers allow their
health to run down, or are weak after a
big battle with the enemy, they are prone
to severe attacks of oppression. This
leaves them defeated, gl'Oomy,despondent,
downcast, discouraged and weak. Pastors
and evangelists are well acquainted with
this experience! Sometimes this condition
can last for weeks or months. The longer
it lasts, the harder is the battle for de­
liverance and healing. However, there is
victory for all! Here it is, from Acts
10:38-

"God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Ghost and with power: who
went about doing good, and healing all
that were oppressed of the devil; for God
was with him."

How many pastors, evangelists, teach­
ers, and ministers are there today who
need deliverance from oppression!

I had a remarkable experience along
these lines myself last year. I had been
through severe times of testing, ill-health,
and was seeking God for a deeper ex­
perience in holiness and sanctification.
Scores of things in my lif~ which had op­
pressed me were brought to my mind
and then I was completely released. I
had a marvelous physical experience of
release and was able to name many of
them. They oppress me no more!

God brought to light and set me free
from some sins of which I was not con­
scious. Among these was spiritual pride.
It was 'one of the few times in my life
when God spoke to me and I heard His
Blessed Voice.

How many spiritual leaders today need
to be cleansed from spiritual pride!

Thank God the ministry of deliverance
today is not for only the, sinner. It is for
the spirit-filled believer, the pastor, the
evangelist, the elder, the deacon, and all
who are "oppressed of the devil." Many
who opp-ose this message are the ones
who need deliverance most of all!

DELIVERANCE FOR THE ASSEMBLY
In my travels I have seen many Assem­

blies that need a ministry of deliverance
themselves before launching out to others.
When you go into the building there is
no revival power present. The faith is
low, the fire on the altar is almost 'Out.
Thank God, this ministry can change an
entire assembly. In England a pastor was
burdened with this message and preached
deliverance. Many were filled with the
Spirit and revival fires burned brightly.

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"II ROOT OF BITTERNESS"

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A CORRESPONDENT has given me per-mission to publish the following­
"You will no doubt be surprised at the
contents of this letter. I am enclosing a
small gift of thirty shillings (about $5.00)
to the Bible School, and am sending it
through you personally because I have
harboured ill-feeling against you since
July, 1952. A remark you made in the
course of one of your addresses seemed a
disparaging remark about the people
from ... , or so the enemy of souls made
it appear. At the time it went like a stab
to my heart, but it has grown, I'm
ashamed to say, into a root of bitterness.
So much so that I could not think a kind­
ly thought of you. Now during prayer
this morning I was inquiring of the Lord
regarding Revival in this place, and He
seemed to say to me 'Put right what's
wrong first.' Of course, as I honestly
searched my heart I had to confess THIS
towards you was anything but right, and
so I am making a clean breast. Please
forgive me, brother, and pray for me and
for ... Your sister in repentance."

One cannot but be deeply moved on re­
ceiving such letters. I am certain that al­
ready the writer has been richly blessed
by the God of all grace, and who can tell
how far this may extend? Incidents like
this commence Revivals. It blessed and
humbled me also as I wrote and asked for
forgiveness for an offence committed all
unwittingly. One can be sincerely sorry
for the most unintentional wound given to
others.

"In many things we offend all," or, "We
all make many a slip" as Moffatt trans­
lates James 3:2. We preachers are of all
men most to be pitied in this matter. It
is battle enough for our souls that we
have to contend with our common human

weakness that so readily injects personal
prejudice into our ministry; but the dou­
ble burden of us preachers is that so
often our h~arers misunderstand us and
clothe our wlJrds with an offensive signifi­
cance we never intended. For us it comes
with special force that "If any man of­
fend not in word the same is a perfect
man." Can such ever be a preacher?

The receiving of such a frank confes­
sion, either written or spoken, always
arouses in my mind an uncomfortable
query as to how many more people there
are walking around whom I have of­
fended, and they have NOT told me about
the matter. One fears that if our ministry
has been at all wide it may be more than
we care to imagine. Where they have gen­
uinely forgiven the slip the matter can
profitably be forgotten, but so often per­
sonal attitude and relationship will al­
ways remain impaired unless there has
been frank speaking. In many cases the
animosity lingers and sinks ever deeper
until, to quote my correspondent's words,

it has "grown into a root of bitterness."
Whether the original matter of offense
was justified or not, the resultant bitter­
ness of feeling becomes a defiling thing
to an increasing circle, and cannot but
grieve the Spirit of God and hinder the
freedom of His working. It is a universal
fact of all true Revival that this kind of
thing is among the first to be dealt with
by the Holy Spirit when time is given to
importunate prayer.

The matter seemed to me specially
suitable for reference in this column be­
cause of James 5:16-"Confess your faults
one to another, and pray one for another,
that ye may be healed." It would be very
mistaken to attribute all failure among
Christians in receiving Divine Healing to
neglect of the mutual confession of faults.
But it is equally mistaken to think that
the plain word in this matter can be ig­
nored with impunity. J. B. Phillips' trans­
lation is particularly pungent - "You
should get into the habit of admitting
your sins to each other, and praying for
each other, so that if sickness comes to
you you may be healed."

