NEWS CONCERNING BROTHER
WILLIAM BRANHAM

[Early in January Brother Branham
called me, the editor, by long distance,
requesting that we send him our personal
testimony of the healing of Florence Night­
ingale, which we witnessed in London. We
were very happy to comply with his request
and, by a singular coincidence, two or three
days later a copy of the WORLD SCIENCE
REVIEW (December, 1953 issue) came to
our desk, which told of a British investiga­
tion of this remarkable case. This scientific
Journal concluded that the evidence was
indeed impressive as to the fact that miracles
were taking place today. The whole story
occupied several pages.

A ~ew days later, on a trip north, I was
invited to stay overnight in Brother Bran­
ham's home. During this time· he gave me
the answer to a number of questions I asked
him concerning his plans for going over­
seas, and the work at THE VOICE OF
HEALING. This conversation was recorded
on a tape recorder. Part of what Brother
Branham said appears on this page. Other
questions and answers will appear in the
magazine from month to month.

Brother Branham expects to leave for
overseas on the 23rd of F'ebruary. However,
he said he had a few days that were open
before he left on the trip and asked me to
arrange some preaching appointments in
the South. These services, however, will be
concluded before this issue of the magazine
comes off the press.-Editor.J

GORDON LINDSAY:

BROTHER BRANHAM, it is apleasure to be in your home talk­
ing to you. A week or so ago you
called me on the phone at Dallas,
Texas, and asked me to write an eye­
witness account of the Florence
Nightingale case. A day or so after
your call, by a curious coincidence,
I received a copy of the "Worid Science
Review" (Dec., 1953), which I hold in
my hand. This is a London scientific pub­
lication, which gives a very favorable re­
port of its investigation of this case, as
well as that' of several others. I under­
stand that this is the first time you have
seen this report.

Would you mind re-telling for us
this remarkable Nightingale healing as
you remember it?

WILLIAM BRANHAM:
No, Brother Lindsay. The first I heard

about Florence Nightingale was in Hous­
ton, Texas, when Brother Bosworth pre­
sented a picture to me of this woman who
appeared to be almost a skeleton. In a
letter, she requested me to fly to Durban,
Africa, to pray for her, Well, I just com­
mitted it to God and said, "Lord, if you
will heal her, I will go to Africa someday
and preach the gospel there."

As you remember, Brother Lindsay,
upon our arrival at the airport in London,
England, we were. greeted by a minister

who told us that Florence Nightingale had
arrived on a plane just before us and she
wanted me to come to her. I requested
that they take her to the parsonage, be·
cause we were going to be staying at the
Picadilly Hotel.

The minister took Mrs. Nightingale to
the parsonage and, the next morning, you
and I and some others went over to pray
for her. This minister and some other
people were in the house, including a
nurse. The woman was sleeping and I was
told that she wanted me to ask God to let
her die, for she was in such a miserable
condition. I couldn't do that; therefore, we
all knelt for prayer. When I raised up, I
was going to remark about the woman's
condition but, at that moment something
said to me, "the woman will live and not
die!" Then, about eight months later, she
sent her testimony to you, (which we
have today on record) saying that she
had gained back her weight, and she has
been doing fine ever since. For this, we
give God all praise and glory.
GORDON LINDSAY:

Brother Branham, we understand
that you are soon going overseas on an­
other missionary trip. Could you tell
our readers something of your plans?

WILLIAM BRANHAM:
Yes, I expect to leave for overseas on

February 23 of this year. I have waited
with great anticipation for the time for
me to go back to Africa and also to
visit India. I am to begin in Bombay,
India, on September 23, as the arch bishop
has just set the date for me. My African
campaign will precede that; therefore, I
will be leaving for Africa in the next few
days. I certainly will appreciate the pray­
ers of all my friends of THE VOICE OF
HEALING, and ask that they pray for
the success of my mission, as I carry the
Gospel to those people in that country.
GORDON LINDSAY:

Brother Branham, our world prayer
band now numbers over 3,OOO-people
who have pledged to pray daily with
us for world-wide revival and for the
deliverance of the peoples of the world.
I know that this great group will be
eager to pray for the success of your
coming trip. Do you have something
that you would like to say to them con·
cerning this?

WILLIAM BRANHAM:
Yes, Brother Lindsay, I certainly do. I

wish to say to the people of this prayer
group that I sincerely desire your prayers
and will depend upon them greatly. Then,
when the winds of opposition are blow­
ing strong, I will think of the thousands
of friends who are backing me up in
prayer.

I am becoming more and more mis­
sionary minded. I believe Oswald J. Smith
said, "No one has a right to hear the
gospel twice before all have heard it
once." Here in America, I am longing for
the moment when I can go back to the
heathen lands to the people who have
never heard the Gospel and minister to
them,in the name of our Lord Jesus;

and to see the little black hands and dirty
faces of those in these lands who have
never heard of Jesus. They are longing
to hear about Jesus and, oh, how my
heart bleeds to go back!

