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MOST of us are familiar with con-
tagious diseases. It is amazing how

we are more familiar with some things
of the devil than we are of the things of
the Lord. But the fact remains that the
people of this world are conscious that
certain diseases can be spread and they
have to be careful. I remember as a pas-
tor in Muncie, Indiana, we used to go
to the hospital quite often. And when we
visited people who had contagious dis-
eases, they would take us into a special
room where we would wash. They would
put a mask over our faces and gloves on
our hands and we would receive special
instructions. The idea was to keep us
from catching anything or carrying any
thing from that room to any.body else.

But I want to suggest to you that there
are a lot of other things contagious be-
sides diseases. There are a lot of other
things the devil has besides diseases. I
am thinking of fear and doubt, unbelief
and discouragement. People get sick with
some of these things. Sometimes these
things are just as hard to cast out as any
other devil.

Experiences in the Branham Meetings
I remember a number of years ago

when Brother Branham first started his
ministry. I began to get inquiries from
all over the United States about him be-
cause he came from Indiana. They used
to write to me as the District official,
wanting to know about him. I did not even
know him, but I made it a point to find
out and so I came to some of his meetings.
I knew from the minute that I saw him
and was in his meetings that this thing
was of God. It was the thing that my heart
had been crying out for, even before I
was saved. I explained to Brother Bran-
ham that I was getting a lot of inquiries
about him and wanted to know the inside
as much as I could.

free as could be, and invited me to the
platform to stand along side of him when
he prayed for the sick. When others had
to bow their heads, he said, "Keep your
eyes open; do anything you want, brother,
for your spirit witnesses with my spirit."
I appreciated it a lot. I said, "Brother
Branham, I believe this with all my heart,
but when fellows write to me, I have got
to give an answer satisfactory to them."
I said, "I want to test some of these cases."
He said, "Go right ahead, brother."

I went over to some women whose deaf
ears had apparently been healed. I fol-
lowed them off the platform, and asked
them how long they had been deaf and
the circumstances. I remember one lady
in particular. I said, "You mean you have
been deaf for fifteen or twenty years and
now you can hear all right?" She said,
"You are talking too loud, you are bother-
ing me." It was just one instance after an-
other like this that I inspected specifically
and definitely.

Well, then I had an occasion to mix
with my brethren and a lot of other folks
who were questioning some of these
things. They would tell of some story
they had heard about somebody who was
prayed for and then died. I said, "Listen,
for every story you can tell me like that,
I can give you 99 where they were prayed
for and healed, and are still living." I had
the facts and the figures. Then they would
have stories about what somebody told
them of this or that which had been go-
ing on.

I said, "Now wait a minute. I handled
some of those services. I took charge of
one of their prayer lines. Brother Bran-
ham at one time asked me to pick two or
three of the worst cases in the congrega-
tion that I knew of and bring them up
there. He did not know who they were
going to be. One of them happened to be
the brother of a minister who was pastor

of the church when I was called to the
ministry. This man had cancer. I had met
him at the place a few days before and
asked him what he was doing there. He
said, "The doctors said I only had four
months to live so it doesn't make much
difference where I spend my time, so I
thought I would come here." He had been
there for three or four days.When Brother
Branham asked me to pick someone out,
I hunted him up in a hurry. I had him
there, the first one in the line. Brother
Branham knew nothing at all about the
man, but the Spirit of God revealed to
him what was the matter, and the cir-
cumstances. He prayed for him and he
was healed and is alive today. And that
was four or five years ago.

They 'did not have much to say, but
they would come back with this, "Well,
that is all right. You may be right about
Brother Branham, but there are a lot of
little fellows around who go to one of his
meetings to hear him preach and then
they think they got something."

Well, I confess that got hold of me
and affected me. A few months after this
we were in a fellowship meeting, and I
had the flu and was miserably sick. I
was in Terre Haute, my home town at
that time. I got out of bed and came to
the service, and the fellow that they had
preaching was a young boy, just out of
Bible School. He introduced himself by
saying that he had been over to one of
Brother Branham's meetings in Illinois a
couple of weeks ago and now the Lord
had given him a gift. I thought, "This is
just what they have been telling me about.
I guess they are right." He went on and
preached, but I forgot what he preached
because I was so sick. My head throbbed
and ached and I just wanted him to hurry
and get through so I could go home and
get to bed.

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New Developments in

T HE Bible abounds in amazing proph-
ecies which at the time they were

made, appeared utterly impossible of ful-
fillment. There are many remarkable pre-
dictions which once seemed so fantastic
that they were passed over by prophetic
expositors, as literal fulfillment of them
seemed so absurdly incredible that they
feared that people would not take their
writings seriously. Perhaps it had to be.

Some prophecies are only unfolded
and understood in their time. The pur-
poses of prophecy are manifold but an
important one is to alert people to the
meaning of the time in which they are liv-
ing. During the last century, prophecy has
had an ever accelerating rate of fulfill-
ment. But it is during the last ten years
that fulfillmenthas advanced beyond be-
lief. The most incredible prophecies are
now literally coming to pass, which leads
us to believe that the Book of Revelation
undoubtedly has a far more literal ful-
fillment than many have supposed.

For example the 13th Chapter of Rev-
elation speaks of the Beast Power as hav-
ing ability to bring down fire out of
heaven. This was supposed by many to
have only a figurative meaning. Yet Rus-
sia now has the atomic find hydrogen
bombs, by which she can rain fire down
out of heaven literally in a manner more
dreadful than the destruction which fell
upon the wicked cities of Sodom and Go-
morrah. The Greek word for "heaven" is
"uoranos" which makes the Scripture
even more significant, because atomic fire
comes out of the element "uranium."

