DEATH THE END OF HOPE

You have heard the expression, “As
long as there is life there is hope.” As
long as there is life there is hope for
almost anything. But what about when
there does not seem to be any life? Here
Lazarus was already dead. He had been
in the grave four days.

The first thing you need to know to
receive your deliverance is that with God
all things are possible.

HERE ARE FOUR
STRANGE
DEVELOPMENTS
IN THE CHURCH
THAT DID NOT
SEEM POSSIBLE
15 YEARS AGO

1. THE PRESENT SUPERNATURAL REVIVAL

The keen observer who is watching the world situation as it concerns the church
today will agree that developments of the most far-reaching and profoundest nature
are taking place. These events are startling because to a great extent they were not
anticipated. The present revival that has swept over the world has come as a surprise to
many. Fifteen years ago, many were preaching that the days of revival were over.
Some took the view that there was little left to do, except to wait for the Lord to
come. Others, that revivals were God’s business depending upon the inscrutable will
of Providence. “At any rate, they added, did not the Scriptures foretell of apostacy
in the church instead of revival, before the coming of the Lord?”

However, there was one thing that they overlooked: that although apostacy has
indeed come, and it is plainly seen today in its insidious workings, revival is also
possible at the same time. For is it not true that the greatest apostacy of history was
when the Jewish nation rejected Christ? Nevertheless did not the greatest revival of
history occur during the same period — the revival of the Early Church? Paul in
Colossians spoke of its great extent, “The Gospel which ye have heard and which
was preached to every creature under heaven.” Col. 1:23. The Early Church really
took literally the command to “preach the gospel to every creature!”

Although this present revival has come as a surprise to many, the great men of
God of late years foresaw its coming, even as Dr. Charles S. Price foresaw it:

“Yesterday we sang, ‘Showers of Blessing,” but now we are waiting for the
deluge! It is coming and nothing can stop it. Like every previous outpouring, this
glorious experience which is about to burst upon the world will not be the product
of any established system. Established systems may experience it and enjoy it and
flow along in the pure stream of its beautiful, onward flowing. Even then they may
not do it as systems, but only as the multiplied thousands within their borders, who
are hungry for God and are spiritually conscious of the fact that there is more to
follow.

“You have thought, have you not, that you have been in some glorious healing
services? Perhaps you have and for them we praise the Lord. But wait a little while.
I declare unto you that God is going to do better in your tomorrows than He has
ever done in the past.”

2. THE SWING OF OLD ESTABLISHED DENOMINATIONS TO HEALING

But if the present revival is surprising to some, it must be still more startling to
them to see the ministry of healing being rapidly accepted by several of the so-called
conservative and old-established denominations. For example there is now widespread
acceptance of the healing ministry in the Episcopal Church. Not long ago I met a
noted Episcopal evangelist who was ministering to thousands of people in the Epis-
copal churches of Canada, and having outstanding miracles of healing.

Men who command the ear of vast audiences of denominational people, such as
Norman Vincent Peale, openly advocate the power of Christ to heal. While some may
feel that such men do not go far enough, yet we should thank God that a testimony
is being given in places where previously the Pentecostal message did not have access.
Divine healing no more is to be considered as restricted to people of humble social
status nor its ministry to obscure travelling evangelists. The late king of England was
not above requesting prayer for healing from one of our TVH associates. The king
recovered and lived for a number of years. The interest of the present queen of
Holland in divine healing is also well known.

The surge toward a renewed faith in God’s power to heal is a fact that is really
discernible. Magazine articles as appear in such national magazines as Reader's Digest
and others, from time to time, are recognizing and taking note of the divine power
to overrule natural law. Not a few articles have appeared of miraculous healings such
as the story of the healing of President Eisenhower of an almost fatal illness when
he was a boy. Newspapers, while not always in our favor, do from time to time report
miracles of healing occurring in the great campaigns. The report of the press, of the
amazing testimony of the late Congressman William Upshaw who was miraculously
healed after being a cripple for sixty years, is but one example.

