What can you do when others are
not concerned about you enough to help
pray, or to understand your need?

It wasn’t
that Jesus did not hear the woman,
neither did it seem as though Christ com-

This
woman made a petition. It might have
even been called a prayer, but He an-
swered her not a word. Her heavens
turned to brass.

Christ had seemingly refused to answer
her. What should this woman do? She
went crying to the disciples. And I imag-
ine her cry was the same: “If this man
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will not heal me and answer my petition,
will you help me? My daughter is griev-
ously vexed with a devil.

Troubled by the woman’s cry,
the disciples came and besought the Mas-
ter saying, “Send her away, she crieth
after us.”

WHEN OTHERS FAIL

How many times in your distress, after
turning to God, you then have turned to
man for help.

~T RULY the year 1958, which has just passed, has been
L. marked by events of the most startling character—
events that are pointing out the ever-increasing rapidity
of the unfolding pattern of prophetic fulfillment. In this
article we shall take note of some of the most outstand-
ing developments of the year 1958, and their significance
in the prophetic drama of the end time.

THE DRAMA OF THE SATELLITES

As most will agree, the outstanding dramatic develop-
ment of the year 1958 has been the invasion of space with
man-made rockets. A few weeks before 1957 had ended,
there came the startling announcement that Russia had
succeeded in launching a satellite into space. That it had
come into orbit about the earth, circling it once in about
100 minutes. The repercussions of this achievement shook
the world. It showed dramatically that Russian engineer-
ing technique had advanced much faster than had gener-
ally been anticipated. The ominous significance reflected
in the achievement was that if Russia could send a satellite
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into space, she would soon be prepared to send ballistic
missiles armed with hydrogen-bomb warheads to any part
of the globe!

What has occurred during the ensuing year of 1958,
is staggering to the imagination. America, embarrassingly
behind, in the satellite race, did not recover its poise, until
late in January, when the genius of Wernher Von Braun,
the great German scientist now an American citizen, suc-
ceeded in putting an American moon in the sky.

Other dramatic developments followed, one of the most
remarkable of which were the initial shots at the moon—
missiles which indeed went as far as 80,000 miles into
space, though failing to reach their objective. Now even
as this is written we hear tht Russia has sent a rocket
not only to within a few miles of the moon but past it,
to leave the earth’s gravity and become a “new planet
around the sun.”

Beyond the drama of the moon-shots however was the
recent rocket shot of the U.S. which placed a satellite
in orbit, weighing several tons. It carried equipment for
receiving and rebroadcasting the President’s Christmas
message. This successful achievement has opened the way
it is said to placing men on a space paltform within two
years!

America’s intention in her original satellite program
was merely to serve the purpose of peace and scientific
achievement. Russia by the witness of her own words
had a different purpose. Dictator Khrushchev in a speech
calculated to reach the ears of Americans, said, “We will
bury you.” The devil should be given his due. Khrushchev
has never for a moment hidden the real objective of
Russia’s attempt to win the space race. The purpose is to
increase their military potential to the point where no
nation can stand in the way of their plans for world
mastery.

Russia’s proud boasting which accompanied the launch-
ing of Sputnik I and its successful orbitting in the heav-
ens, savors of the pride of the builders of the Tower of
Babel who said: “Go to now, let us build a city and a
tower. whose top may reach unto heaven; and let us make
a name. . .” (Gen. 11:4).

The builders of the Tower of Babel were confounded
and scattered. Russia in due time will suffer a like fate.
However, in the meantime, Red Russia is fulfilling the des-
tiny permitted according to the prophecies of Ezekiel 38.
Khrushchev’s recent!boast in the publicized interview with
Senator Humphrey of Minnesota, declared that Russia is
now able to deliver an inter-continental missile, fully
armed for distances up to and over 6,000 miles. This fact,
which no doubt is true, is fraught with the most sinister
significance. We have spent hundreds of billions of dollars
on bombing planes. on European and African air bases.
on submarines and carriers, and so on. All this expenditure
may soon become obsolete in the emerging specter of push-
button warfare. Such a war of inter-continental missiles,
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with hydrogen bomb warheads being guided in their tra-
jectory for thousands of miles thus insuring that it will
strike with pin-point accuracy, accomplishing its fearful mis-
sion of destruction.