After considerable experience of these
things I think I am prepared to affirm
that more harm has come to us from re­
luctance to confess than from too much
aptitude in that direction. Few spiritual
factors are more likely to hinder health
and happiness of body and soul so much
as a sullen, smouldering resentment
against another.

Sermon By

REV. EVERETT B. PARROTT
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I AM QUOTING from one of thegreatest texts in the Bible. Here it is
-"For this purpose the Son of God was
manifested, that He might destroy the
wor!?s of the devil." (1 John 3 :8.)

For this purpose the Son of God
(Jesus Christ) lived, loved, labored and
died on a cross, to destroy the works of
the devil. Isn't that wonderful?

THE CURSE

I believe that sin and sickness are of
the devil. There was no sickness in the
world before sin came into the world.
"God saw everything that He had made,
and, behold, it was very good." (Gen.
1 :31.)

There will be no sin or sickness in the
Millennium when Jesus shall reign su­
preme in this world with His saints.
"They shall not hurt nor destroy in all
my holy mountain; for the earth shall be
full of the Knowledge of the Lord, as
the waters cover the sea." (Isaiah 11 :9.)

There will be no sickness or sin in
Heaven. "God shall wiPe away all tears
from their eyes; and there shall be no
more death, neither sorrow, nor crying,
neither shall there be any more pain; for
the former things are passed awa)I."
(Rev. 21 :4.)

We are taught to pray in the Lord's
prayer, "Thy will be done on earth as it
is in Heaven."

In the beginning God planted a garden
Eastward in Eden. This garden as it came
from the hand of God was so beautiful,
so perfect, no mind has ever been able
to fully comprehend its beauty; no
tongue has ever been able to describe its
wonders. God placed a man and a wom­
an made in His own image in this gar­
den, to care for it and to enjoy it. But

"Just one touch as He passes by,
He will heed to the faintest cry,
Come and be healed for the Lord

is nigh
Christ is the Healer Divine."

Luci fer ( Satan) a fallen angel, being
angry with God, saw. God's beautiful cre­
ation, the joy, peace, innocence, happi"
ness and health, reigning supreme, tempt­
ed our first parents to disobey God's
word. "But of the tree of !?nowledge of
good and evil, thou shalt not eat; for in
the day that thou eateth thereof' thoil
shalt surely die." (Genesis 2: 17.)

Because of their disobedience, the
world was plunged into darkness and
immediately, two dark enemies came into
the once beautiful garden and into the
world-sin and sickness. The two go
hand-in-hand, bringing confusion, dark­
ness, sorrow, trouble and everything that
the curse implies. Where you find sin
the deepest tonight, there you will find
sickness the deepest. The sickness that
no doctor can prescribe a cure for, is
often caused by a direct act of sin.
SICKNESS IS THE CURSE OF THE DEVIL

Many times in these meetings, I have
seen mothers carrying in their arms poor,
little, sick and crippled babies, born sick,
with twisted, diseased little bodies, born
into this world without a chance. Would
you say that was the work of our Lov­
ing Heavenly Father? No, I would say,
that is the work of the devil.

You ask, is it because of the sins of
these persons who are here to be healed
tonight that they are sick? Not neces­
sarily; their sickness may be caused by
the sins of their fathers. "Visiting the
iniquity of the fathers upon the children

unto the third and fourth generation."
(Ex. 20 :5.) Or, it may date back all the
way to Adam. Sin and sickness are in the
human family. But remember the text,
"For this purpose the Son of God was
manifested that He might destroy the
wor!?s of the devil."

THE CURE

Divine healing is as old as human need.
Man plunged the world into darkness
through disobedience. But God made a
way out through His Son, Jesus Christ.
"The Lamb (Jesus) slain from the foun­
dation of the world." (Rev. 13 :8.)

You will remember when the Children
of Israel marched out of Egypt toward
the promised land with Moses, their
leader; God gave them a promise He
would be with them, if they would dil­
igently harken to His voice, and would
do that which was right in:His sight, and
would keep His commandments and His
statutes, He would not allow any of the
diseases to come upon them which came
upon the Egyptians. "/ am the Lord that
healeth Thee." (Exodus 15 :26.) As long
as the children of Israel walked in obed­
ience before God, they ate manna from
the sky-they drank water from the rock
-and, they were kept in health physi­
cally.

But, one day sin was found in the
camp. It was found in the heart of Mi­
riam, the sister of Moses; and, the dread­
ed disease of leprosy came upon hel-.
What was her sin that she should be
stricken with leprosy? All she did was
criticize the preacher (Moses). 1 some­
times think if everybody who criticized
the preacher were stricken with some ter­
rible disease like leprosy there would not
be enough people in church Sunday morn­
ing to sing the Doxology. Miriam was
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penitent and confessed her sin; and,
Moses went before God in prayer and
pt'ayed, "Heal her now, 0 God, I be­
seechthee." (Numbers 12:13.) God heard
and answered Moses' prayer and healed
Miriam of leprosy.