I earnestly request that every prayer
warrior will pray sincerely that the Lord
Jesus Christ will be manifested and mag­
nified in the meetings and that literally
thousands and thousands of those who
have never heard the gospel will receive
Jesus Christ. Pray for me personally, as
the meetings are so strenuous on me, that
God will give me strength to hold up to
minister to them during the time I am
gone.
GORDON LINDSAY:

Brother Branham, you just heard
our Voice of Healing radio program a
few minutes ago. This is another
means by which this message is going
out. Now you notice that we have a
different evangelist speaking for us at
each broadcast. You have spoken a
number of times in the past and will
be in the future.

You and other evangelists are often
gone from America for months at a
time. You have no opportunity to
maintain your own radio program.
Yet we have felt that people should
be able to hear your voice, as well
as the other speakers. Through spe­
cial radio technique, we can capture
your voice and release it at the proper
moment.

What do you think of this plan of a
national VOICE OF HEALING radio
broadcast, which will give opportunity
for your voice and others to be heard
even though you are thousands of miles
away?

WILLIAM BRANHAM:
I have just heard your marvelous pro­

gram, and I thank God for it, and pray
that God will bless it. I know that in this
way-while we are called to fields across
the seas--the home fires must be' kept
burning. We must leave no stone unturned
for the glory of God.

While many churches are building
ecclesiastical roofs to run the waters off
we must get this message of deliverance
out. Daniel said that they who know their
God will do exploits in the last days. I
believe we are living in that time. We
must get this message out and I believe
that the radio can playa great part in it.
I am thankful that I have a humble part
in this ministry. The radio is a marvelous
thing and I pray God that He will bless
the program abundantly for His glory.
GORDON LINDSAY:

Brother Branham, you will remem·
ber at the beginning of our ministry
how we labored for the unity of the
whole body of Christ and, from that
time, that became the policy of THE
VOICE OF HEALING.

Such a principle is not maintained
without a cost and, sometimes both
you, I, and others, are placed in po-

Many 'Of the sick recaver instantly 'Of
their ailments and traubles. I did see
same wha came laaking at themselves
instead 'Of Jesus and waiting far same
touch of magic-and they went away dis­
appainted because, as 'Our Evangelist 'Of­
ten said, "Yau receive nothing in these
meetings unless you loak inta the won­
derful face 'Of a tender and campas­
sionate Christ."

But by far the greater number came
with a humble heart and claimed de­
liverance far bath saul and body. I saw
one yaung lady stand in frant of us. Her
crassed eyes were filled with tears. Brath­
er Green claimed deliverance, in the name
of Jesus. Her eyes straightened immedi­
ately! ! While testing her eyes, faith
wavered and her eyes were crassed 'Once
mare!

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IT WAS DURING the month of May,1950, that the Coyne family moved
to Sapulpa, Oklahoma. One day in
August of that year, while the mother
was taking a nap, she was aroused by
a cry coming from her son, Ronald,
who was down the street a short dis­
tance. His brother came in and said
Ronald had stuck a wire into his eye.

At first the mother thought little
about it, but the boy continued to cry
and late in the afternoon she noticed
a white spot on the eyeball. Immedi­
ately the parents took the boy to a
doctor and later to one of the best eye
specialists in Tulsa, Dr. Otis Lee, at
the Springer Clinic. He realized the
seriousness of the accident and rushed
the boy to St. John's hospital.
PARENTS ARE ADVISED EYE BALL

MUST BE REMOVED
A few days later the mother was notified

that the eye could not be saved and would
have to come out. She refused the doc­
tor's request but agreed to come to the
hospital. Arriving there she looked into
the eye, while Ronald was asleep, and
saw that it was white and cloudy. Then

"she realized that the sight was gone. Sur­
gery was then performed in an attempt
to save the eye, but it was discovered,
during the operation, that an abscess had
formed and there was no way to drain it.
The mother was informed that Ronald

might lose the other eye, or he might
even lose his life, if the infected eyeball
was not removed.

RONALD IS FITTED WITH
A PLASTIC EYE

During these hours the mother des­
perately held on to God, hoping that the
eye might not be lost. She would not give
her consent to the removal of the eyeball
but finally her husband gave his permis­
sion for the operation to proceed. A plas­
tic eye was fitted, to take the place of the
eye which was removed. Four days after­
wards, Ronald came home. For ten
months, sight was totally gone in his
right eye. The eyeball is the camera of
the eye and, after that is removed, there
can be no sight. At least, medical science
(up to this date) has never recorded any­
"Oneseeing after the eyeball was gone.

JESUS REFUSED TO PERFORM
MIRACLES FOR UNBELIEF

There is an odd principle about God's
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Startling Incidents and.l.
The Thrilling Account of How

D.' L. Moody Was Saved At Sea
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AT THE CLOSE of an unusually tryingcampaign in England in 1892, Moody
embarked on the SPREE, a vessel of the
North German Lloyd line, with his son,
at the Port of Southampton. The Spree
was an up-to-date ship, one of the fastest
in the world and the evangelist looked for­
ward to being back in America within a
week. But the voyage was marked by an
event involving the utmost peril, and at
one time hope was almost given up by
the hundreds of passengers. We shall let
Mr. Moody describe the incident in his own
dramatic style:

HAD NEVER BEEN IN SERIOUS
ACCIDENT!