Of course, the development of the
atomic bomb with its frightful power of
destruction is one of the fulfillments of
prophecy that was little dreamed of by
the public even ten years ago. The de-
struction that came upon Hiroshima came
as a startling surprise to the whole world.
It so staggered the Japanese nation as to
bring it to its knees in surrender within a
few days.

The prophecies relating to atomic de-
struction appear in various parts of the

Unforeseen 10 Years Ago

Scriptures, one of the most prominent of
which is found in II Pet. 3, where Peter
speaks of the eventual dissolving of the
elements in a fervent heat. That will hap-
pen when the present earth will pass
away to make way for the New Earth.
(This prophecy will not be fulfilled until
after the thousand years of the Millen-
nium.) In connection with this revelation
of the power of atomic weapons to de-
stroy civilization we are reminded of the
warning of Jesus in Matt. 24:22, where
He speaks of the Great Tribulation as
being so terrible that "Except those days
be shortened no flesh should be saved."
Even ten years ago such a prophecy
seemed absurd.

Despite the terrible carnage of World
War II, in which millions lost their lives,
its effect on slowing the growth of the
World's population was negligible. Far
more babies were born during that period
than lives were lost.

But now the picture is changed. Amer-
ica is warned that half her people may
die in an hour's time if an enemy should
make a successful surprise raid against
her great cities, using the hydrogen bomb.
One bomb alone might wipe out ten mil-
lion people if it fell in the New York
area without warning.

These astounding and unexpected
prophetic developments have secured
wide publicity, but there are other dra-
matic prophecies that appear in the
Scriptures which were thought incredible
by world leaders ten years ago.

The Startling Rise of Soviet Power
A good example of these unexpected

developments has been the amazing rise
of Soviet power which now threatens the
world. So little did America dream of
what Russia would do after the war that
they gave her eighteen billion dollars of
lend-lease and let her overrun half of
Europe, in a pathetic confidence that
Russia would keep her solemn agree-
ments. America was taken in by Russia
as completely as any victim has ever been
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by a confidence man. Yet after being
fooled, once more the United Nations
made a great mistake. They let Com-
munism overthrow China, and told Chi-
ang-Kai-shek to say his prayers and get
out. Communism entrenched then- turned
on the United Nations which was com-
mitted to defend the integrity of Korea.
All this came upon the free nations un-
awares. But it was an unnecessary igno-
rance. Practically every prophetic student
for the last hundred years has seen Rus-
sia clearly depicted as heading up a great
Confederacy at the end-time which would
challenge God and every one that be-
lieves in God.

The Mass Revivals
Ten years ago, leaders in the nominal

church said that the days of mass revivals
were over. There would be no more, they
declared. How utterly wrong they were
happened because they reckoned without
God. Articles written ten years ago look
pretty silly now as we witness the great
awakening that is visiting the earth. When
one man such as Tommy Hicks could
reach up to 400,000 people in a single
service, it has to be admitted that the
days of revival are here as never before.
What was the chief cause of the return of
the mass revival? It is the ministry of
miracles. This present revival had its
birth in the salvation-healing ministry.
It was these meetings that awakened the
people of America and the foreign nations
to God's power. We are happy to see a
contemporary awakening moving among
the denominations, but this moving did
not precede, it followed the healing re-
vival. What is the significance of this
supernatural revival? It is verily a fulfill-
ment of the Scriptures spoken of by Peter
in Acts 2:16-21, where the prophet look-
ing forward to the last days just "before
that great and notable day of the Lord"
said that God would pour out His Spirit
upon all flesh. The revival is here! Great
as it is, however, the greatest part of it
is yet to some!

WILLIAM BRANHAM: I do
not think that any evangelist
should permit his influence to be
so used. For instance, a few days
ago I accepted an invitation to
preach in a large church. When I
got there I found that the purpose

The other church had
also given me an invitation for the same
purpose. I would not go to either one be-
cause I do not believe that a minister
should use his influence to proselyte for
any church. I think that we should all be
brothers and have respect one for another.

GORDON LINDSAY: In the prayer
of Christ which we have alluded to, Jesus
also prayed to the Father saying, "The
glory which thou hast given me I have
given them that they may be one even as
we are one." One of the things that the
Church has been praying for is that the
glory of God might rest upon the Church
as in apostolic times. Do you believe from
this SCripture that the unity of the Church
is a necessity if this glory that Christ has
promised is to come upon the Church?

Because we
have failed to pay the price, many are
languishing in unbelief, helplessly bound
by foreign rlowers and in a state of
lethargy.

This ministry you have seen in opera-
tion here ought not to be unusual. This is
the Bible ministry. This is the ministry
that Christ brought into the world. Jesus,
after ministering before his followers,
after healing the sick, and causing the
lame to walk, after preaching the Gospel,
and giving forth his word, said to His fol-
lowers, "The works that I do shall ye do
also." He meant that the Church would
carry His ministry on, would bring the
same message of deliverance to a lost
world that Christ Himself brought. His
every act was an exemplary act. The very
word "Christian" means one who follows
in His footsteps. If we claim to be His fol-
lowers, if we claim to be His ambassadors,
if we say that the Gospel was committed
to us to perpetuate in the world, then we
ought to give forth the whole Gospel, that
the whole man, might be delivered wholly
from Satan's power.