The acceptance of the miraculous by denominational ministers in foreign countries
is even more striking. It is becoming the usual thing for Methodist and Baptist mis-
sionaries to cooperate in deliverance campaigns overseas.

3. THE SWING FROM MODERNISM TO THE SUPERNATURAL

But if these developments are startling, perhaps the most amazing of all has been
the recent change of attitude among men who have been considered liberal leaders
in the church — a development considered altozether impossible a few years ago.

Liberalism has of course been the curse of ihe church for the past half century,
and still is. In the widely circulated letter by Harry Emerson Fosdick, champion of the
modernists, to W. B. Barnhart, Mr. Fosdick writes:

_“Of course I do not believe in the Virgin Birth, or in that old substitutionary doc-

trine of the Atonement . . . I regard it as a perversion of the Christian Gospel.”

Such bold-faced denials of fundamental Bible truths is of course the mark of
apostacy. Modernism has denied the Bible miracles, the Resurrection of Christ, the

GOD’S BUSINESS IS DELIVERANCE

God’s business with the human race
since the fall of Adam, is and always has
been, deliverance in all of its aspects. In
every dispensation, on every occasion
when God has approached man, it has
been for the purpose of bringing deliv-
erance to that generation, or for a given
occasion. When God approached Abra-
ham, in Ur, it was to deliver him from
the ignorance and darkness of his gene-
ration and make him a part of His divine
plan for that day. When He approached
him at Moriah, it was to deliver Isaac
and reveal to Abraham THE PLAN of
the Saviour. When He approached Israel,
it was to deliver them from hunger and
thirst and their sore bondage. In the
desert He delivered them from hunger
and thirst by the manna and the water;
He delivered them from the serpents by
the brazen serpent, and He delivered
them from sin through showing them a
type of Christ in many laws and offerings
revealed through the glory visible on
Sinai. He delivered them from the desert
by taking them to Canaan.

Walk down through ‘the pages of the
Book of God, the Holy Bible, and you
will see that God’s road is a road of
deliverance. The story of God with a
man is one of deliverance. At Jericho
he delivered them by a falling wall. At
Jericho He was a God of deliverance.
When the water was bitter, He delivered
them from bitter water, and replaced it
with sweet water. He delivered them from
poison food and from an empty handle.
When the giant appeared, He was a God
of deliverance. At the fiery furnace, He
was a God of deliverance. At Bethlehem,
on the first Christmas, with the whole
human race helpless, and none other to
help, He became our Christ, our DE-
LIVERER. At Pilate’s judgment hall, by
His stripes, He delivered us from our
sicknesses and at the cross, by His blood,
He delivered us from our sins, and at
the tomb He delivered us from all death.
At the Upper Room He delivered us
from powerlessness and fruitlessness.

Here in the text, God's people have
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forgotten what their business is. They
have forgotten that every time God gets
hold of men He turns them into deliv-
erers. Noah delivered his family. Abra-
ham delivered his household. Moses de-
livered his nation. David served His
generation. Paul refused to be in debt
to any man “bond or free,” and Simon
Peter “declared the whole council of
God” and put it in action by delivering
the multitudes from their sins, sicknesses
and fears.

A FORGOTTEN BUSINESS
It is a day of grief, but they are re-
velling; it is a day of sorrow, but they
have no heavy hearts for the tragedies
of others; it is a day of calamity, but
they are asleep on their ivory couches.