'ED STATES MOVES WITHIN 50 MILES OF RUSSIA
WITH ALASKA BECOMING THE 48th STATE

We have been speaking of Russia as many thousands
of miles from America, and we have always thought of
Russia as being on the other side of the globe. But now
that Alaska in the year 1958 becomes the 49th state of
the union, only the narrow Bering Sea separates the two
countries ithi i f
other, not to speak of inter-continental rockets. The Rus-
sians have never forgotten that the Czar sold this multi-
billion dollar land to the U. S. for the trifling sum of
$7,200,000. What was once theirs they always count as
still theirs. Some time ago when I was visiting the senate
floor, I heard one of the U. S. senators making a stirring
speech on the possibility of Russia launching a Pearl Har-
bor on Alaska. Should she gain Alaska she would have
launching sites for her missiles within a short distance
of the mainland of America—a short distance indeed as
distances are now reckoned in missilery technique.

REVOLUTION IN IRAQ

The third great prophetic development of the year was
the revolution in Iraq, the land where the human race
began, where Adam and Eve fell, and where the Tower
of Babel was built. Less than a year ago, Iraq was con-
sidered the most loyal of all Arab states to pro-western
interests. While other Arab countries wavered in their
sympathies with Nasser and Communism, King Feisal
stood firmly opposed to the Egyptian dictator’s ambition
to promote himself as head of a great Arab confederation.

Then came the startling news of the revolution in July
which was completed in the matter of a few hours. That
night the king was slain and a new government took over
which was more or less hostile to America and the West.

Then followed a tragi-comic sequence of events. To
stay the encroachment of Nasser, the U. S. was forced to
land troops in Lebanon to prevent Nasser’s fifth column
elements from overthrowing the little Arab republic. To
realize how ironic this development was, two years before,
while Russia ravaged and destroyed all liberty in Hun-
gary, the U. S. forced the hands of Israel, Britain and
France, compelling them to withdraw from Egypt, thus
saving the Nasser regime. It was a fateful decision. Russia,
with Hungary crushed and reduced to a slave nation, con-
solidated its hold on Eastern Europe. Nasser, taking ad-
vantage of the reprieve granted him, and more arrogant
than ever, stepped up his hate program, calling for the
assassination of the kings of the United Kingdom of Iraq
and Jordan. How well he succeeded, is witnessed by the
results of the Iraq revolution.
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Therefore to forestall the loss of the entire Near East,
the U. S. was forced to land troops in the Near East—
the very thing that she had not allowed Britain and France
to do. And thus is prophetic fulfillment accelerating its
pace in the Bible lands, leading ever nearer to the day
when all nations will be gathered to the great battle of
Armageddon.

COMMUNES IN RED CHINA

Hardly had the news of the revolution in Iraq reached
the world, and its sobering consequences realized, when
suddenly a war threatened to develop in the Far East over
the off-shore islands near the Chinese mainland. The Chin-
ese Communists however had no intention of precipitating
a world war. That could come later. There was another
purpose in this diversion: Communist China had launched
an experiment, bolder and more diabolical in concept than
any Russia had ever attempted. Their leader, Mao, pro-
posed to take the 640,000,000 Chinese, break up their
home life, place the children in nurseries and compounds,
and transfer the adults to communes. Thus would the
country be completely mobilized into a slave nation, to
be driven by Mao’s henchmen into producing an ever-
increasing flow of supplies and weapons for future
conquest.

Naturally the people of China, traditionally bound by
custom to strong family ties, protested these highhanded
tactics. To divert the people’s attention, the government
precipitated the Quemoy crisis. Their success is witnessed
by a U. S. reporter who was given permission to visit
China recently. Everywhere announcements were made,
“Resist the Americans who plan to land on the China
coast.” Pictures were shown of the U. S. warships that
were accompanying Chiang’s supply ships to the off-shore
islands. The reporter declared that the people were whipped
up. by this propaganda into a frenzied hate-America cam-
paign. Believing that the threat of American invasion was
real the people were permitting Mao’s program of regi-
mentation into communes to proceed practically un-
hindered.