As the children of Israel continued to­

ward the promised land~ they began to
murmur' and complain, and again physi­
cal -sickness came into the camp. This
time in the form of fiery serpents' bites.
They were dying on every hand. Again
they confessed their sins, saying, "We
have sinned, for we have spoken against
the Lord, and against thee." (Moses.)
(Numbers 21 :7.)

Moses went before God in prayer in
behalf of the people. God said, "Moses,
make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon
a pole; and it shall come to pass, that ev­
ery one that is bitten, when he looketh
upon it, shall live.

And Moses made a serpent of brass,
and put it upon a pole; and it came to
pass, that if a serpent had bitten any
11'1an,when he beheld the serpent of brass,
he lived." (Numbers 21 :8-9.)

"WITH HIS STRIPES WE ARE HEALED!"

Jesus said: "As JlIloses lifted up the
serpent in the wilderness, even so must
the Son of Man be lifted up." (John
3 :14.) (His death on the cross.) The
children of Israel were healed physically
by looking at a sign board, a type of
Calvary. How much more are we healed
by looking, not at a sign-board, a type
pOinting toward Calvary, but directly to
Calvary. "With His Stripes we are heel­
ed." (Isaiah 53 :5.) "There is healing for
a laok at the Crucified one."

The Psalmist in an ecstasy of praise
exclaims: "Bless the Lord, 0 my soul,
and forget not all His benefits:

Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who
healeth all thy diseases." (Psalm 103:
2, 3.)

There go. our sins and our sickness.
The prophet Isaiah looks down the

vista af time, thraugh the praphetic tele­
scope and sees Jesus hanging on the
cross, and declares, "He (Jesus) was
wounded for our transgressions, He was
bruised for our iniquities; the chastise­
ment of our peace was upon Him; and
with His stripes we are healed." (Isaiah
53 :5.) This prophecy of Isaiah is ex­
plained in the New Testament: "When
Jesus was come into Peter's house, He
saw his wife's mother laid, and sl:ck of
a fever.

And He touched her hand, and the fe­
ver left her: and she arose and minis­
tered unto them ... and He healed al1
that were sick:

That it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by Isaiah the ProPhet, saying,
Himself took our infirmities, and bare
onr sicknesses." (Matthew 8 :15-17.)

"'Who (Christ) went

about doing good, and

healing all that were

oppressed of the devil;

for God was with
H' JJ1m, (Acts 10:38)

THE RECIPE FOR HEALING IS SIMPLE

One night at the close of one af the
meetings, a refined, cultured lady, lead­
ing a beautiful baby girl by the hand,
came to the platform and said: "Brother
Parrott, I am enjoying these meetings
immensely. I do so enjoy the singing of
the gospel songs. I enjoy your sermons.
I feel the presence of Jesus here. But
there is just one thing I do not under­
stand-I wish you would explain-and,
that is this praying for the sick. My
church does not pray for the sick as you
do and it bothers me."

I said: "Well, Sister, suppose you were
taking a trip by auto across the country.
SUppose your car broke down in the des­
ert, thirty-five miles from any village,
drug store, doctor, or human aid. And,
suppose this beautiful baby of yours took
sick in the middle of the night, and she
was at the point of death-you are thir­
ty-five miles from any human aid-What.
would you do?" She looked at the floor
for a moment, then she looked up at me
through tears and said: "Brother Parrott,
r would pray and ask God to heal her."
I said, "That is all I do-I pray. Most
of these dear sick people who. come for
Divine healing are beyond any human
aid."

HAVE FAITH IN GOD!

"Oh Touch the hem of His garment,
And thou too shall be free,

His healing power this very hour,
Shall give new life to thee."

We have a very simple recipe for heal­
ing the sick in the New Testament, as
follows: "Is any sick among you? Let
him call .for the elders of the church; and
let them pray over him, anointing him
with oil, in the name of the Lord:

And the prayer of faith shall save the
sick and the Lord shall raise him up; and
if he have committed sins, they shall be
forgiven him." (James 5 :14, 15.) There
go aur sins and our sickness.

SOME OBSERVATIONS

There are many wonderful promises
we find in the Bible that do not directly
refer to Divine Healing; yet, there is
enough healing in anyone of these to
heal the world, for example:

"If two of you shall agree on earth as
touching anything that they shall ask it
shall be done for them of my Father
which is in Heaven." (Matt. 18:19.) The
word ANYTHING includes divine heal­
mg.

In one of the tent meetings a young
woman was seen kneeling at the altar of
prayer, seemingly in great sorrow. One
of the lady workers knelt by her side and
asked her what she had come for, and
if she wished her to pray with her.