"When about three days on our voyage,
I remember," says Mr. Moody in describ­
ing this event, "I was lying on my couch,
as I generally do at sea, congratulating
myself on my good fortune, and feeling
very thankful to God. I considered myself
a very fortunate man, for in all my travels
by land and sea I had never been in any
accident of a serious nature.

"While engaged with these grateful
thoughts, I was startled by a terrible crash
and shock, as if the vessel had been driven
on a rock. I did not at first feel much
anXiety - perhaps I was too ill to think
about it. My son jumped from his berth
and rushed on deck. He was back again in
a few moments, exclaiming that the shaft
was broken and the vessel sinking. I did
not at first believe that it could be so bad,
but concluded to dress and go on deck.
The report was only too true. The ship's
passengers were naturally aroused, but in
answer to frightened inquiries they were
assured that it was only a broken shaft.

SERIOUSNESS OF NCCIDENT
BECAME EVIDENT

"The serious nature of the accident soon
became evident, however, as other pas­
sengers rushed on deck declaring that
their cabins were rapidly filling with
water. Later it was found that the two
fractured ends of the shaft, in revolving,
had broken the stern-tube, admitting
water into the two aftermost compart­
ments, which were immediately filled. The
bulkheads between the compartments were
closed at once and braced with beams to
resist the pressure of the water. For two
days the ship drifted in this helpless con­
dition, in momentary peril from the force
of the water in the flooded compartments,
which beat with tremendous force, as the .
ship rolled, against the next compartment.
But for the skill of Captain Willigerod
and his efficient engineers, Messrs. Meissel
and Baum, the ship would have soon
foundered.

MOODY WAS RETURNING from
England after a series of successful
evangelistic efforts. He was congratu­
lating himself that he had never been
involved in a serious accident, when
a shaft broke on the ship, and water
rushed into the compartments. At
first, no response came to their sig­
nals for help; however, deliverance
came just as the passengers were pre­
paring to face inevitable doom.

D. L. MOODY

EFFORTS OF HER OFFICERS AND
CREW TO SAVE THE SHIP

WERE FUTILE
"The officers and crew did all that they

could to save the vessel. But it was soon
found that the pumps were useless, for
the water poured into the ship too rapidly
to be controlled. There was nothing more
in the power of man to do, and the ship
was absolutely helpless, while the passen­
gers could only stand still on the poor
drifting, sinking ship and look into their
possible watery graves.

"All this time, unknown to the passen­
gers, the officers were making prepara­
tions fer the last resort. The life-boats
were all put in readiness, provisions were
prepared, life-preservers were brought out,
the officers were armed with revolvers so

as to be able to enforce their orders, and
it was only a question of whether to
launch the boats at once or wait. The sea
was so heavy that the boats could hardly
live in it.

"At noon the captain told the passen­
gers that he had the water under control,
and was in hopes of drifting in the way of
some passing vessel. The ship's bow was
now high in the air, while the stern seem­
ed to settle more and more. The sea was
very rough; the ship rolled from side to
side, lurching fearfully. The captain tried
to keep up hope by telling the anxious
people that they would probably drift in
the way of a ship by three o'clock that
afternoon, but the night closed in upon
them without the sign of a sail.

THE DARKEST NIGHT IN ALL
OUR LIVES

"That was an awful night, the darkest
in all our lives-several hundred men,
women, and children waiting for the doom
that seemed to be settling upon us! No
one dared to sleep. We were all together
in the saloon of the first cabin - Jews,
Protestants, Catholics, and sceptics - al­
though I doubt if at that time there were
many sceptics among us. The agony and
suspense were too great for words. With
blanched faces and trembling hearts the
passengers looked at one another as if
trying to read in the faces of those about
them what no one dared to speak. Rockets
flamed into the sky, but there was no an­
swer. We were drifting out of the track
of the great steamers. Every hour seemed
to increase the danger of the situation.

PERMISSION GIVEN FOR
PRAYER MEETING

"Sunday morning dawned without help
or hope. Up to that time no suggestion
for religious services had been made.
To have done that would almost certainly
have produced a panic. In the awful sus­
pense and dread that prevailed, a word
about religion would have suggested the
most terrible things to the passengers. It
was necessary to divert their minds, if
possible, or they would break under the
strain. But as that second night came on,
I asked Gen. O. O. Howard, who was with
us, to secure the captain's permission for
a service in the saloon. The capta:in said:

"'Most certainly; I am that kind, too.'
"We gave notice of the meeting, and

to our surprise nearly every passenger at­
tended, and I think everybody prayed,
sceptics and all.