Maybe you think I stress this too much.
My friend, I want you to know what
we are facing. God is looking down upon
this insipid, Bible denying religion today
and His wrath is at the bursting point.
God's judgments are not only coming
upon an atheistic world but they are corn-

ing upon a religious world that has denied
James gives us a wonderful illustra-

tion here. If we see a brother or sister
naked or destitute of daily food, we are
responsible for meeting their need. We
see them come knocking at the door of
the Church in desperation, destitute, help-
less, blind, naked, hungry. They are hun-
gry. They are seeking reality in religion.
As they knock at the door I see a preacher
who represents the ministry, coming to the
door and saying, "Depart in peace, be ye
warmed and filled. Notwithstanding he
gives them not the things that are need-
ful. The question is, what does it profit?

Listen friends, what the world needs
tonight is not a greater religious' profes-
sion; it is not more philosophy, not more
capable preaching. We have possibly
reached the zenith in that respect. What
the world needs is the reality of the Gos-
pel of Jesus Christ, that will fill the soul,
thrill the soul, and bring to it the things it
needs. Oh the religious world is crying
with a great profession, "Be ye warmed
and filled, be ye clothed." But my friends,
these are nothing but empty words.
Words, words, words, with no reality, no
power! God cannot confirm them for they
are preached in unbelief, while the power
of the Gospel is relegated to the past.

Preaching the Gospel is more than
preaching words about salvation. It is
more than preaching words about heal-
ing, although some do not even do that.
The purpose of the Church is to clothe
the spiritually naked, to feed the spirit-
ually hungry, to actually bring God's
power down to where it can reach a host,
Satan bound, heart broken, destitute, de-
praved, spiritually dying world, even in
this generation.

Brethren, it is God's truth, and we
are either going to face it or meet God's
judgment. We have been like children
playing house. We play Church, satisfied

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SOUL WINNING WITH SIGNS FOLLOWING IN INDIA

O N October 28, 1954, I arrived in Cal-
cutta, India, in obedience to Mark

16:15-20. At Honolulu, Tokyo, Hong
Kong, and Manilla, I had one night stops
in most of the churches with the Lord
healing in each place and giving a total
of some fifty souls. Rev. Daniel Morocco,
of the Calcutta Assemblies of God Re-
vival Center, invited me for a Salvation-
Healing meeting on November 8.

The first night the film entitled, "Wil-
liam Branham, Prophecy and Divine Heal-
ing" was shown to nearly five hundred
people. The sick were told to stand and
believe for "signs of healing to follow."
One prayer was prayed over them as
everybody believed together. An eleven-
year-old girl was instantly healed of a
nearly blind eye. The mother and father
(Mr. and Mrs. Murray of 55 Boyd Street,
Calcutta) testified that 2 and one-half
years before a stone had struck the pupil
of the eye, leaving it noticeably larger
than the other pupil. Afterward, a white
film had grown over the eye. A doctor
was called out of the audience and pro-
nounced the eye normal. The girl now
has perfect vision in both eyes. At the
same time the father was delivered from
a very hard of hearing ear and the mo.
ther, from the cigarette habit. A pair of
twenty-year-old twins (the Cove bro-
thers) had been having three to four at-

tacks a day of epilepsy since birth. Each
day of the campaign the faces of the twins
became brighter and more alert as they
testified to deliverance from the first day
of the meeting.

As Hindus and Moslems and other non-
Christians saw these and other miracles
take place, around one hundred took the
Lord Jesus Christ as their Saviour and
"only mediator between God and men:" in
the seven-day campaign.

I traveled from Calcutta to the "hard"
interior of India to a campaign with the
Church of God of India in Raipur M. P.
I was told that only about one per cent of
the community had any kind of a Chris-
tian profession. From the first service,
healings took place. The little son of a
government Hindu veterinary was de-

livered on the first day. Soon my daylight
hours were busy going from Moslem to
Hindu, then to Parsee and Christian
homes praying for the sick. On the last
night of the campaign, as the deliverance
prayer was prayed over the audience, a
Moslem of about 42 years was instantly
delivered of fifteen years of total deaf-
ness in both ears. At the same moment
an eleven-year-old Hindu deaf mute was
delivered and learned to say some words.
In only four days in this "difficult" city
nearly one hundred souls knelt for the
first time to accept the shed blood of
Jesus Christ as the remission for their
sins. Pastor P. S. Samuel wanted to con-
tinue on, but a meeting was scheduled for
South India.

Going south, I stopped one night at the
Assemblies of God Bible Institute in Ban-
galore and here also the Lord worked with
us for deliverance for soul and body.

Arriving by plane in Southwest India,
I was met bv Rev. William Popisil of the
Church of God of Montgomery Avenue,
Cleveland, Tennessee. Several hundred
people came the first night. Faith
mounted as in each new service new heal-
ings and miracles occumed. Twelve deaf
mutes were delivered and started to learn
words. In one Hindu family, four Young
people born deaf mutes were perfectly de-

FINANCES IN THE HEALING CAMPAIGN
QUE.STION: Doesn't the Healing Campaign cost too

much money?
ANSWER: Regardless of the cost, it couldn't be too much

if we realize one soul is worth more than all the world.
However the financial arrangement of the meeting should
be clearly understood by both the churches and the evan-
gelist before the meeting is started.

QUESTION: Won't our church suffer financially because
of the people giving large sums of money during the re-
vival?

ANSWER: Definitely not. In fact the people will realize
the blessings of giving (Luke 6:38) and continue in the
church after the meeting closes. Perhaps in a few isolated
cases the finances of the church might drop a little during
the meeting. However this is the exception, as most evan-
gelists will have a burden for the local work and see to it
that this does not happen.