GOD’S STERN ALTERNATIVE

Bluntly, God places before them this
alternative! HE REVEALS TO THEM
THE MIGHTY LAW OF DELIVER-
ANCE, the law by which HIS business
works. They haven’t been called to feast
their bodies. They haven’t been called to
entertain their personal fancies. They
haven’t been called to admire, anoint and
pamper their persons. They have been
called to counteract, neutralize, immobil-
lize the vicious powers of sin, evil and
darkness. Those powers that thwart and
paralyze. God’s plan for using the Church
to deliver others. Instead of fasting, they
are feasting. Instead of bringing God’s
anointing to others they are anointing
themselves. Instead of bringing God's
rest to the weary and heavy laden, they
are luxuriously resting their physical bod-
ies on ivory couches. ]

Hear God’s word: “Because thou art
not grieved . . . thou shalt go into captiv-
ity with the FIRST that go captive . . .”

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WILL SIN IN THE CHURCH HINDER THE PROGRESS OF
THAT CHURCH?

In the first place, there is no sin in God’s holy
Church. All sin is outside the Church. There is sin
in the organized, local church sometimes, which will
cause a reproach and hinder the progress and the
testimony of that local church.

Even in the Old Testament days, when certain bat-

tles were not won because of sin, that did not keep _

people from being prosyleted into the Jewish nation
and becoming a Jew. Even in our day, when some
professing church member does not live right, that
does not keep a repenting sinner from being saved.
Today is the day of salvation. Now is the accepted
time. Whosoever will may come. If a man wants to
be saved and is ready to quit sin, I will not tell him
that he cannot be saved because “Uncle Charlie” dips
snuff. I will tell him that “he that comes to the Lord
He will not cast out.” Jesus never told anyone that he
could not receive forgiveness of sin because Judas
was a hypocrite.

At one time there was a saying that the parents
had eaten sour grapes and the children’s teeth were
on edge. But in this day of grace, when the law of
grace supersedes the law written on tables of stone;
when the law of faith is stronger than the law of sow-
ing and reaping, everyone shall be put to death for
his own sins. The father’s sin will not keep the son
from being saved. The unbelief of the mother will not
keep the daughter from being saved if the daughter
believes. This is an individual affair with God. (Jer.
31:29).

In a revival I do not tell a dying lady with a cancer
that she cannot be healed because the deacon backslid
and ran off with another woman. Jesus did not tell
the woman with an issue of blood that she would have
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to die because James and John had the wrong spirit or
because Peter had a devil. Even in the same letter
which stated that a man took his fathers’ wife, Paul
told that same church that they came behind in no
gift; that people would fall down on their face and
report that God was with them of a truth; that they
could yet pray and turn that man over to Satan, and
vet have a revival. They did not let that one man's
sin hinder the revival. Even in our day we can band
together and pray that God will either deliver a man
that sins or get him out of the way and let the revival
keep going! I have no time for these ‘“sincere people”
who have been taught that we can have no revival be-
cause they get their eyes on certain people that back-
slide and go to the devil.

It is not the sin of certain individuals that hinders
the revival fires from burning. It is the negative think-
ing and believing of certain people who believe the
power of the devil is stronger than the power of God.
They have more faith in the devil than they do in God.

If the church must be perfect before we can get
people saved, filled, and healed, and if the church in-
cludes all the members—backsliders, hypocrites, and
snuff-dippers—then we will never have anyone saved,
filled or healed! The church would be dead, dead, dead!
Not because God does not have the power, but because
too many leaders stand up and preach doubt instead”
of faith. Far too many people stand up and preach
for people not to expect anyone to be saved or healed
until we all “get in one mind and one accord.” Even
on the day of Pentecost they were not all in one mind
and in one accord. Even you and your wife may not
get your mind together, but you can yet get your
hearts together and agree together in prayer. And
there is power in agreement, whether it is for bad or
for good. There is nothing so bad or so good, but talk-
ing about it makes it more so.

existence of a literal hell, the Second
Coming of Christ, etc. Indeed the world
of the modernist, generally speaking, has
been so far from us in belief and prac-
tice, that we have had nothing in com-
mon.