Napoleon once said: “China is asleep. When she awakes
the world will be sorry.” Today she is rising out of her
sleep, but those who are awakening her are inspired by
evil forces worse than those known in Napoleon's day.

What is the significance of these two recent events, one
which occurred in the land of the Euphrates River and the
other in the Far East, just a matter of days apart? In the
short space of this article, we cannot more than touch
on the answer. But we will state the following verses found
in Rev. 16 are certainly suggestive:

“And the sixth angel poured out his vial upon the
great river Euphrates; and the water thereof was dried
up, that the way of the kings of the East might be
prepared. And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs

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Faith healing successes

IRACLES claimed to have been worked during a four-week

evangelical campaign in Nairobi have had such an effect on the
membership of the Pentecostal Assemblies of East Africa that the
Assemblies have advanced their plans to build with Canadian money a
“Christ’s Temple” somewhere in the heart of the city.

An officer of the Assemblies said
this week that negotiations for a
site for the temple were proceeding.
Funds for the building which were
being collected by the Pentecostal
Assembly of Canada would be in-
creased by local efforts and work
on the Temple would begin as soon
as the site was obtained. The
Temple would. be built in con-
temporary style, would seat 2,000
people and would be unlike any
other church in Nairobi. Its ser-
vices would be held in four langu-
ages and it would be the head-
quarters of all the Pentecostal
Assemblies’ activities in  East
Africa.

Evangelist Mr. W. M. Cornman
told the Sunday Post that thousands
of people had flocked to the church
in the past four weeks as a result
of a campaign conducted by Ameri-
can faith-healer Mr. Clifton O.
Erickson. More than 6,000 people
had attended the first open-air
meeting in Shauri Moyo a month
ago, and during the following fort-
night meetings had aftracted at-
tendances of up to 24,000.

Marquee

During the past fortnight there
had been crowded meetings in a

marquee erected at the end of
Delamere Avenue. People of all
races had attended to pray and to
be healed by prayer.

“We cannot say how many
people have been cured of all
kinds of sickness as the result
of our meetings, but it runs
into hundreds”, Mr. Cornman
said.

Giving instances he claimed that
at the first meeting several people
had been cured of deafness after
Mr. Erickson had prayed and told
tiealthy people to clap their hands
at the ears of the deaf. He con-
tinued:

“One Asian boy who had been
deaf for years now hears perfectly
well — three weeks after attending
our meeting.

“A  Kikuyu with diabetes
who had been taking 150 ccs.
of insulin a day and had had
350 injections came to a meet-
ing. The next day he took no
insulin. He has now returned
to his home in Nakuru and is
well on the road to recovery.”

Right at the beginning of the
Erickson campaign, so we have been in-
formed, there were threats against the life
of the evangelist. Brother Erickson, no
man to be intimidated by such threats,
publicly stated that God would protect
him, and that any efforts to injure those
who were conducting the campaign
would bring the curse of God upon those
who were guilty. There were no disturb-
ances. We need to keep men like Clifton
Erickson on the field throughout the
whole year.

By the time this magazine reaches our
readers the Hong Kong meeting, first
campaign in the “gospel invasion” of the
Far East will have ended. Brother Morris
Cerullo and Lester Sumrall conducted this
campaign, held at the last gateway still
open to Red China. We will have full
news of this campaign in the next issue.

Late in January, the Manila campaign,
held in Roxas Park in the heart of the
downtown section, got under way. In the
meantime Sam Todd is in Korea laying
the ground work for future action there.

AN INTRODUCTION TO R. V. CANDELARIA
BY LESTER SUMRALL

Rev. R. V. Candelaria walked into my office one warm May afternoon
in Manila, Philippines and walked into my life and heart. From that first
meeting when he came to inquire if | was a Methodist missionary, as the
newspapers had stated, it was similar to the acquaintance of David and
Jonathan of Biblical history. We liked the same kind of church work—
evangelistic missions. We both longed for spiritual power to meet present
day needs and demands. Our fellowship has been one of enduring
blessedness. He watched me build beautiful Bethel Temple in the heart
of Manila, and became its first Tagolog pastor. We went through the
great Clifton Erickson revival together, then the Oral Roberts revival, and
we are ready for whatever God has prepared and provided for our
future in Christ Jesus.

a Methodist preacher.