"Oh," she said, "my husband is dying
tonight of tuberculosis, within three
blocks of this tent. I am so disturbed, I
am nat sure his soul is prepared to meet
God, and I am asking God to give him
a safe passage over the river of Death."
"He is just a young man, isn't he?" in­
quired the Christian worker. "Yes, he is
a young man and I need him so much,"
she replied. "Well," said the worker, "let
us ask God not only to save his soul, but
to heal his body also."

These two young women agreed in
prayer.

When the young wife returned home,
instead of finding her husband prostrate
on his bed as usual, he was sitting up on
the edge of the bed. He said, "Wife,
where have you been?"

She said, "Down at the big tent revi­
val."

He said, "Did they pray for anyone
down there tonight?"

She said, "Yes, they prayed for a lot
of people."

"Did they pray for me?" he asked.
"Yes, they prayed for you," she re­

plied.

"At about what time was it when they
prayed for me?" he inquired. She told
him the approximate time. He said, "At
about that time, I was lying here pros­
trate,' as usual, when I felt a warm ting­
ling sensation enter my head, it came on
down thraugh my lungs and continued
through my entire body, and I believe
I'm healed."

He was so sure he was healed, that
they immediately called their attending
physician. The doctar came and examined
him repeatedly, and exclaimed with utter
astonishment that he could not find a
trace of the disease in the young man's
body.

Again-"All things, whatsoever ye shall
ask in prayer, believing, ye shall receive."
(Matt. 21 :22.) "If thou canst believe, all
things are possible to him that believeth."
(Mark 9 :23.) The "all things" include
divine healing.

At the funeral of Captain Pierce, Pas­
tor Leonard W. Doolan related the fol·
lowing:

Years ago on one occasion something
went wrong at the mine. When the diffi­
cult task of repair was completed he was
so overcome by fatigue and exposure
that he had a congestive chill. He was
hurried to the home of a near relative.
In that sparsely settled country no doc­
tor could be had for hours especially
on a dark stormy night which was then
coming on.

Then He said, "As it was in the days of
Noah, so shall also the coming of the Son
of Man be.

VISION OF THE THRONE

Those who were present at the time of
my vision said I read the scroll aloud for
about thirty minutes. I cannot recall all
of it at the present time. I handed the
scroll back to the rider and he rode away
in the same direction from which he had
come. Then I was conscious of the fact
that I still lay on the floor flat on my
face. I lay there in the glory for a few
minutes and then heard a voice saying,
"Come up to the throne of God." Looking
up, I saw Jesus again and went to Him, it
seemed, right through the air. We came
to the throne of God and I beheld it with
all its splendor. I was not able to look
upon the face of God but only beheld His
form. I saw the rainbow around about the
throne. I saw the winged creatures on
either side of the throne. They are pe·
culiar looking creatures and have eyes of
fire that look in all directions. I stood with
Jesus in the midst and He talked with me
for nearly an hour. I saw Him as plainly
as I ever saw anyone in this life and heard
Him speak. I will not go into detail as to
what He said to me for it concerns only
me and my ministry. The following ac·
count, however, covers the main points.

PERSONAL MESSAGE
He said that He had called me to a spe·

cial ministry and had kept me through
the years. Though Satan had tried to de­

He
talked to me about some things that the
Holy Spirit had said to me almost two
years before. He showed me where I had
missed Him and doubted His dealings with
me.

He said, "When
you lay your hands on the sick, lay one
hand on each side of their body. If you

body causing the affliction. or trouble.Call him out in My Name. The demon or
demons will have to go in My Name. If
the fire does not jump from hand to hand
it is a case of healing only; Pray for them
in My Name; if they will believe and ac­
cept it, the fire will leave your hands and
go into their bodies and drive out the af­
fliction or sickness. When the fire leaves
your hands and goes into the body, you
know they are healed." I fell at His feet
and cried out in tears, "Lord don't send
me; send somebody else. Please, don't
send me. Just give me a little church to
'pastor, but don't'send me; I'd rather not
go, Lord, I've heard so many of our own
ministers and folks criticize those who
pray for the sick. Lord, just give me a
common-place ministry."

THE LORD'S REBUKE

Jesus rebuked me and said, "I'll go with
you and stand by your side as you pray
for the sick; and many times you will see
Me. Occasionally I will open the eyes of
someone in the audience and they will
say, 'Why I saw Jesus standing by that
man as He prayed for the sick.''' I said,
"All right, Lord, I'll go if You'll go with
me. I'll do my best and be as faithful as I
know how." There came a love that I had
never known into my heart for those who
criticize this type of ministry. I said,
"Lord, I'll pray for them. for they don't
know, or they' would not say the things
they do. Lord, I've said similar things, but
r didn't realize nor see as I do now, and
neither do they. Forgive them Lord."