"With one arm clasping a pillar to
steady myself on the reeling vessel. I
tried to read Psalm 91,and we prayed that

There
were storms all about us, but they came
not nigh our broken ship. Seven days
after the accident, by the goad hand of our
God upon us, we were able to hold a joy­
ous thanksgiving service in the harbor of
Queenstown. The rescuing ship that God
sent to us in our distress had just sufficient
power ta tow our steamer and just enough
coal to take her into port. Her captain was
a man of prayer; he besought God's help to
enable them to accomplish their dangerous
and difficult task; and God answered the
united prayers of the distressed vayagers,
and brought us to our desired haven."

of the good eye when it was supposed to
be covered, we took special precautions
to prevent that possibility, YET THE
BOY SAW PERFECTLY, WHETHER

to an'Other city, where Evangelists Vel­
mer Gardner and Clifton Erickson were,
and they were permitted to make tests
which thoroughly proYed to them that the
boy was able to see.

see). THE NURSE MADE SEVERAL
TESTS AND GAVE HIM A RATING OF
20-20 VISION. The doctor, after stating
that he had perfect confidence in the
nurse's ability ta make an accurate test,
noticed that the boy's eye was plastic. He
shouted to the nurse to make the test
again. Still the boy could see! With that
the doctor became angry and walked over
ta the boy, shouted at him, and handled
him roughly. R'Onald's sight then failed.
Half an hour later his vision returned,
and we found by a test that it was as
good as ever!

Of course, this doctor was an exception.
Other physicians, who have faith that
God is able ta perform a miracle, ex­
amined Ranald's ability to see and have
given statements testifying to the miracle.

It
has not been given far the purpose of
exploitation. The miracle is given to build
the faith of those Who want to believe!
I.t is evident that thase who make the
test themselves should not bring with
them a person who has a spirit of un­
belief.
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This is the Challenging

Life Story of
Evangelist

John C. Poteet

I HAVE KNOWN since a child thatGod had his hand on my life and
that He had a work for me to do.

My father and mother loved God
and dedicated me to His service be­
fore I was born. My parents were not
preachers, but they were zealous
workers for God and helped different
evangelists in the Gospel work. My
father was blessed with a good tenor
voice and was never happier than
when he was working in a Gospel
meeting. My mother was wonderfully
used of God in praying for the sick.
The Spirit of God would come upon
her and she would be led to lay hands
on the sick and afflicted without prior
knowledge of their need. It was_com­
monly said that she had the "Gifts of
Healing."

PARENTS HAD CONVICTION SON
WOULD PREACH THE GOSPEL

My parents had the conviction that their
boy would one day preach the gospel and
heal the sick. And God seemed to confirm
that feeling for my mother has told me
that, while yet a child, I would walk
around in the prayer meetings and lay
hands on people and pray for them.

Like most young people. when they en­
ter their teens, I wanted to be independ­
ent of my parents and little by little I be­
gan to let the things of the world come
into my life until I no longer had any de­
sire to serve God.
WAS CONSCIOUS - WHILE STILL A

CHILD - GOD'S HAND WAS UPON
MY LIFE

I firmly believe that I was saved while
still a child, but like a lot of others I got
away from God. Though I was away from
God, I was conscious 01 God's hand upon
my life and knew that some day I would
have to surrender to His will for me.

Those were the most miserable years
of my life. I was not happy as other
young people. I couldn't enjoy the pleas­
ures of sin for I was under conviction
and I knew that I should be serving God.

I was not converted in a church like
most people. God allowed me to become
sick and lose my job. I was still in my

teens and living at home. While I was at
home I began reading the Bible. One day
I became desperate and said, "0 God if
you will heal me I will serve you."
IN MY TEENS, GOD PROMISED ME A

SUPERNATURAL MINISTRY
G'Od heard my prayer and, as I cried

out to God, something happened that
changed my life completely. All at once it
seemed as though heaven had come down
into my soul. I was laughing and crying
almost at the same time. The burden of
sin that had been so heavy on my heart
was lifted and the peace of G'Od flooded
my entire being. I believe that I would
have received the Baptism in the Spirit
that very day had there been someone to
instruct me. A short time later I did re­
ceive the mighty Baptism in the Holy
Ghost and God called me to preach. Then
God spoke to me, through prophecy, of a
supernatural ministry that I was to have,

When I obeyed God and started preach­
ing, He blessed me in praying for the
sick, but I did not immediately see the
thing God had promised.

I preached that there was to be a great
revival in the last days and that the Gifts
of the Spirit were to be restored to the
Church. However, very few believed. and
the ministers tried to discourage me from
preaching the coming "out-pouring of the
Spirit."

Years went by and my ministry took me
into different parts of the country. God
was blessing; but always there was the
knowledge that God had something great­
er for me.

God began to raise up different men
with a Healing ministry, and I would go
before God and cry out, "Lord! when are
you going to give me the Supernatural
ministry you promised?" The Lord seem­
ed to say, "Not yet my son, but soon."
MINISTRY OF DELIVERANCE GIVEN

IN MY OWN CHURCH
In June of 1950, while pastoring a good

church in Phoenix. Arizona, the Lord be­
gan dealing with me about resigning my
church and stepping out by faith into the
Ministry of Deliverance.

I said, "Lord, if you really want me in
this ministry, let me see it right here in
my own church." I wanted to know that
I had something from G'Odto give to suf­
fering humanity.

GOD COMMISSIONED ME TO

PREACH HIS GOSPEL - with these

words:

"Go Forth - My Son! Fear Not, for I
will stand by thy side!"

JEREMIAH 1:7,8-"Say not, I am a child:
for thou shalt go to all that I shall send
thee, and whatsoever I command thee thou
shalt speak. ,
Be not afraid of their faces: for I AM
WITH THEE to deliver thee, SAITH THE
LORD!"