But we will assume that the finances of the church do
drop a few hundred dollars during the meeting. If only 50

were saved and if only 25 of these paid their tithes, and if
they only made $25.00 per week; THE CHURCH WOULD
RECEIVE $6,500.00 from these 25 people not counting
their extra offerings during one year.

Therefore it is nothing but fair that the church should
be willing to lose a little financially during the meeting. I
know from experience though that most churches do not
lose, but their offerings even increase during the meeting.
In one campaign alone, God helped me to raise $43,000.00
for the local church. This does not include the tithes they
will receive from the hundreds of converts that came in
during the meeting. One man wrote out a check for $5,500.-
00 back tithes and gave it to the church during the revival.

If the evangelist is liberal in his offerings for the local
work, God will bless him and meet all his needs. If the
church is liberal in its offerings and support of the Evan-
gelistGod will meet all their needs. Pro. 11:24-25.

If the church will take care of God's servant, God will
take care of the church!

DISCARD THE TRADITIONS

OF THE ELDERS
TRADITION SAYS THAT YOU

HAVE A THORN IN THE FLESH,
WHICH KEEPS YOU FROM RECEIV-
ING HEALING.

GOD SAYS THAT THE TRADITION
OF THE ELDERS HAS MADE THE
WORD OF GOD NONE EFFECT
(Mk. 7:13).

It would seem strange that Paul's thorn
did not hinder the folk of the early church
from receiving healing. After Paul had
been caught up into heaven, and had been
given abundance of revelations, he was
given a thorn in the flesh, lest he should
be exalted above measure. What have you
experienced or done to be exalted about ?
It seems you are exalting yourself by
making yourself equal to Paul.

In II Cor. 11:23-27, we read of about
sixteen things which may have consti-
tuted Paul's thorn; not once do we find
sickness or disease mentioned in connec-

tion with his thorn. Paul had power over
sickness and disease; if he had had sore
eyes with pus running from them, people
would not have thaught he was a god
(Acts 14:12). They would have burnt his
handkerchiefs and aprons, instead of
sending them to afflicted persons ( Acts
19:11, 12). Some have said that he must
have had sore eyes because he wrote large
letters, but all the letters were made large
in his day. God says that He healed Paul's
eyes (Acts 9).

How could one do all the work Paul did,
or do all he commanded us to do, confined
to a sick bed ?

If you really think your sickness is a
thorn which God wants you to keep, you
will never try to get well. Believe God!

TRADITION SAYS THAT GOD DOES
NOT EXPECT TO HEAL US, BECAUSE
LUKE WAS A PHYSICIAN.

GOD'S WORD TESTIFIES OF SU-
PERNATURAL HEALING (Acts, chs.
8, 9), wrought through Peter, Paul, John,
Stephen, and others. We do not find a

single instance of Luke's using his medi-
cine kit. It was Doctor Luke himself, who
wrote the book "The Acts of the Apos-
tles," giving varied and detailed accounts
of many miraculous healings; he said
God did the healing supernaturally.

We believe that Luke, as did all the
other disciples who were called into the
ministry, "forsook all and followew Je-
sus." We cannot prove that Luke contin-
ued practicing medicine any more than
we can prove that Peter continued fish-
ing, or that Matthew continued collecting
taxes.

TRADITION SAYS THAT GOD DOES
NOT HEAL BECAUSE TROPHIMUS
WAS LEFT SICK.

GOD SAID THAT TROPHIMUS FOR-
SOOK THE WORK OF THE LORD (II
Tim. 4:11-16; 1:5). Perhaps Paul turned
him over to Satan as he did the others
(I Tim. 1:20). God has not promised to
heal people in disobedience. Don't be a
Trophimus!

I left a revival with some people un-
saved; but I still believe in salvation. Even
Jesus left people sick (Jn. 5; Mk. 6); but
He heals ALL who meet the conditions
(James 5:14-17; Jn. 16:7).

TRADITION SAYS THAT GOD DOES
NOT HEAL EVERYONE BECAUSE
HEZEKIAH USED A POULTICE.

GOD SAYS THAT HEZEKIAH WAS
HEALED AF'TER HE WAS INCUR-
ABLE (Is. 38).

It was Isaiah who told Mzekiah to use
a poultice on the place AF'TER he was
healed. Doctor Lillian B. Yeomans said
that Hezekiah's case was a perfectly hope-
less one.

The Falling Way
Another event that was unforseen

among Spirit-filled people is the present
falling away of some ministers from the
ministry of the supernatural. The Full
Gospel movement came into being oe-
cause men preached that "Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday, today and forever."
They declared that the days of miracles
were not passed. That Divine healing is
for our day. That the gifts of the Spirit
belong to the whole Church age. It never
occurred to Full Gospel people that men
would rise from their own ranks who
would deny this ministry. Did not the
"falling away" refer only to the nominal
churches ? But alas one does not "fall
away," unless he has something to fall
away from unless he has first been "made
partakers of the Holy Ghost" and "tasted
the powers of the world to come." (Heb.
6:4-6)

We are grateful indeed to find that the
"falling away" from belief in the minis-
try of the miraculous is rarely found
among the laity. Alas, that it is found
among some of the clergy, who for reasons
of jealousy, or because these revivals
interfere with their programs, oppose
them. Naturally such men are careful to
keep their true motives hid.