Hence when we were invited some
time ago to meet a number of the top
leaders in the church world, we were
hardly prepared for the reception we re-
ceived—even though they had invited us
to come and be “devastatingly frank.”
One thing had prepared these leaders for
our coming. They had heard and seen the
many reports of the great overseas deliv-
erance campaigns, and they were begin-
ing to realize that this ministry was

something to be reckoned with. On the.

day of our visit with these men who in-
cluded leaders of denominations, and
presidents of great colleges, they gave us
their most rapt attention as we unfolded
the message of Pentecost. And indeed
they encouraged us to hold back nothing.

As we watched their reaction to what
we were saying it was obvious that any
skeptical attitude such as was manifest
in the above letter, was completely ab-
sent. When I referred to Mr. Fosdick and
his teachings, as popularly supposed to
represent their views, they made it plain
that this man had been given no authority
to speak for them. (Indeed one gentleman
asked me personally, aside, how he could
receive healing!) It was quite evident that
these men, while they perhaps did not
yet fully understand everything concern-
ing the Pentecostal movement, were man-
ifesting a very definite respect for it. It
seemed plain that there was a major
readjustment taking place in their think-
ing concerning the Pentecostal movement
and its great truths.

One of the substantial benefits arising
from that meeting was their decision to
ask their missionaries to co-operate with
us in overseas healing campaigns. Re-
cently a Methodist bishop was chairman
of one of these campaigns!

Since then there has been successive
evidence that their attitude manifest that
day was altogether sincere. Dr. Van
Dusen, President of Union Theological
Seminary, in his recent article in LIFE
MAGAZINE, where some eleven pages
was given to telling the story of the Pen-
tecostal movement, spoke of Pentecost as
the Third Great Force in the Christian
world — Protestantism, Catholicism and
Pentecostalism. His remarks on the whole
were remarkably favorable,-coming from
one of high position in the liberal church
world.

There is not space here to record many
of the things that have taken place of
significance in this respect. Recently these
leaders have carried an article of many
pages in their main publication, on Pen-
tecostalism—all favorable.And this is the
magazine that influences tens of thou-
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sands of so-called liberal clergymen! Suf-
fice it to say that just as there were men
like Saul of Tarsus who were leaders in
the religious world in the days of the
Early Church, but whose lives were
changed, so we are on the eve of the
time when God is again taking men who
have previously been against the super-
natural ministry and making them cham-
pions of it.

4. LEAVEN IN THE CHURCH

Unfortunately we cannot be complac-
ent regarding all the developments that
are taking place in the church. History
has a way of repeating itself. There are
always two trends—one of the Spirit. of
God, the other af apostacy. In the days
of Jesus there was a council of religious
leaders called the Pharisees. We are
straightly informed that these men were
fundamental in that they believed in mi-
racles, in the supernatural, in the ministry
of healing. They accepted a literal heaven
and hell, believed in the ministry of
angels, and even prophecied under the
Spirit of God. (John 11:49-51)

Yet when God moved in a mighty way
in Israel they rejected that move. Why?
Simply because the revival did not come
through them. They saw that the atten-
tion. of the people was being diverted
elsewhere rather than to themselves, and
the rise of the new movement was jeop-
ardizing their own hold upon the people.
These religious leaders said “they shall
come and take away both our place and
nation,”

The present revival has many friends.
However it -also has sworn enemies who
are out to stop it if possible.

We are sorry to state that there are
those who minister in Pentecostal
churches who no longer believe that Di-
vine Healing is in the atonement. During
the recent World Pentecostal Conference
a minister of a major Pentecostal organi-
zation allowed himself to be quoted in a
local newspaper that he did not believe
that divine healing was in the atonement,
and rather that it was the will of God
for Christians to be sick. There is a quiet
move going on in certain places to stifle
and throttle the revivals that are being
conducted in America and abroad. It is
very important that those who believe in
the supernatural ministry that gave the
Pentecostal movement birth and initial
impetus should see that men who are put
in office shall fully believe in, not only
in theory but in practice, the manifesta-
tion of the nine gifts of the Spirit.