My father had planned for me to become a lawyer, but he died too early to realize
his dreams. Through hard work, I was able to finish high school, college and semi-
nary. For twenty-six years I had always longed for God’s anointing. I can say that
there were glorious times in my ministry which I had always enjoyed, but something
kept knocking in my heart. I was never completely satisfied. There was a hunger
that kept on persisting in my heart so that there were times that I thought of quit-
ting since I could not get the full satisfaction and power I had longed for. I consid-
ered myself a failure, but when I told my superiors about resigning, they encouraged
me by saying that I was one of those whose work in the church was above average. In
1950, I was appointed District Superintendent of Manila and in 1952 I was elected
as a ministerial delegate to the General Conference of the Methodist Church in

America.

At that time I came to hear about the Valdez Salvation-Healing campaign, which
was in full swing when I arrived in Manila. Scores of ministers and laymen
came to me and told me about the meetings and they urged me to attend the meet-
ings, but I only laughed at them and I even ridiculed them for attending every meet-

ing that came along.

I never attended those meetings. Instead, I went around not only among the
churches of my district but in other churches and denominations where I was invited
and attacked both Brother Valdez and his campaigns as one that came to deceive
the people and the Christians of this country. But the Lord has His own way of

giving His blessings to those that seek after them.

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HOW | FINALLY CAME TO PENTECOST

During all my travels and campaigns with Brother Sumrall I had never thought
of leaving the Methodist Church. I was still the District Superintendent and that
was one reason why everywhere we went, the churches were open to us. I had
thought of bringing these new things and blessings which I had experienced and
seen to my church. In fact, everywhere I went and preached during those days, I
spoke about divine healing, deliverance from sickness and from evil spirits.

I wes just beginning to enjoy this kind of ministry when the bishop of the Meth-
odist Church and the American missionaries intervened. They were alarmed at what
was taking place.

In my particular district, the Manila District, the bishop, missionaries and other
church dignitaries called me to a meeting and gave me a stiff warning that I must
stop going with the Pentecostal missionaries, and inviting them to our churches.
They brought up some interesting questions during that friendly “inquisiton.” They
asked me, “Why do you invite those Pentecostal missionaries? Don’t you know that
that is against the discipline of our church?”

I made it clear to them that as of that moment I believed more in my Bible than
anything else; that if there should be a conflict between my Bible and my discipline,
I would have no difficulty in deciding which one should prevail — the Bible should
always prevail. I cited to them Mark, chapter 9, where the disciples tried to stop
a divine healing service just because the group holding the service belonged to
another denomination, and to this Jesus told the disciples not to forbid them for
they were also performing miracles in the name of Jesus.

As I speak this message to the people mostly in the open air today, I find that
they are more receptive when I emphasize the love of Jesus, and the brotherhood
of men, making it clear to them that the church cannot save them. Only Jesus can
do that. I find that more people accept the gospel and the Lord Jesus Christ when
we bring to them the pure word of God devoid of denominational and theological
dogmas that only confuse the people.

My difficulties began when I went with the Pentecostal missionaries and invited
them to preach in the ) ethodist churches. When I refused to stop this, the Methodist
bishop removed me as District Superintendent. He fired me! I was so dissatisfied
with that action of the bishop that I asked for a sabbatical leave of one year from
the Methodist Conference. During that year I considered very seriously my next step.