Then He said, "Go thy way, My son;
fulfill thy ministry and be thou faithful
for the time is short." As I walked away
from the throne of God, Jesus said just
another word or so-"Be sure to give Me
all the praise and glory for all that is
done, and be careful about money. Many
of My servants whom I have anointed for
this type of ministry have become money­
minded and have lost the anointing and
ministry I gave them. There are many
who would pay much to be delivered.
Many parents in the world have children
whose little bodies are twisted and they
would give thousands of dollars for their
healings. Many of them shall be delivered
as you lay your hands on them, but you
must not accept a charge for your minis­
try. Accept offerings as you have been
doing. You must go your way; be faithful,
for the time is short." Jesus then journey­
ed with me back to the earth, and I real­
ized that I still lay on my face on the
floor. He talked with me there a moment
and then disappeared.

My hands burned for three days just
like I had a coal of fire in them. Now,
when I wait upon Him in prayer and fast­
ing, the same anointing comes upon me
again.

How many Assemblies today need the
preaching of deliverance to revive them
once more!

DELIVERANCE AND
SANCTIFICATION

There is a close link between these
two. While it is not claimed that deliver­
ance is sanctification, nevertheless it is
one of the channels which God is using
today. The believer who has been possess­
ed 'Oroppressed in the past can now live
a life of victory rather than defeat. He
has been set free from things which
bound him or oppressed him.

In some quarters the impression has
been given that once you received the Gift
of the Holy Spirit, it was the end of the

road and you were now qualified for
heaven. However, in many cases it has
been f'Ound that it is the beginning of
the road.

Many spirit-filled believers have had a
difficult childhood. Parents were cruel,
conditions were hard, handicaps became
real and complexes crept in.

The psychologist and psychiatrist know
these conditions and do their utmost to
remedy them. However, they have their
limitations because their ministry is not
necessarily in the name of Jesus.

The ministry 'Of deliverance meets the
need as no other can. Where such needs
are apparent, there are several steps
which have been found very helpful.

1. Confess the fault, sin, oppression,
weakness, or whatever it may be that
hinders.

2. Plead the blood of Jesus and the
power of His Name.

3. Tell it to go from you in the Name
of Jesus and oppress y'Ouno more.

4. Stay there until it is gone.
In some cases there is a physical mani-

festation. If the person is .fully surrender­
ed, there may be none, but there will be
a great sense of release and relief. Very
often when the spirit is set free, there
is immediately joy in the spirit, holy
laughter, and tongues of praise, worship
and adoration.

How many Christians today are battl­
ing over something in their lives for
sanctification when the ministry of de­
liverance would give them victory!

There is no hindrance, weakness. sin,
fault, oppressi'On, complex, or setback
which can resist the ministry of deliver­
ance today. Praise God for this mighty
weapon which can be in the hands of
every spirit-filled believer. Hallelujah.

This may well be the last revival be­
fore Jesus comes. Let Satan be over­
thrown, every evil spirit cast out. and
obtain full victory in the Name of Jesus.

D EAR EDITOR:No doubt the TVH family will enjoy a
No doubt the TVH family will enjoy a

brief word describing our recent visit to
Newfoundland, the land of fog and fish.

We sailed from Boston. Massachusetts,
May 15th aboard the English steamer
"Newfoundland." After twenty-two hours
of smooth sailing. we docked at Halifax,
Nova Scotia, on Sunday morning.

We soon found a Full Gospel church.
Although we tried to hide our identity,
we found it a hopeless task. Folks had
read about us in THE VOICE OF HEAL­
ING magazine; consequently we were
asked to speak for them both morning
and evening services.

Monday was the Queen's birthday. and
a holiday. A new church was being dedi­
cated at Windsor, Nova Scotia, a distance
of about fifty miles inland. We were
pressed into service and spoke to them
for all three services. This gave us quite
a full week-end at Halifax.

Late Tuesday evening our ship set sail
for St. John's Newfoundland. a distance
of thirty-two hours sailing. Much of this
distance was rough going and my song
leader, Boyd McClellan, failed to show up
in the dining room for one full day-noth­
ing but dry crackers. We arrived in St.
John's Thursday before noon and were
met by pastor and Mrs. Harold Snelgrove.

Elim Tabernacle is the largest Full
Gospel work on the Island of Newfound­
land, and acC'ommodates about 700 or
800. Our first meeting was on Thursday
night and the church was well filled, con­
sequently we got off to a good start. Each
night the spiritual tide rose higher and
higher. On Sunday nights the tabernacle
was filled, with many standing. Some

were turned away because they could not
secure seats. Many were saved and num­
bers were healed. 'People came for more
than fifty miles, some by car and others
by chartered buses.

One lady was healed of a tumor. 'of
long standing, and is now speaking on
the broadcast. She is attracting consider­
able attention.

Reverend and Mrs. Snelgrove have
labored hard and their labors are being
rewarded. Pastor Snelgrove conducts a
Provincial-wide broadcast which he calls,
"Tell me the Old, Old Story." Everywhere
we met people that were attracted by this
great br'Oadcast.