Like Gideon of old, I put out two fleeces.
I asked God to give me some Supernatural
manifestation of His Spirit in my minis­
try and to let me see miraculous healings
in our own assembly.

G'Odgraciously heard my prayer and be­
gan to answer in a mighty way. Almost
every service turned out to be a Healing
service. At the most unexpected times,
the Spirit of God would move on me to
call for the sick to come forward for
prayer. And they were healed.

The p'Ower of God was continuously
present to heal, and soon it became known
in outlying communities that God was
working in our church in an unusual man­
ner.
BATTLE BETWEEN THE FORCES OF

SATAN AND THE POWER OF GOD
One Sunday morning the Spirit of God

revealed that a lady in the audience was
suffering with a certain affliction. Imme­
diately the thought entered my mind,
"What if no one comes? What will the
people say?" A battle began to rage in
my mind. The devil said, "It would be bet­
ter not to say anything about the nature
of the affliction, then if no one responds
you'll not be embarrassed." But God was
als'o speaking, and I determined to obey
Him-regardless of the outcome,

As I called out the affliction a faithful,
Godly sister arose to her feet and made
her way to the front and, as I laid hands
on her and began to pray, the Spirit of
God came on her and she was slain under
the mighty power 'of God. She said after­
ward that she supposed someone had told
the pastor of her affliction.

That was the beginning of a continuous
manifestation of the Spirit of God in the
revelation 'Of sickness, disease and afflic­
tions. God revealed things in such minute
detail that the people were forced to be­
lieve that God was Supernaturally reveal­
ing these things to their Pastor.

POWER GIVEN TO TAKE DOMINION
OVER WORKS OF SATAN

Unconsciously I had begun to pray for
the sick in a different manner than I had
always done. To my surprise, I found my­
self taking d'Ominion and authority over
the works of Satan, Where before I had
asked God to heal the sick I now com­
manded the.m to be healed. There was a
conscious feeling of 0 p p 0 sin g satanic
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power and, at the same time, the knowl­
edge that God had given authority and
power over sickness and disease.

As we had now received the confirma­
tion we had asked for, we began to make
plans to resign the church and enter the
Ministry of Deliverance.

One day I was praying and waiting on
God and wondering how we would be re­
ceived when we stepped out int'Othe evan­
gelistic field. We were not known as
evangelists and it was a real step of faitI'
to leave a fine church and a good salary
Questions and fears began to flood in on
my mind. All at once I sensed the pres­
ence of God in an unusual way and He
seemed to be S'O near that I could reach
out and touch Him. Then He spoke, not
in an audible voice but as clearly as
though He had been standing before me,
saying-"My son, fear not, for I will stand
by thy side. It will not be your hands that
heal the sick but my hands for, as you
p'lace your hands upon the sick and affiic­
ted, I will place my hands upon them and
I will heal them!"

This was a great encouragement to me
and, a few months later, I resigned my
church and entered the evangelistic field
to conduct Salvation-Healing revivals_

SUPERNATURAL REVELATIONS
GIVEN

I did not know that the revelation of
sicknesses and diseases was to be a regu­
lar 'feature of my ministry. I had only
asked for a sign that I might kn'ow it was
God's will for me to enter the Ministry of
Deliverance. But, in our first meeting,
God let me know that this supernatural
sign was to accompany the ministry of
healing_

One night the Lord showed me that one
in the audience had a punctured ear drum ..
A thirteen-year-old girl came forward who
said, "I have a punctured ear drum." Aft­
er p,-"ayershe was able to hear her watch
ticking.

One woman had heard about the meet­
ing and said, "Well, if he calls me. I'll
believe it." Of course the Spirit of God
singled her out and, as she was prayed
for, the Spirit of God came mightily upon
her and she began to tremble from head
to toe. She was a backslider but, before
she left the altar, she was once m'ore in
touch with God.
A MIRACLE PERFORMED IN MY LIFE

In that first meeting, God did a real
miracle in this preacher's life. I had worn
glasses for twenty years and could not lay
them aside for five minutes without hav­
ing severe headaches, and becoming death­
ly sick. They were the last thing I laid
aside at night and the first thing I picked
up in the morning. One night, before go­
ing t'Ochurch, the Lord spoke to me and
said, "Take off your glasses!" This was a
real test of faith as I could hardly see
without them.

That night, in the service, the faces of
the people were only a blur, but the next
night I could see much better. Gradually,
little by little, my exes were healed until
I could do all my reading and studying
without discomfort.
AGAIN THE LORD SPEAKS - PROMIS­

ING FURTHER SUPERNATURAL
REVELATION

In our second meeting G'Odspoke to me
one day and said, "You are about to en­
ter the second phase ot this ministry." I
didn't even know there was a second
phase and I wondered what God meant.
A little later the Lord spoke to me again
and said, "Revelation is coming."