Paul speaks of the fulfillment of the
sign. He says "that in the last days per-
ilous times shall come." Among the de-
velopments that will appear among pro-
fessed believers is that of "Having a form

of godliness but denying the power there-
of ; from such turn away." (II Tim.
3:1-5)

Tfp. Preaching of the Gospel
To Every Creature

Another development which apparently
was unforseen is the present acceleration
of the evangelization of the heathen.
Jesus commanded the Church to, "Preach
the Gospel to every creature" and "This
Gospel of the kingdom must be preached
as a witness unto all nations, then shall
the end come." (Matt. 24:14) Discouraged
by the slow progress of evangelism, the
Church almost became convinced that this
prophecy of Jesus should not be taken
too literally. The world's population was
increasing far more rapidly than mis-
sionaries were evangelizing it. More and
more the Church was beginning to believe
that Jesus would come whether the
Church evangelized the world or not.
Pious statements were made to lend plaus-
ibility to this view. It was declared that
if the Church had to evangelize the world
before the end of the age came, people
would say the Lord delayeth His coming
and would backslide and serve the devil.
What a mistake! The real warning is the
solemn truth that every man is but one
heart-beat from death, and after death
must come the judgment! (Heb. 9:27) Of
course, Jesus is coming soon, and His com-
ing will take the world by utter surprise.
But not true believers! Let the Church
throw off her lethargy and go forth and
evangelize the world. She can do it. God
has given her the resource's. Let the
Church arise and bring back the King!

God's word must be fulfilled! The rise
of the miracle ministry is making it pos-
sible to reach the heathen by the tens of
thousands and even the hundreds of
thousands. To this end was the Billion
Soul Crusade born. Enlist today in this
crusade that you may have a part in caus-
ing these billion souls to hear the Gospel.

Jews Become an Independent Nation
It is interesting to note the statements

made by some writers ten years ago
about the status of Israel. England was
determined that the Jews would not be-
come an independent nation. Religious
Jew-baiters declared that for this and
other reasons such could never happen.
But history has a way of sifting truth and
error. Prophecy must be fulfilled. In the
midst of a great prosperity wave, depres-
sion struck England as it never had be-
fore. The English were compelled to with-
draw their soldiers from Palestine be-
cause of lack of finances. As soon as they
did, Israel proclaimed itself an independ-
ent nation.

Again those who did not know the Bible
said that the little nation would soon fall
before the Arab kingdoms, who now
angrily determined that Israel should
never become an independent state. How
could the enemies of Israel fail ? Israel
was surrounded by hostile Arab nations
with a total population numbering many
millions. The Arabs confidently put their
armies in array. Then the incredible hap-
pened. The puny Israel army marched
out, faced the invaders and put them to
flight!

MIRACLES IN THE LAND OF TIBET

TT was in the years 1900 and 1901 that
the Lord sent Mrs. Simpson and me

home to America to escape the terrible
Boxer Rebellion. We returned to Taochow
in 1902 and soon baptized our first con-
vert, Chow Chao-nan. He had to give up
all of his rights in family and property
in order to follow Jesus, but the Lord
soon gave him the promised 100 fold, a
beautiful house and farm just across the

border in Tibet. The Lama who had
taught me the Tibetan language soon died
and Brother Chow helped me buy the big
temple and all of its houses and lands.
There were over one hundred acres, in-
cluding the forests. I sold enough paint-
ings and carvings to the Field Museum in
Chicago to pay for the temple and to have
it repaired as well, so it really cost us
nothing. It became our first hall for the
worship of God in Tibet. It was still being
used for that purpose in 1949, when I last
saw it.

The Lord poured out His Spirit in real
Pentecostal fashion upon His servants
along the Tibetan border in January,
1908. Thousands have been filled as in
Acts 2:4. The Lord worked with us, con-
firming His word with signs as He had
promised in Mark 16:15-20. In August,
1912, we had our annual convention in
the temple. So many attended we had to
separate the men and the women. My
wife had the women, while I preached to
the men. After telling the women of Jesus
and His salvation she asked them to kneel
and believe in Him. All knelt but one. My
wife begged her to accept Jesus as her
Saviour. When she heard the word Jesus
she jumped up and ran out of the room
toward the river. Her husband saw her
and called others to help, then ran after
her. He overtook her just before she
jumped into the water. They put a chain
around her neck and pulled her back to
the temple, and brought her into the room
with the men. I asked them to take the
chain off of her. The husband said he
dared not for she had often tried to jump
in the river, or to hang herself. I told
him I would be responsible for her safety,
so he took the chain off. She sat on the
floor with her eyes closed. My wife and
I laid hands on her and commanded the
demon to come out. Her body was
wrenched, she opened her eyes and when
she saw her huslband she said, "It is get-
ting late, we had better go home now."
She was instantly and completely de-
livered from two years of demon posses-
sion. She was saved, and she brought
others to the Lord, including her old
mother whose diseased thumb was healed
by the Lord.

We sent letters to our people at home
to join us in prayer for this need.

An Amazing Answer to Prayer
TN 1935 Mr. Boyd and I had to leave

Yunnan, S. W. China, on account of my
severe illness from Sprue and Pernicious
Anemia. On arriving at Hong Kong I was
taken to Matilda Hospital where after
medical examination, my husband was
told I had only three months to live. It
was to be a time of just resting and listen-
ing to God.

The children were already in the care
of the Louise Schutz Home of the Ameri-
can Assemblies of God; and it had been
arranged also that they should remain
there while my husband and I, with our
baby, went home to England for a short
furlough. For we both believed that God
would again raise me up as He had done
in Yunnan.