True there are those who have abused
this ministry. It so happened in Bible
times. Judas had a part in the ministry
and betrayed it. Saul, who was numbered
among the prophets, allowed pride to
come into his heart, and he died forsaken
of God. Baalam permitted a covetous
spirit to rob him of the prophet’s anoint-
ing and judgment came upon him. The
lusts of the flesh caused Samson to fall.
We should he surprised if we did not have

The
Commission was appointed by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury and York, the terms
of reference being: “To consider the the-
ological medical, psychological, and pas-
toral aspects of ‘Divine Healing’ with a
view to providing a report designed to
guide the Church to clearer understand-
ing of the subject.

THE CHOIR OF SWEDISH PASTORS
After travelling through 24 States and
Canada and singing in 41 meetings, the
great Swedish Pentecostal Choir of Pas-
tors which sang at the World Conference
in Toronto last September reached home

safely. Over 100 persons gave themselves
to the Lord in the meetings where they
sang. One of the highlights of their tour
in the States was an opportunity to sing
in the White House.
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FAREWELL AND WELCOME

Philadelphia Church in Stockholm,
Sweden, recently celebrated a double
event. They said farewell to Pastor Lewi
Pethrus who had been their shepherd for
more than 47 years. At the same meeting
Pastor Willis Sawe of Malmo was wel-
comed as the new shepherd of this great
assembly of almost 7,000 members.

FOURTH INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
ON DIVINE HEALING 1959

actively interested in the healing ministry.
The venue of the Conference is Glasgow
and the duration is from.Tuesday eve-
ning July 7 to Wednesday morning July

of Drumblade, Huntly, Aberdeenshire, is
the secretary of the convening committee.

ASSEMBLIES LAY PREACHER LEAVES SICILY

Alberto Castello, 72-year-old American
lay preacher kidnapped and held captive
for a week by Sicilian bandits, left Pal-
ermo, Sicily, with his wife aboard an
Italian liner for New York.

Three months ago the Assemblies of
God layman and his wife, both natural-
ized U. S. citizens from Copiague, New
York, came to Sicily for an extended visit
to their native village of Menfi. While
there he assisted local Protestant churches
and reportedly bought a house. It was
said he even gave some thought to build-
ing a church in the town, but his dreams
were ruined when bandits, supposing him
wealthy, kidnapped him for $8,000 ran-
som. They held him prisoner for a week
in a remote mountain cave, then aban-
doned him. There were conflicting reports
as to whether or not the ransom money
was paid. At any rate, Mr. Castello es-
caped, frightened but unharmed, and re-
joined his wife. Until his departure for
America he voluntarily remained under
police protection.

Either we
teach them to confess and receive physi-
cal deliverance or we become obsessed
with the spirit of physical weakness and
oppression. Either we show them God’s
solution for their problems and relief
from their fears, or their problems will
become our problems and their fears will
fill our life. When we leave our personal
preoccupation and induleences to live
by the “FASTING LIFE”* we will see
the results enumerated and promised by
our God who calls us to the business of
delivering our generation. See Isaiah 58:
6-14.

THE LAW IN OPERATION

We have only to look about us to see
this law in operation. When Churches re-
fuse to condemn sin and maintain a Bible
standard of holiness, the sins of the age
come in and take over, and by their own
condemnation the testimony of the in-
dividual or church is bound.

When we refuse to counteract hate
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with divine love, then hatred and jeal-
ousy with all their hateful kinfolks take
us into captivity. When we refuse to let
Him send His word through us and heal
the believers, then we become bound with
phobias, fears, and afflictions of all kinds.
When we refuse to take God’s way, we
are reduced to the pitiably limited way
of man.

Then, that being true,
IT IS TIME WE FOUND AND USED
THAT WAY. It is time we entered into
the fasting covenant, lived the fasting
life and experienced the results in our
life. It is only in this way that we can
escape the terrible alternative to a life of
deliverance.