THE PASTORATE OF BETHEL TEMPLE

When I was fired as District Superintendent Brother Sumrall told me this,
“Brother Ruben, I would be the last man on earth to ask you to leave your church,
but if you are removed and you need my help, you are welcome to Bethel Temple
any time.” As I said, I was placed in a position where I had to make an early decision,
so I accepted his offer of the pastorate of Bethel Temple. I have enjoyed preaching
to the hundreds of people at Bethel Temple because I could see hunger in their hearts
and souls for the things of God. The people and I have a common interest and

we enjoy serving the Lord together.
| WAS BAPTIZED IN THE HOLY GHOST

But the crucial moment came. I realized that I was not qualified to become a
pastor of Bethel Temple because I did not have the experience of being Baptized
in the Holy Ghost according to the Bible pattern. I am so thankful for the under-
standing spirit and sympathy from our congregation and fellow workers in Bethel
Temple. They knew I was not Baptized in the Holy Ghost, but they kept praying for
me. They listened to my sermons from Sunday to Sunday. They asked me to pray
for the sick. But when I realized that ! needed the Bapiism of the Holy Ghost, I
was troubled in my spirit. I became restless. At this time some of my friends in the
Methodist Church had been asking me to come back. They came to Bethel Temple
from time to time urging me to come back.

What bothered me regarding the Baptism of the Holy Ghost was the matter of
speaking in tongues. I had said to myself, “Maybe I would not speak in tongues for
the next one thousand years.” The teaching was so new to me. While I had read it
time and again from the New Testament, I did not give much thought to it, because
during my seven years in the seminary it was never mentioned, much less empha-
sized. It has never been taught in the Methodist Church, and so I had a hard time
reconciling myself to this doctrine and teaching.

I was greatly challenged, and I started to fast and pray. Brother Ralph Byrd and
Brother Reb prayed with me daily that I might receive the Holy Ghost. I was about
ready to give up. One afternoon I went to Roxas Park and prayed on the top of the
hill overlooking that great space where Brother Erickson preached to thousands
of people for thirty successive nights. There I pleaded with the Lord. I said, “Lord
it was right here on this spot where I used to pray every night for a mighty revival
in Manila. It was in this place where I saw thousands of people saved and healed
by Thy power and it was in this place where I saw Your miracles. Now, Lord, won't
You do another miracle by giving me this great blessing of the Holy Ghost?”

When Brother Byrd and Brother Reb and I entered the office, I told them that I
didn’t think I would receive the Baptism that day. I didn’t seem to be ready, but they
said to me, “Don’t be discouraged, Brother, you do not know what the Lord will
do. Let us just kneel down now and pray.”

As we knelt on that cement floor, I could hardly move my frail body. I could
hardly raise my hands. But as I did so, I felt something. Brother Byrd and Brother
Reb cried unto the Lord for me, and I felt the presence of the Lord as we started
to pray and worship Him in that room that day.

A WORD FROM MORRIS CERULLO
CONCERNING THE MINISTRY OF
RALPH BENDER

Brother Bender has been known
throughout the U. S. as a successful
pastor, the result of building up
some of the finest churches in the
East. For three years he has trav-
eled by my side, and is very be-
loved. The following is a synopsis
of his ministry, which | am sure you
will enjoy.

T WAS a gloomy day in the Bender

home. The doctor had diagnosed

mother’s illness — cancer! She had only
one chance in a hundred to live.

MOTHER HEALED OF CANCER

This did not discourage mother, how-
ever. She remembered reading the Scrip-
tures of the healing power of Christ. She
left the doctor’s office, refusing to under-
go surgery. After many months of prayer
and study of God’s Word, she began to
lay hold of the promises of God for her
healing. t

One day, as she worked in the kitchen,
she felt something warm flow over her
from head to toe. As she sang and
praised God, deliverance came. She was
completely healed. More than forty years
have passed. Mother is still in good
health.

I am conscious of the fact that this
experience of divine deliverance was part
of the plan of God for my future min-
istry and also prepared me for my cur-
rent association with Evangelist Morris
Cerullo.

Entering the ministry as a very young
man in a pioneer work in Erie, Pennsyl-
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vania, God gave me many wonderful ex-
periences.

| BEGIN TO PRAY FOR THE SICK

One evening, after a service, a young
man approached me and said, “If you be-
lieve what you are preaching to be true,
then pray for me and I will be healed.”

This was a great challenge to me, as
my ministry to the sick was in its infancy.
Now I had to put into practice what I
had been preaching. This man had a stift
knee, due to some torn ligaments. He
was desperate to be healed. After min-
istering to him, he began to bend his
knee. Immediately, he was healed.