The Island of Newfoundland covers per­
haps as many square miles as the State
of Texas. There are only fifty miles of
hard surface road on the Island. St.
John~s is the capitol and the center of
gravity and the largest city, with a pop­
ulation of some seventy thousand, with a
beautiful port and may docks where ships
'Ofall nations are frequently seen.

Hundreds of small towns in Newfound­
land are reached only by small water
crafts following the rugged coastline. A
very large airport is located at Gander.
This seems to be the spring-board for
some of the world's largest planes, as
they are re-fueled for the last time before
hopping 'off to European points. This air­
port is equipped to handle the world's
largest planes, such as the Globe Masters.
The United States maintains several air
bases in Newfoundland, which seems to
be one of our Northeastern outposts.

There is much to be seen and enjoyed
on this Island of wonders.

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INRECENT MONTHS there has beena phenomenal increase in destructive
tornadoes which have taken the lives of
hundreds of people, destroyed hundreds
of millions of dollars worth of property,
and brought terror and tragedy to whole
communities. The big question is now be­
ing raised as to what is the cause of this
unusual rise in the incidence of these
storms. Is there a prophetic significance
in these great disturbances of the earth's
atmosPhere? We believe that there is an
answer to these questions. In this article
we shall take note of certain facts re­
vealed by the Scriptures which we believe
throw some light on this matter.

THIS YEAR'S DEATIIS FROM
CYCLONES NUMEROUS

With the exception of the year 1925,
more people have died this year from
cyclones than in any year in history; and
we have yet to go through the autumn
season! The destructive tornado has so
far affected no less than 30 states. So
great has been the destruction in Texas,
Ohio, and Michigan, that some of their
large cities have been declared disaster
areas.

At Waco, Texas, only a short distance
from THE VOICE OF HEALING of­
fice, a cyclone leveled buildings as high as
six stories. This was the first time in his­
tory a tornado had struck the center of
the business district of a large city.

Two years ago, while our offices were
yet in Shreveport, Louisiana, a tornado
of great intensity passed a mile or two
south of our location. Because the section
traversed was just outside the thickly
settled area, loss of life was not so great.
Certainly the storm passed too close for
comfort. One can only imagine the hor­
ror that comes to those who have been
caught in the path of these whirling hor­
rors. Perhaps the greatest damage which
occurred this year was in Flint, Michigan,
where the path of the tornado left a
destruction worse than war. Here the
storm cut a destructive swath 1,000 feet
wide and five miles long!

THE WHIRLING HORROR
STRIKES TERROR!

I know something of the terror of
the cyclone. Some years ago in Central
Texas, on a spring afternoon, we looked
up at the sky and suddenly recognized,

in the distance, the whirling horror, a
tornado. The rolling clouds were to the
Southwest-just the direction from which
a cyclone comes. At that moment the ad­
vance wind struck and we saw large ob­
jects being torn from their moorings and
go flying past us at terrific speed. I was
just a lad at that time and I, as well as my
companions, were not a little frightened.
Instinctively we jumped into our car and
headed down the highw<:LYaway from the
direction of the whirling clouds. Behind
us, in the distance, a building blew down.
Despite our speed, d~bris was flying past
us on either side. Road signs had blown
loose and were flying through the air.
As we drove on, gradually the ominous
roar of the storm faded; but the cyclone
moving on erratically left death and de­
struction over a wide area. We. were un­
harmed, but we shall never forget the
experience of those few moments.

HAVE THE ATOMIC TESTS
CAUSED CYCLONES?

What is the cause of these disasters
which have increased this year to such
unprecedented numbers? The fact is that
some of the nation's top scientists, though~
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loathe to discuss it in public, have in­
timated thatthere is a definite connection
between the atomic bomb tests and the
unprecedented wave of tornadoes that
have swept the nation. Drew Pearson
whose daily articles are syndicated in
hundreds of newspapers, quotes a top
scientist as saying:

CAN AN ATOMIC EXPLOSION
CAUSE AN EXPLOSION IN

OUR ATMOSPHERE?

"Admittedly, the forces that make up
our weather are vastly greater than the
power of the atomic blasts. But really
the important question is rather 'Can an
atomic explosion trigger an explosion in
our atmosphere?' We all know that a few
handfuls of silver iodide properly vapor­
ized can bring down thousands of tons of
rainfall. The silver iodide simply 'trig­
gers' the action. For years, scientists have
performed experiments with the Wilson
Cloud C4amber-which is a glass cham­
ber containing clear, moist air. And when
we inject a few charged particles into the
chamber, such as electrons, the moist air
rapidly condenses into drops of water.
The key fact in this experiment is that
the particles are charged particles.

"Following an atom blast the air be­
comes' full of dust particles-not just
ordinary dust, but radioactive or charged
dust. It's practi2ally the same kind of
charged 'dust' we use to trigger the re­
action in the Wilson Cloud Chamber.
When the conditions are right, a very
small trigger of charged dust particles
can produce a huge reaction, out of all
proportions to the size of the trigger."