One day I went with the pastor to visit
and pray for a sick man. We couldn't
seem to get victory and, as we prayed,
there seemed to be some hindrance to the
man's healing, All at once God gave me
a vision or mental picture of this man
sitting at a kitchen table with two 'other
men. They seemed to be arguing over
what seemed to me to be a bill of sale.
I asked the pastor and the man's wife to
leave the room while I talked with the
sick man, I told him what God had shown
me and he said, "Did God show you that?"
He then said it was a scene from his past.
Someone had wronged him and bitter­
ness had come into his heart as a result.
As he prayed a'nd asked God to forgive
him he received relief from his intensc
suffering.

CONFIRMATION OF PROMISE
FROM THE LORD

That night the pastor related the inci­
dent to the people and said, "I feel God
is going to do s'omething wonderful to­
night!" As the people came forward for
prayer the Lord began to reveal some in­
cident in the life of each one, nothing out­
standing or important but some little in­
cident that the individual bef'ore me alone
knew.

As the Spirit of God began to reveal
these incidents in the lives of the people,
the audience seemed skeptical. However,
as those who were being prayed for con­
firmed the revelation, the crowd began
to shout and rejoice, especially as the
mighty power 'OfGod came upon the sick
and they were prostrated on the floor, un­
der His power.

God has also given us revelation in the
lives of backsliders and sinners. In one

service, I had taken the pulpit to preach

when, suddenly, the Spirit of God cameupon me and I said, "There's a man here
tonight wh'o was raised on a farm. He
had Christian parents but he would not
serve God. He has traveled over the face
of the earth like a vagabond but tonight
God is calling him to repentance." Stand­
ing there with my head bowed, I sudden­
ly heard a noise and, looking up, I saw
a man at the altar crying out to G'od,
Later he said I had given a perfect de­
scription of his life.

In one place I said, "I see a man and
wife sitting at the breakfast table quarrel­
ing. If they do not come to God. their
home will be broken up," They would not
yield to God and, before the week was
over, they had separated.

Another time the audience was shocked
as the Lord revealed that there was a
man present who was untrue to his wife.
The pastor came to me after the service
and said, "I know that man and he was
there. When you spoke those words, he
was frozen in his chair like a bl'Ock of
granite."
OONFESSION Bl&:R:NGSFORGIVENESS

AND HEALING
In one place I spoke to a lady in the

healing line and said, "Will you forgive
your neighbor?" She confessed to the au­
dience that she had had a grudge against
her neighbor and had been unable to pray
'or receive her healing. She said, "When
Bro. Poteet asked me if I would forgive
my neighbor I did and God forgave me
and healed me."

We have found that unbelief and skep­
ticism hinders the supernatural manifesta­
tion of the Spirit of God. In some places
we have only been able to have a healing
line; but, where faith is high, there is not
'only given the revelation and Supernatu­
ral diagnoses of diseases and afflictions
but there is also the revelation of inci­
dents in the lives of the people and of
their spiritual condition. A number have
been saved through these Supernatural
revela tions.

TIONS GIVEN TO INCREASE

FAITH
We believe that these signs are given

to increase faith in God. God kn'ows
about our affliction and, if He singles us
out from the crowd, that must mean that
He wants to heal us. Today God is deal­
ing with us individually for healing as He
does for salvation, Healing tor the soul
is more important than healing tor the
body, but God is willing to heal BOTH
soul and body!

sitions and circumstances where peo·
pIe misunderstand us.

Brother Branham, don't you believe
that in the end the prayer of Christ
that all believers shall be one, even as
He and the Father are one, shall be
realized?

WILLIAM BRANHAM:
I believe that this surely will be ful­

filled. The Old Testament was a shadow
and a type of the new. When they built
the Temple, they cut the stones in dif·

ferent parts of the world. but, when they
were brought together, there wasn't the
sound of a saw or a hammer. They fit
together stone on stone. I myself have
been misunderstood. I would like all the
religious groups to know that I am try·
ing to bring unity to all the people of
God. Sometimes I have gone places where
I didn't agree at all with some of their
doctrines. Sometimes people were harsh
and indifferent, but I have tried to get
them in a spirit of love to break down
the walls of prejudice.

Now, concerning the policy of THE

VOICE OF HEALING never to fight other
groups, I think that is exactly right and
what you should do. God never sent us
out to fuss, He sent us to love and, when
we substitute something else, God can't
bless us. I believe that unkind words stir
up wrath-but kind words ... you know
what I am trying to say. I trust that THE
VOICE OF HEALING magazine will
never fight bacj{.I hope that other papers
don't get the attitude of fight. God doesn't
give us papers! for a medium to fight one
another. He gives us papers to publish
His works. (Continued next month)

generation. They then become sterile, as
is the ca3e of the mule.

We are living in the day of the split­
ting of the atom, with its tragic poten­
tialities. The lesson has become tremend­
ously clear that matter cannot be created
or discreated by the hand of man. The
explosion of the atomic bomb does change
the form of the uranium, turning a small
portion of it into energy. The matter has
not ceased to exist, but is turned into
energy of such incredible power as to be
almost beyond human comprehension.