While I was in the Matilda Hospital and
my husband was ministering in and
around Canton, I saw in a vision, Hong
Kong being shelled from the sea and the
Chinese fleeing in all directions and cer-
tain missionaries well known in Pente-
costal circles behind barred windows do-
ing most menial tasks and little foreign
children missionary children with
wan faces looked out to sea as if they ex-
pected immediate deliverance. They were
all prisoners of an unknown enemy. But
the strange part of it was my husband
and I were not among them. We seemed
to have freedom of movement and ap-
parently were not in danger.

I did not understand this vision, neither
did I know who the enemy was that was
attacking the colony; but a spirit of
prayer and supplication was poured on
me for deliverance of the missionaries
and their children imprisoned and for the
people of the colony. And in deep distress
and anxiety of spirit I wrote in detail to
my husband and asked him what could the
vision mean and what should we do about
it, as some fearful judgment was immi-
nent over Hong Kong..

My letter must have crossed one from
my husband in which he too related in de-
tail a vision the Lord had given on the
same night with regard to Canton. He saw
in vision Chinese armies fleeing before an
aggressive invader and the city of Canton
in flames. Neither could he say who the
real enemy was, pursuing the fleeing
Chinese; but he urged me to seek the Lord
for my complete healing as we would have
to alter our plans and take the children
away to England with us. Later when he
received my letter, he knew that this ur-
gency was from the Lord and demanded
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action now.
So we prayed and gave ourselves to

listening to the voice of God in our own
hearts that we might be led aright. We
confided in dear Miss Schultz and booked
reservations for ourselves and the child-
ren to sail at the end of the year for Eng-
land, though at the time we had no funds
in hand; but we knew we had the smile of
God on each step that was taken in His
name.

At the end of the three months given
me to live, I was discharged from the
Matilda Hospital well on the road to a
full recovery. At the end of 1935 sufficient
funds had come in for all the family to
sail for England. By the time we arrived
in England I had fully recovered from
Sprue and we happily settled the children
in a Christian boarding school, where
every member of the faculty had been
born of God. There they remained until
they graduated.

In 1937 my husband and I returned to
China via the United States and again
marked the hand of God in His wonderful
providence in leading us to a host of
frieris and prayer warriors to whom we
revealed the things God had shown us
concerning Hong Kong and Canton.

On our arrival in Shanghai, Japan was
dropping her first bombs on China and
we were rushed back to the boat to clear
the port of Shanghai before dawn; and
later, as we all know, Canton was in
flames and Hong Kong fell into the hands
of the Japanese and the missionary
friends most of us knew and loved so well
were interned by the Japanese in Stanley
Island. Thus, the vision came to pass and
the Word of the Lord was fulfilled con-
cerning my healing and the missionaries
and their children were delivered from
captivity.

L-NOR some years now, we, in Northern Ireland, have been

reading and enjoying in "Pentecost" and the "Voice of Heal-
ing," etc., the accounts of the Sign Gift ministries in America
and elsewhere; but the disadvantage of having to rely on re-
reports had its inevitable effect on one's mind.

That first "Voice of Healing" I saw gave me a shock, from
which I recovered only to find myself wondering whether any-
thing could be more fantastic; and unable to decide who was
more blameworthy, the evangelists or the editors. These feel-
ings, however, underwent a change; and one's attitude became
one of cautious optimism, which, fed by a re-study of the rel-
evant portions of the New Testament grew into a conviction that
these things were really happening or if they weren't, they
should be.

So, while the weekly account of "home affairs" in the Elim
Evangel, was a "must," we looked forward to continued tidings
of the Pentecostal work in general; but there remained that
certain, natural reserve regarding these things.

Then came reports, at the beginning of this year, from the
Ulster Temple, Belfast, and Ballymena Assembly, of unusual
meetings with Bro. and Sister Iverson from America. The
evangelist was able accurately to name the diseases from
which complete strangers to him were suffering. Although one
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wasn't present we had eye-witness accounts of. the Sign-Gift
aspects of the ministry, which tallied perfectly with what we
had read. For some months now Evangelist James White
(U.S.A.) has been campaigning in Northern Ireland, and in-
terest and attendances have been phenomenal. Once his cam-
paigns got "under way," the problem became one of housing the
crowds.

For example, a single service was arranged for Banbridge, in
a hall sensibly seating about 500; but 2,000 turned up, and had
to be disposed of in three consecutive services, commencing
at 7 p.m., and finishing at 12:30 a.m.

glory away from Full Gospel people is
the divisions among them. If they came
together, not to all be in one church, but
to have fellowship and be one in the Lord,
then the Holy Spirit would pour out His
gifts upon the Church and Apostolic days
would return.

GORDON LINDSAY : We know from
the Scripture that God's plan for His
Church is that it might become perfect.
The Church is still far from perfect. Yet
when Christ comes we understand it is
going to be a glorious Church "without
spot or wrinkle." Do you believe that
there is significance in the last part of
the prayer of Jesus where He says, "I in
them, and thou in me, that they may be
made perfect in one"?