This strengthened my faith and I sup-
pose God knew that this had to happen
to me to cause me to launch out in a
fuller measure. From then on I was not
afraid of the hardest cases. This man and
many of his relatives came into the
church as a direct result of his healing.

My next pastorate was in Waynesboro,
Pennsylvania. The people there had be-
come discouraged and there was only a
hand full to preach to. There was a great
burden of indebtedness upon the small
church they had built. God proved His
mighty hand in the way of finances as
well as the building up of the church in
general. Slowly but surely the people
came and souls were saved and filled with
the Spirit. The crowds grew until the
church would not hold all the people.
When there were services the people
stood out in the streets.

One outstanding feature of our min-
istry there was that of the healing of a
small child whose parents had called us
in the hour of desperation when the doc-
tors and specialists had pronounced the
child incurable. The parents were un-
saved and as we entered the home we
found them weeping hysterically. After
trying to calm them as best we could we
unfolded the plan of salvation to them.
They received Christ into their hearts
and immediately found peace. Then we
went into the adjoining room to minister
to the sick child. He lay as though dead,
but as we prayed God moved upon the

child and he began to stir, and show
signs of life.

We left the home, and the next day
we got a call from the parents that the
child was completely normal, much to
the surprise of the specialists. For the
duration of our ministry there this whole
family was faithful to the church and
several more experienced salvation
through their lives.

Another one of our pastorates was at
the Glad Tidings Tabernacle in Reading,
Pennsylvania. There again the church was
at a very low ebb. Things looked very
discouraging but we believed God had
sent us there and so we struggled along
until God gave us a break, and people
began to become interested and the
church grew.

PITTSBURGH, PENNSYLVANIA

After eight years in this assembly we
accepted the call to the Evangelistic Tem-
ple in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.

This proved to be the crowning effort
of all of our years of ministry up to
this point. Here in this city of over 700,-
000 people, divine healing played a prom-
inent part.

From the very beginning of our min-
istry, hundreds attended the services reg-
ularly. The mid-week services were almost
as largely attended as the Sunday evening
services. It was not unusual to have fif-
teen people walk out for salvation in one
service. Many were slain under the power
of God and received the Holy Ghost Bap-
tism. People came for many miles to at-
tend the services. Many came as a direct
result of our daily broadcast from the
temple. God was moving in a glorious
way. Here in this city we had the privi-
lege of ministering to thousands of sick
people and see God work miracles in
their bodies. The healing lines became
larger and larger at each service. Un-
saved people came to be ministered to
for their bodies and went away healed
in their souls also.

The church grew by leaps and bounds
until hundreds of people were added to
the membership of the church.

INVITED TO JOIN THE MORRIS CERULLO
PARTY

and I felt the urge to go out and do a
greater work for God. We at first con-
sidered going out together but as we
waited on God we felt that something
else would develop. It was about this time
that we invited Evangelist Morris Cerullo
to our church for a campaign. The Lord
gave us a wonderful revival and as we
became more and more acquainted with
Brother Ceruilo, God spoke to him about
inviting us to go out on the field with
him.

We prayed much about it and gave the
invitation a lot of serious consideration.

We do not say that these events are
the fulfillment of this prophecy, but are
they not harbingers of it? The recent
developments in Iraq, land of the River
Euphrates, and the drying up the western
power there, so strengthened the lands
of the war-lords of the Far East that
they felt themselves safe to threaten the
world with a war. In the meantime the
diversion has made it possible for Mao
to mobilize two-thirds of a billion people
for the coming—the great war of Arma-
geddon:

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Dear Brother Grant:

I have gone to several healing campaigns, but I
have never seen a miracle. What do you think is
wrong ?

I have gone to healing meetings myself, for twenty-
five years, and I have seen very few miracles. I had
rather not see with my natural eyes, for they are
prone to doubt, or to have a question mark in them.
My natural reasoning might hinder God from doing
His work.