WHAT EFFECT HAS "CHARGED"
RADIO-ACTIVE DUST?

"Take the case of the Eastman Kodak
Co., for example," explained the physicist.
"They're located in Rochester, N. Y.­
almost 3,000 miles away from the atom
test grounds. Despite the distance, East­
man can detect radiation from an A-blast
on their photographic film in Rochester.
In fact, Eastman authorities are warned
in advance of each explosion so they can
safeguard their film from the radioactive
dust shot in the air 3000 miles away.
Remember, this is charged dust, and if
it can float to Rochester, it can also float
to Worcester, Mass., or Flint, Mich., or
Cleveland, Ohio, where they've just had
tornadoes.

"I'm not saying flatly that there's a
connection between the atom explosions
and the tornadoes. I certainly think
there's enough evidence to make us want
to examine the whole subj'ect. Remember,
a small trigger can set off a mighty big
explosion. And those floating particles
of radioactive dust may be just the trig­
ger that old man weather needs to send
him on a rampage."

If there i" a connection between atomic
explosions and the disastrous effects we

are witnessing, we should not be sur­
prised, for man, in unlocking the power
of the atom, is playing with one of the
very secrets of the universe.

SATANIC POWER-ANOTHER FACTOR
WHICH CONTROLS WEATHER!

But there is another factor involved in
the weather, which the Bible clearly re­
veals and which we cannot ignore-that
is Satanic power. In Ephesians 2:2, Satan
is spoken of as "the prince of the power
of the air!" His power is not unlimited
yet, under certain conditioIiS, it is con­
siderable. The Bible reveals that, at cer­
tain times, it is within ~he Devil's power
to create destructive storms.

___.We find that true of the case in the
story of Job. This godly man lived under
Divine protection. God had built a hedge
around him so that Job wap protected
from the diabolical hatred of Satan. The
devil wandered around that hedge of pro­
tection from day to day, but he was un­
able to breach the wall that God had set
up. For reasons which we cannot in de­
tail discuss here, God permitted that pro­
'tection to be removed for a season. We
might add this much, however, Job partly
explained the disaster that came upon
him in the statement he made in

Job 3:25-"For the thing which I
greatly feared is come upon me, and
that which I was afraid of is come
unto me."
Fear is an open door for the enemy

to enter. Fear will break down every pro­
tection that God has set up against the
enemy. You can't have faith when you
have fear. Faith is necessary if you arc
to appropriate the promise of God.
SATAN DESTROYED JOB'S CHILDREN,

PROPERTY WITH A CYCLONE!
Satan, taking advantage of his oppor­

tunity, sought to destroy Job and all that
he had. The patriarch's children on a
certain day were engaged in drinking
wine in their elder brother's house. Sud­
denly "there came a great wind from
the wilderness, and smote the four cor­
ners of the h,ouse, and it fell upon the
young men." (Job 1 :19) The description
apparently is that of a cyclone, striking
in a rotary motion the four corners of
the building, where they were drinking.
The fall of the struqture upon the young
men quickly snuffed out their lives.

There is numerous mention of wind­
storms in the Bible. Some are spoken of
as whirlwinds of destructive power. When

Satan has control of a whirlwind, he
uses it to destroy and to kill.

When God moVes in the whirlwind, it
is to bless and to heal. This was the case
with Job. "Then the Lord answered Job
out of the whirlwind." (Job 38:1) The
very thing that had brought tragedy and
sorrow to Job by the hand of Satan, re­
sulting in the loss of his children, now
brought the voice of the living God to
the sorrowing patriarch. After showing
Job the greatness of His power and re­
proving him for his lack of faith, He
healed Job, restored his prosperity, and
gave him twice as much as he had be­
fore. Though God may permit these ter­
rible disasters to come to humanity, He,
Himself, is not responsible for the dis­
aster. It was Satan who brought both
sickness and the cyclone to Job. Satan
takes the advantage because man, through
sin, carelessness, or fear, breaks down the
hedge of Divine protection.

THE COMMAND OF CHRIST
CALMS THE ELEMENTS

Another illustration of the difference be­
tween whether God or Satan is in con­
trol of the weather is seen in the story
of Elijah. When the prophet was at
Mount Horeb; he heard the blast of a
terrible windstorm that "rent the moun­
tains, and brake in pieces the rocks be­
fore the Lord,. but the Lord was not in
the wind." (I Kings 19:11) (Only a
cyclone could break rocks.) Then after
the Scripture makes it clear that God
was not in this destructive wind, there
came a "still small voice." God was in
the "still small voice!" The Lord had
protected Elijah from the windstorm.
Later God did come to Elijah in a whirl­
wind, but it was not to take his life, but
to take him into heaven so that he should
not see death! (II Kings 2:11)