Bulletin that chemical tests have proved
the controversial jawbone of the 'Pilt­
down Man'-which had puzzled scientists
for years by its odd shape- was a de­
liberate hoax, cleverly made up from the
skeleton of a ten-year otd ape and treated
to appear fossilized. Professor Edgar
Adrian, President of the Royal Society,
called the hoax 'rather sad but exceed­
ingly interesting.' Pro f e s SOl' Hergert
Fleuse, 76 year old anthropological au­
thority, said it was 'a very clever decep­
tion by someone with some scientific
knowledge-perhaps a student who want­
ed to playa practical joke.' "

The real answer, of course, as to why
Evolutionists became a victim of this
hoax, is that men, having rejected the
Bible and its revelation, become a victim
of strong delusion.

TIME MAGAZINE OF NOVEM­
BER 30, 1953, has this interesting story
of the "Piltdown Man" fiasco. "For more
than a generation, a shambling creature
with a human skull and an apelike jaw
was known to school children. He was
'Piltdown Man,' .and he was supposed to
have lived 750,000 to 950,000 years ago.
Last week three British Scientists, armed
with modern chemistry, demolished 'Pilt-
down Man.' .

"The skull was obviously human, but
the apeishmeness of the jaw made some
authorities suspicious. Others accepted
both as genuine. To some anthropologists,
who often jump to conclusions as quick­
ly as a monkey jumps on a banana, the
contrast between the skull and the jaw
all but 'proved' him to be a link connect­
ing apes and man.

UNANSWERED STILL-"WHO
PLANTED THE FAlKE?"

"When skeptics got around to a careful

analysis, it showed that the relics of the
'Piltdown Man' did not have enough
flourine to be extremely ancient. The
jawbone fared even worse; it proved to
be a jaw of a modern ape, probably an
orangutan which died at the age of ten.
It had been artificially colored with pot­
assium bichromate and an iron salt to
make it look old, and its teeth had been
pared to make them look more or less
human. Unanswered still was the ques­
tion of who planted the fake. Dawson
(the 'discoverer'), who died in 1916 and
whose monument stands near the Pilt­
down gravel pit, may' have doctored the
jawbone to make himself famous. More
likely the difficult hoax was perpetrated
by an erudite joker who enjoyed in silent
satisfaction his success in fooling the ex­
perts."

Sad is the story of clergymen who have
followed the dead-end street of evolution
and modernism. Henry Ward Beecher,
one of the greatest preachers of the 19th
century, fell for evolution. Soon he had
lost all faith in the Scriptures and even­
tually was indicted in the courts of our
land for conduct that shocked the Ameri­
can nation.

GOD HAS BEEN very good to me,in permitting me to sit under the
ministry of the greatest men of God
in the world (I believe). For this
privilege I often thank my Father in
Heaven.

Several years ago, at the close of
021eof the powerful William Bran­
ham Campaigns in L. A., I was again
blessed with another thrilling experi­
ence fr:J1:1the hand of God for, as I
was on the platform of one of the
city's greatest auditoriums, a young
man stood before the audience, and
began to speak; the white flush of
God was upon his face, and I felt the
mighty power of the Holy Spirit emanat­
ing from his personality as he preached
to the people, and told them, one by one

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THIS "NEAR-HYSTERICAl" dOESTION
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A FRIEND OF MINE in Hong Kongwrites, "Of all things, here is an ar­
ticle (enclosed) in our daily English news­
paper on 'Divine Healing in the Church
of Scotland'-what next? I had heard of
this before but never believed the practice
of praying for the sick was so common."

The article he enclosed is by Liam
Regan, and headlined FAITH HEALING
IN SCOTLAND. It says, "Every week
throughout Scotland, in the great cities,
and in smaller communities, a steadily­
growing band of Church of Scotland min­
isters are practicing 'faith-healing.' With­
out publicity of any kind, they are hold­
ing these regular services in their church­
es and their halls. Some truly remarkable
results have been reported by considerable
numbers of people who have clearly bene­
fited, both physically and spiritually, from
such healing services. I was the first re­
porter to attend a special Church of Scot­
land 'faith-healing' service, which was held
by the minister of one of Glasgow's largest
churches in the West-End of the city. This
was no packed group of excited near-hys­
terical evangelists,. but a solemn congrega­
tion of about 100 people typical of the av­
erage church-going members of the com­
munity .... There was a remarkable feel­
ing, an atmosphere, of everyone in that
crowded church hall being at one with
each other; the minister, the anxious pa­
tients, and the quietly praying friends and
relatives seated just behind them. The
minister walked slowly to the first person
in the front row, an elderly man, and
stood by his side. While the old man sat
still, the minister spread out his hands,
palm down, not exactly ON the patient's
head, but about half an inch above it.
Quietly the minister prayed, quietly the
old man prayed .. ." and so on.

The article goes on to report that "only
the other month someth~ng like 200 minis­
ters crowded into an Edinburgh hall to
hear one of their colleagues give a lec-

ture on Divine Healing-as they prefer to
call it." This present interest in Divine
Healing in the orthodox national church
of Scotland shows the world·wide notice
the subject is attracting. It is not a phe­
nomenon peculiar to the Pentecostal Move­
ment, The Spirit of God appears to be
causing a revival of faith and practice in
many sections of the Church in this part
of the evangel that she was commissioned
by her Lord in the beginning to proclaim.