BROTHER BRANHAM: Yes, Broth-
er Lindsay. That is the way that I see it.
As we draw together through the Holy
Spirit we become more Christ-like. That
is the way the Church will become per-
fect. Paul writing in I Corinthians 12,
speaks of the various members of the
Body, and that one member cannot say
to the other, "I have no need of thee."
Then he tells of a more perfect way.
That more perfect way is in I Cor. 13,
where the Apostle !speaks about Divine
love. If we can just look over our differ-
ences we'll love one another. Paul said
someday tongues would cease and proph-
ecies would ceasewhen that Which is
perfect is come. When real Christian love
comes among the brethren, then you will
see the Church come into perfection. It
is my belief that this will have to be done
by the Holy Spirit.

livered. One Christian fAmily, three young
people, were all delivered from deaf
mute spirits. An Anglican lady couldn't
teach school because of acute anemia and
a weakness therefrom that she couldn't
talk above a whisper. The doctor had told
her that she had only twenty per cent of
the blood she needed. The moment hands
were laid on her, she felt an "electric
current" go through her veins. Praise
the Lord! She has been perfectly strong
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from that moment. Many other miracles
too numerous to mention for lack of space
were performed because the Lord worked
with us with "signs following." Due to
plans to witness in Jerusalem, we closed
after eight glorious days with some three
hundred souls cleansed by the precious
sacrifice of our Lord Jesus Christ. I no-
ticed that the greatest response to calls
for repentance came immediately follow-
ing the special miracles. The closing night
had a carefully-calculated attendance of
over four thousand people.

In five and one-half weeks of short
campaigns in India, nearly six hundred
souls knelt and confessed Jesus Christ
before men. I am more convinced than
ever that the answer to world evangel-
ization is "SIGNS FOLLOWING EVAN-
GELISM."

Almost two weeks have passed since
arriving in the Bible land of Jordan and
I find the same is true here that healings
and miracles are convincing many non-
Christians that Jesus Christ is the Way,
the Truth, and the Light, and the only
Mediator between God and men. (I Tim.
2:5) Pray for souls as I work for a sea-
son with the Arabs of Jordan and the
Jews ,and Arabs in Israel.

Nevertheless the troubles of Israel are

not yet over. As a whole, the nation has
not accepted Christ as its Messiah. Be-
cause of this the people must soon meet
the greatest crisis of their history. Russia
(Rosh) of Ezek 38, will move south
against the nation. And on the fields of
the Valley of Megiddo the last great
battle of the nations will be fought.

The Prosperity Wove
In the year 1932 the national income

was a little over 40 billion. Last year it
was over 300 billion. We are in the midst
of the greatest prosperity wave in the
history of the world. Yet ten years ago
it was predicted in almost every quarter
that a great depression would follow the
war. It has been thought by some that
the coming of the Lord might occur in the
midst of a great financial depression.
Prophecy however does not so indicate.
Jesus in describing the period just before
His coming seemed to indicate there
would be a period of unusual prosperity
at that time. He said:

"Likewise as it was in the days of
Lot; they did eat, they drank, they
bought, thpy sold, they planned, they
builded; But the same day that Lot
went out of Sodom it rained fire and
brimstone from Heaven, and de-
stroyed them all." (Luke 17:28-29)
Many look upon this prosperity as a

time to lay up earthly treasures. But alas,
their enjoyment of them will be shortlived.
With atomic destruction ominously poised
over the cities of the world, the import-
ant thing is to lay up treasures in heaven
where thieves do not break in and steal
nor rust corrode them. Truly it is almost
time for the Lord to come. It is time for
every man to be prepared to meet his God.

But when he got through he wanted
folks who were sick to come up and be
prayed for. Nobody much responded. I
think they all felt about like I did, but
he insisted. So after a while, three or four
folks came up. I was embarrassed. I
looked and one of the first ones to be
prayed for was one of the pastor's sons
there that I knew who had been rejected
by the army and the navy because he had
no ear drum in one of his ears. There was
no ear drum there at all. And here he
was praying that the Lord would give
him hearing in that ear. He said, "Praise
the Lord, he is healed." I thought, "Now
he is going to leave town and I am going
to have to face that." It really disturbed
me. I went off looking at the Sunday
school rooms to stay out of the way.

Pretty soon my wife said, "Honey, it
doesn't make any difference what you
think about him. The truth is still there
Jesus heals." I said, "That is right, and
bless God, I am going to do even one bet-
ter than that; I am going to go up and
be prayed for myself." And so I went up
to be prayed for and he had a peculiar
way that I did not like at that time. He
said, "Now you tell -me what is wrong
with you and I will pray for that one
thing, and if there is something else, we
will pray for that thing, too." So I told
him I just had the flu. He got hold of me
and he shook me, and just like that the
flu left, and.I was just as well as could
be. Praise the name of the Lord!

Well, that was just too good so I said,
"Say, wait a minute. For over two years
I have had bursitis." Joe DiMaggio had
it and spent thousands of dollars trying
to take care of his arm. It is something
in the joints. Mine swelled up and for
over two years I had never been without
a coat or a sweater. I never had the win-
dow of my car rolled down and let a
breeze hit on that, summer or winter. I
never slept on that shoulder because
there was constant pain there for two
years. Sometimes it was worse, some-
time less. I said, "Wait a minute here
fellow, I have bursitis too." So he got
hold of my shoulder and shook me up
again and it left. But I was a little like
doubting Thomas. I wanted to wait a lit-
tle while.

I remembered driving home that night;
I rolled the window down in the car and
it was cold and chilly and I even put my
shoulder out, but not a thing happened.
When I got home, I went to bed and I
rolled over in bed on that shoulder; it
seemed all right. Praise the Lord, I
haven't had a touch of that since.

Then I began to wonder about that
preacher's son. I checked on that about
thirty days later at another fellowship
meeting. They had a testimony service
and he stood up and said, "Bless God,
some of these folks think the Lord doesn't
heal," and he went on and told how the
doctors had said he had no ear drum, but
had it stuffed with cotton for years; but
now he could hear better out of that ear
than he can out of the other one. Well, it
doesn't much bother me any more what
folks say along that line. I think the Lord
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has inoculated me, given me a little some-
thing to withstand that trouble. But we
still have to be on guard.