I remember one night at a little church in Arkansas,
a few years ago, I told them that there was a man in
the audience who walked on crutches. He stood and
was healed instantly, and went to work the next day!
I did not see him healed with my natural eyes. I saw
it by the eye of faith, before hand. This past week
in McMinnville, Oregon a man came along who had
his foot broken the day before. He was in a long
cast, and on crutches. Instantly, he discarded his
crutches. The men cut the cast off. He ran all over
the house, perfectly well, but I did not see that mi-
racle. I saw him before 'and after. I saw the mani-
festations.

Fary Hatchcock, of Wynedot, Michigan shot his
eyeball with a B. B. gun. The doctors operated on that
eye, leaving it small and rather square shaped. He
was to be totally blind in that eye for life. They said
it would be a miracle if the other eye did not go blind.
We prayed for him in the hospital in Detroit. About
three days later they brought the boy to our meeting
in Flint, perfectly whole. Both eyes were the same
size and shape. Both of them were perfect!

Mrs. Manning from Bird, Texas came to our meet-
ing in Breckenridge, Texas. God showed me that a
lady was there who was totally blind in her left eye.
She came forward and could see fine print by the
time she got to the front. Her eye was perfect. She
had been totally blind in that eye for fourteen years.

On the plane on my way to Collinville, Illinois to
a tent meeting, God showed me that there would be
a woman there with a total blind eye—with the eye-
ball paralyzed. I called for her when I began to
preach. She came forward and was instantly healed.

I did not see the miracle. I was not looking with my

natural eyes. I saw it with my spiritual eyes on the
plane before I arrived.

In our tent meeting in Malvern, Arkansas, two
people were there with cancers on their faces—a man
and a woman who did not know each other. After
prayer both of these testified that the cancers fell
off their face. One fell off under the tent. Many peo-
ple saw them before and after. I did not see the
miracle. The other night a lady came for prayer who
had one ear drum missing. She was totally deaf in
that ear. After prayer she could hear a whisper. The
ear was just like the other one. That miracle took
place on the inside of her head. I did not see it.

A man outside the church told me that he was a
sinner and wanted to be saved. As I prayed he re-
joiced and accepted the Lord. It was a great miracle,
but I did not see it as it took place inside the man.
The Spirit is like the wind. You can’t tell from where
it came or where it goes. You hear the sound thereof.

A Baptist man had been a teacher in the army and
a noted wrestler, came to the prayer room about three
weeks ago. I started to pray for him, and he was glo-
riously filled with the Holy Ghost. I saw no miracle.
I saw only the manifestation.

If I had my choice of seeing an angel with my nat-
ural eyes or not seeing one, I would choose not to
see one. If I had my choice of hearing God speak to
me in an audible voice or hearing Him with my spirit-
ual ear I would choose the latter. Why? Because it
is more real to me. My natural senses may fool me,
but not the spiritual ones. I would be prone to doubt
the natural senses, but never the spiritual senses.
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We thank God for sending His servant,
Brother James Dunn, to the Evangelistie
Center in Berlin, an island in a Red Sea.
Here we preach.the Full Gospel Message
to thousands who come from behind the
Iron Curtain. The anointing of the Lord
was so mighty upon Brother Dunn as he
ministered here that the testimony was
as we read it in the Acts of the Apostles:

“Now when they heard this they
were pricked in their hearts and said
unto Peter and the rest of the apostles,
men and brethren what shall we do.”

That was why the altar was filled night after night in these
meetings. It was also a new experience for Berlin to have a
servant of God with various gifts of the Holy Spirit. This
news soon spread throughout the city with over two million
people in the West Sector, and over one million in the Com-
munist Sector. They crowded in so that every seat in the
auditorium was taken, and folk were standing around the
walls. The special gift of the Word of Knowledge, which God
manifests through Brother Dunn, served to strengthen the
faith of all who saw and heard. It was a touching thing to
see the folk say “Auf wiedersehen” in the farewell service
as they waved their handkerchiefs while singing “God Be With
You 'Till We Meet Again.”

There were so many personal testimonies handed me the
last night that I cannot quote them all, but I feel that a num-
ber should be included in this report. I only make short
quotes from these: “These meetings have meant the beginning
of a new life for many people who visited the services with
Brother Dunn.”