Satan, no respecter of persons, once
sought to destroy the life of Jesus and
His disciples through a storm at sea. That
Satan was the instigator of this storm is
evident since it is unthinkable that God
would have sought to have destroyed
Christ and His disciples. The devil, how­
ever, overreached himself this time. No
ship was ever built that would sink while
Jesus was in it! Christ arose from His
sleep in the hinder part of the boat, and
"rebuked" the wind, thus indicating that
an intelligent, though diabolical power
had caused the storm. Immediately the
wind ceased! (Mark 4:39)

DESTRUCTION IN THE ELEMENTS
A SIGN OF THE END-TIME

As the age draws to a clo.se, the de­
structive forces of the wind are prophet­
ically anticipated. Daniel symbolizes the
destruction of the great Gentile powers
at the end of the age through the "Smit­
ing Stone" and the "wind" which carries
away the debris. (Dan. 2:35) Christ de­
clared that one of the signs of the end-

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RELIGIOUS ANTAGONISM

"T HE Association to Combat Conver-sion" is the name of an organization
recently formed in Israel which held a
mass meeting in a large synagogue of
Jerusalem to foster its objectives, accord­
ing to a report appearing in "The Jews in
the News." Religious leaders in the Jew­
ish State issued public statements which
have aroused considerable comment. The
Chief Rabbinate in Jerusalem has pub­
lished an appeal against Christian mis­
sions in Israel. The appeal, signed by the
two chief rabbis, was addressed to all
rabbis and religious functionaries, who
were requested to fight against mission­
ary activities. The appeal began with
these words·: "Four hundred apostles of
Satan, missionaries, among them baptized
Jews, traitors to their own heritage, have
descended upon our country like a swarm
of locusts." Jesus, speaking of His follow­
ers in the last days, said: "Ye shall be
hated ... for my name's sake." (Matt.
10:22) The, present at ti t u d e toward
Christians in Israel seems to be a fulfill­
ment of this prophesy.

ADVANCEMENT IN ISRAEL

The first of two giant turbines, each
with a capacity of 50,000 kilowatts, has
been installed at the Reading Electric
Plant in Tel Aviv and is producing elec­
tricity. This increases the output of elec­
tricity in the country by 40 per cent.
Sales of electric power have risen from
329,205,000kilowatt hours in 1949 to 668,­
591,000 in 1952. When the second gener­
ator is installed later this year, the coun­
try will have a total capacity output suf­
ficient for both industrial and domestic
consumption at the present stage of Is­
rael's development.

Exports from Israel in the first three
months of this year totaled 22 million
dollars, as against 17.9 million dollars in
the same period last year, according to
"The Jerusalem Post."

Israel has experienced its most suc·
cessful year in the export of citrus prod­
ucts overseas. During the 1952-53export
season 5,300,000 cases were shipped
abroad. Eighteen countries, most of them
in Europe, purchased citrus products from
Israel. Among these countries were Den·
mark, Finland, Norway, Holland, Bel­
gium, France and Great Britain. Ship­
ments last year totaled 3,700,000cases, so
the increase this year represents' a 50
per cent rise in exports.

CREATION GROANETH

Above normal temperatures continued
in the drought-stricken Southwest during
July. Statewide farming came to a vir­
tual standstill because of the drought in
Texas. The situation was so serious that
Gov. Allan Shivers proclaimed a day of
prayer for rain. Cattlemen particularly
were hard hit by the dry spell. Stock and
ranges were going to ruin in what offi­
cials say was the worst Texas drought in
history. President Eisenhower formally
designated 152 counties in Texas and 40
in Oklahoma as disaster areas. In Colo­
rado, a grasshopper invasion menaced
more than 1,000,000acres of ranch and
farm lands.

Southern Japan had to dig out from
wreckage of floods in which police listed
427 persons dead, 699 missing and 823 in­
jured. More than 1,083,000others fled to
high ground from homes washed away or
inundated by the rampaging waters
caused by 27 inches of rainfall in five
days. Unofficial estimates placed the cas­
ualties at more than 2,500.

BONDAGE OF DICTATORSHIP

The Russian worker is making less to­
day than he did when free enterprise­
such as it was there--was ended in the
Soviet. This is the conclusion of an analy­
sis of the real earnings of a Russian
worker in terms of food purchasing
power as made by the U. S. Department
of Labor Bureau of Labor Statistics, and
reported in the AFL News-Reporter.

The analysis shows that the average
Russian worker has to work 45 per cent
longer in 1953 than in 1928 to buy the
same weekly supply of seven important
foods: bread, potatoes, beef, butter, eggs,
milk, and sugar. The Soviet worker, it
is also shown, has to work 67 per cent
longer to buy a pound of bread, 43 per
cent longer for a pound of beef, 244 per
cent longer to buy a quart of milk. This
is only a small indication of how things
will be when anti christ is revealed and
controls mankind. The present dictator
trend is preparing the way for the sub­
jugation of the masses (Read Revelation
13:16, 17).