But why that gibe at "excited near­
hysterical evangelists?" After forty years
of world-wide personal experience of heal­
ing evangelistic meetings I think I can
understand what that Scottish journalist
means, but I have a shrewd idea that
these same journalists would have said
exactly the same things had they been re­
porting the healing ministry of our Lord

in Galilee, or that of the apostles in Lystra
and Iconium. How about when the crowd
yelled, "The gods are come down to us in
the likeness of men"!" (Acts 14:11). Quiet·
ness forsooth! I hold no brief for deliber­
ately worked-up excitement aimed at pro­
ducing a fictitious show of supposed
Pentecostal p'ower, but I challenge any­
body to practice a healing ministry that
includes some genuine miracles without
producing some entirely reasonable excite­
ment. We can forgive the evangelist if
he gets a little excited too. It seems high
time we preached a gospel, and enjoyed
a salvation, that gives us something to get
excited about. Is anything else likely to
prove a force sufficient to overcome the

'world? We need more excitement, or,
more accurately, more causes for excite­
ment in our evangelism. There are plenty

of much less reputable causes for which
multitudes of people (including s'ome
journalists!) are getting "near-hysterical"
today.

Having said all that, I think there is
another side to the matter. This news­
paper reporter has written in Scotland,
for Scotland, about Scotland and I, too.
know something about the land of the
Covenanters. The facts remain that hun­
dreds of Scottish Presbyterian ministers
are intensely interested in Divine Healing,
that an increasing number of them are
practicing it in the Name of the Lord
Jesus, and that avowed miracles of heal­
ing are taking place. Moreover, all this is
happening with "quiet" prayer and no
emotionalism beyond a "remarkable feel­
ing, an atmosphere." What then? Ought
we not be big enough to see that the Holy
Spirrt works in a variety of ways to meet
the diversity of human and local tempera­
ments?

It is an unfortunate mark of spiritual
and mental immaturity in many of us
that we cannot see any working of the
Holy Spirit except in ways that appeal to
our own temperament, conform to our
own tradition, or fit in with our own
ideas. For that reason it is to be feared
that many of us will never have a minis­
try big enough to touch more than a limit­
ed segment of humanity. Probably, even
so, we shall have a field large enough to
occupy us during life's short day. But the
truth ought to shine into our hearts that
the Master does possess other equally
faithful servants who differ from ourselves
in almost" every way, and yet are being
equally used for His glory. How good it
would be if, instead of trying to force
everybody into our mould, and then re­
viling them if they do not fit, we were
wise enough to rejoice greatly that the
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love
of God, and the communion of the Holy
Ghost is shared by a far greater company
than many' of us dream of.

RAT-PACK GANGS
At the time of this writing Los Angeles

is being plagued by juvenile "rat-pack
gangs" which has already resulted in
some murders of innocent people. The ac­
tivities of the hoodlum gangs in Los An­
geles have increased recently in boldness
and violence.

Police Chief William H. Parker. de­
clared: "The Los Angeles Police Depart­
ment is seriously undermanned. There are
265 vacant positions that we have been
unable to fill despite the fact that every­
one who has qualified for appointment
and has been willing to accept such ap­
pointment has been placed in the service."
One of the reasons for so few applicants
for police work is the growing menace of
these juvenile rat-pack gangs.

A special Senate inquiry into juvenile
delinquency throughout the nation brings
to light the sad fact the number of chil­
dren who get into trouble with the police
is steadily rising. Dr. Martha M. Eliot,
chief of the United States Childrens' Bu­
reau, testified before the Senate inquiry
there was a 29 per cent increase in juve­
nile delinquency from 1948 to 1952 and
"the prospect for the future is even more
serious." At least one out of every eight­
een young Americans in the 10 to 17 age
group was involved in trouble with the
police in 1952. Senate investigators were
told that teen-agers commit serious crimes
and indulge in the most degraded sex con­
duct while intoxicated by a mixture of
sleeping pills and soft drinks. This appal­
ling situation involving the youth of
America is a fulfillment of the prophecies
in the 3rd chapter of II Timothy, espe­
cially verses 2, 3 and 13.

Nations has touched zero. It seems the
wisdom of a Sol'omon and the genius,
courage, initiative and determination of a
statesman not yet in sight will be required
to bring peace and tranquility to the Near
and Middle East where, after two years
of a dragging United Nations "armistice,"
a technical "state of war" still exists be­
tween Israel and the Arab states, accord­
ing to those reporting from the area.

The United Nations, in its seven years
of existence, has revealed none of the at·
tributes necessary to resolve the present
explosive situation. The mounting strife in
Palestine will no doubt set the stage for
the appearance, and will create the need
for the coming "anti-Christ" who will
promise to defend Israel, but who will
break the covenant and turn against them.
This is revealed in the last part of the 7th
chapter of Daniel.

ATOMIC WAR CRISIS
The views of Karl H. von Wiegand,

noted f'Oreign correspondent, concerning
atomic warfare are expressed in these
words: "In an all-out atomic war between
America and Communist Soviet Russia,
the world and its peoples would pass
through the greatest spiritual. moral, cul­
tural and economic crisis since the begin­
ning of the Christian era almost 2000
years ago.