One of the tricks of the devil reminds
me of that story in our Primary Reader
about Chicken Little. A cabbage leaf fell
on her tail and she thought the sky was
falling in, and so she went around and
told the old hen about it. The old hen said,
"Sure the world is coming to an end and
we had better do something about this."
Then they met old wily fox and he said,
"Yes, the sky is falling in and the world
is coming to an end, warn everybody."
The old wily fox knew just what to do.
He said, "Come on into my cave and you
will be safe." He got them in there and
closed them up and he lived on the fat of
the land all winter long. But don't laugh,
my friend, the devil will do it to you, too,
if you give him half a chance.

Paul is an example in more ways than
one. He went through suffering. He went
through persecution. He went through
testings. In the Second book of Corin-
thians, in the llth chapter, we read how
he was afflicted, tormented, accused false-
ly by his brethren and had troubles with
the churches. That should be good for you
evangelists. He had all those problems.
But he said, "None of these things move
me. I press toward the mark of the prize
of the high calling in Christ Jesus." Cir-
cumstances and situations could not
change his spirit. Circumstances and sit-
uations. do not change the eternal truths
of God. I am glad for that. And I want
you to know that today there is just as
big a challenge for you and for rue, the
children of God, as there ever was. And
God grant that we may get inspiration
from this Convention to go out and meet
that challenge for the glory of God.

It Is God's Plan That All Hear
This Message

There is a tremendous challenge. With
what God is doing, there is still a need
for inspiration. I am thinking of the
multiplied hundreds upon hundreds who
must get a touch of God upon their souls
so that they in turn can win souls. So
they in turn can minister this gospel. So
they in turn can heal the sick and carry
out the commands of Christ. I pray that
somehow God will lead these brethren,
help them to do something to take care
of that tremendous need. Somebody is
going to do it. It is in divine order. It is
in God's plan that every individual shall
be reached by this glorious message. If
we don't do it, God will do it through
somebody else.

One of the greatest thrills that I ever
received in my life I think has been at
this Convention as I have been conscious
of the fact that the brethren haven't got
a lot of set ideas, or programs of just
how to carry it out, but are waiting be-
fore the Lord and the Lord is moving
and working and will carry out His pro-
gram as they do it for His glory.

A Great Move on the Mission Field
I am thrilled when I think of the steps

that are being taken on the foreign fields.
I thrill as I read the reports of Brother
Erickson, Brother Osborn, and some of
these other brethren who have been on
the foreign fields. For years I have talked
.with missionaries and I have heard them

come with the report and say, "Oh, praise
God, I have labored for seven years, a full
term on the field. God has blessed my
heart and oh, how wonderful it has been.
It has been like digging jewels out. We
have two glorious converts." Well, those
two converts are wonderful, but let me
tell you about a friend of mine who grad-
uated from Bible School; a fine conse-
crated young man and he was goii g to
Africa as a missionary. He had given his
life to God and his good wife had given
her life. They were going to Africs and
bury their lives for God and give every-
thing they had. Just as sincere and hon-
est as could be. It was just before the
war. Something happened on their trip,
a convoy or something in their way, and
they had to go to South America. They
were delayed in South America i bout
six weeks before they got to A rice.
While he was there, he began to look
around Brazil and they visited some of
the churches and he began to see a mov-
ing of God, for there were hundreds and
thousands gathering together on wh: t we
considered a missionary field. He ss id it
revolutionized his life. He said, "I forgot
about the idea of going to Africa and
burying my life." He went there and
worked a number of years and right now
he has built one of the largest Assembly
of God churches in all the world. 41 bout
seven thousand people come to wo ship
and hear the glorious message. All be-
cause his vision was enlarged, and be-
cause he was inspired and stirred to do
something for God.

A couPle of years ago I visited the mis-
sion fields myself, and, oh, how my I eart
was stirred as I saw some places where
we have been for thirty-five years and
poured in hundreds of dollars and there
are fourteen or fifteen people worship-
ping in a little mission. Then when some-
one comes along with the touch of God
and the power of God and the anointing
of the Holy Spirit with power to min ister
as God wants it ministered, overnight
thousands are brought into the Kingdom,

It is the same truth over and over
again. It's in our Bible. It's back there in
the Old Testament when the armi: s of
Israel had come out against the Philis-
tines. They could do nothing; theirhearts
were fearful and they were afraid. Their
own king could do nothing, and every-
body was ready to give up in despair.
The old giant Goliath came out and de-
fied the armies of Israel. Then God lc oked
around to a little ruddy-cheeked lad who
didn't even have credentials. He wus
herding sheep on the prairies, but he had
the touch of God upon his life and upon
his heart. He said, "Who is this that de-
fies the armies of God? That is not the
way I read my Bible while I was back
there herding the sheep. That isn't what
happened when the lion came out against
me, and the bear. This is the way it is
supposed to be. It doesn't make any dif-
ference if he is a giant and stands up
there so tall. It doesn't make any d ffer-
ence about that trained army b( hind
him." Then this young man ran down and
challenged the giant in the name of the
God of Israel. You know the rest of the
story. He slew the giant, cut off his 1 ead,
and a great victory came to Israel. Bless
your hearts, this same God is with us to-
day.

NATION BY NATION

It is later than we think. The hour of
opportunity may soon pass when we can
reach the millions in heathen lands. Doors
are closing.

At
night they will have opportunity to at-
tend the revival. In this way, many of the
nationals will receive inspiration to
launch out in a faith ministry.
