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SIGNIRCANT EVENTS NOW OCCURRING IN THE LAND OF ISRAEL

A FEW weeks ago we visited
Jerusalem—the city which Isa.

2:2-4, declares, will someday be the
capital of the world. During our stay
there we walked among the trees of
Gethsemane on the slope of the Mt.
of Olives (now guarded against tour-
ist vandals who cut branches from
the trees, some of which have been
there, it is said, since the days of
Jesus.) We stood on the sacred soil
of that hill called Calvary where once

GORDON LINDSAY flowed the blood of the bleeding body
of our Saviour, and we knelt at the nearby empty tomb from
whence our Lord Jesus Christ was gloriously resurrected. Alto-
gether it is a city whose scenes and associations fill one with
awe when they visit it.

As we traveled over Israel, our thoughts were concerned with
events now occurring in• this land that is so soon to become
the focus of world developments. A land which even now is
under travail, and Where soon on its plains of Megiddo, the
armies of the world shall meet in head long collision. A land
which must shortly go into the very furnace of testing.

In the following paragraphs we shall discuss some of the
important prophetic developments that are taking place in this
land of Palestine and their significance. We shall also note that
Old Testament prophecies are givir the clue to the discovery
of important natural resources. We believe the time is at hand
for action in Israel, and we pray that God's people may be
stirred to a new burden of prayer for this nation.

OIL IN THE NEGE3
One of the most momentous items of news is the oil strike

in the Negeb, the first in the history of Israel. In the song of
Moses which were the last words of that prophet, we read,
Deut. 32:13, "He made him ride on the high places of the
earth, that he might eat the increase of the fields; and he made
him to suck honey out of the rock, and oil Out of the flinty
rock." The verse speaks of oil Out of the rock, in the land of
Israel!

All through the Mid-East lie vast deposits of oil, but until
now none had ever been found in Israel. The Jews reading this
Biblical passage were inspired to continue the search, although
the British. during the time of their mandate had failed to find
anything but dry holes. Now the search has paid off, and Israel
has found oil not far from the troublesome Gaza strip on the
Egyptian border. The drill that was boring, suddenly exploded
skyward and was followed by "oil out of the flinty rock!"

The finding of oil is of tremendous significance. It is quite
possible that under the layer of rock lies a pool of oil com-
parable to those found in Kuwait and Iraq where two-thirds
of the world's proven resources lie. If so, it will doubtless
become a magnet of attraction to the Beast Power which shall
overrun the land at the time of the end. (Dan. 11:45-42:1)

While we are speaking of the development of the resources

second reason, of course, and real reason, which probably is
unknown to either Russia or Nasser, is that prophecy must be
fulfilled. It is the hour for the Jew to return to Palestine. Ezek.
36:24, "For I will take you from among the heathen, and gather
you out of all countries, and will bring you into your own
land."

In permitting what is estimated to be 100,000 Romanian
Jews to return to Israel this year, Khruschev is reminding Nasser
that he has power to return nearly three million Russian Jews
to that country!

Nasser's plans for a future war of extermination against
Israel is easily seen from his statement in his recent book, THIS
IS ZIONISM: "The war between us and Zionism has not yet
ended, and perhaps has not yet even begun. For us this war
of tomorrow or the near future means the ending of a disgrace,
the realization of a hope and the regaining of rights."

In the captured top secret directives to the Egyptian Army,
is the statement: "Every commander must prepare himself and
his soldiers for the important battle with Israel in which we
are fully immersed, with the aim of realizing our lofty tradition,
to overpower and destroy Israel in the shortest possible time,
and with the greatest brutality and bestiality in battle." The
spirit that activated Hitler against the Jews is clearly seen to
he reborn in Nasserism.

WHAT MUST NOW BE DONE?
It is true that no great revivals have yet developed in Israel.

Bound in the grave clothes of Judaism, the people are blind
to the call of the Gospel. Only a few small gospel missions exist
at present in this nation. If a Jew there is converted, where can
he go? Who will give him a job? The fact is, such a one is
considered a traitor to his race.

However, God has an answer. We can reach the ear of the
masses through the one door that is slightly open. The Church
message as such, has little effect. That door is apparently
closed, despite the expenditures of large sums of money to try
to open it. The one door that is open, if but slightly, is in the
Messianic approach. The hope of the coming of the Messiah has
never altogether died out in the Jewish heart. (John 4:25). And
dispensationally this is the hour when this people who once
rejected Christ and who were cut off from the "olive tree" are
to be given opportunity to be grafted back in.

"And they also, if they abide not still in unbelief, shall
be grafted in: for God is able to graft them in again. For
if thou wert cut Out of the olive tree which is wild by
nature, and wert grafted contrary to nature into a good
olive tree: how much more shall these, which be the nat-
ural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree? For
I would not, Brethren, that ye should be ignorant . . . that
blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of
the Gentiles be come in And so all Israel shall be saved."

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The Story of the Work and Ministry
of The Voice of Healing

F OR MANY years as an evangelist on
the American field, we held cam-

paigns in various parts of the country,
and had excellent opportuniLy to observe
the general State of evangelism as it ex-
isted at that time. The truth was, we were
eventually compelled to admit, that evan-
gelism had declined and was only a weak
force in our nation. Weekday audiences
rarely ran over a hundred, and it was a
exception if there were more than a halt
dozen sinners in the congregation. Evan-
gelism was not taken seriously by the
people.

THE MINISTRY OF THE SUPERNATURAL
Nevertheless we were certain that God

had a plan, and the more that we con-
sidered the matter in the light of God's
word, the more our convictions deep-
ened that the answer to a new powerful
evangelistic effort that would reach not
only America, but the nations of the
world, was a return to the ministry of
the supernatural. Jesus said, "Go ye into
all the world and preach the gospel to
every creature," but He also said, "And
these signs shall follow them that be-
lieve." The "signs" were the authority of
the ministry that would reach the world.

Shortly after the late war, God began
to speak to the church. He was telling
His people that if they were to fulfill the
Great Commission it was necessary for
them to return to the supernatural min-
istry. About this time the Lord led us,
with the assistance of certain other faith-
ful brethren, to found THE VOICE OF
HEALING MAGAZINE, to publicize
the supernatural ministry. God began to
raise up men of faith who had special
gifts of the Spirit, especially the ministry
of healing. Strange it was to some, that
these were not men of renown in the
church world, nor had they received uni-
versity degrees. Their message was gladly
received by most of the people although
from some they met with persecution.
THE VOICE OF HEALING magazine
became the organ in the providence of
God, to champion this ministry, and
bring this message of deliverance to the
attention of the people. Around THE
VOICE OF HEALING, men of faith
rallied for strength and encouragement
in fulfilling the ministry God gave to
them.

THE RISE OF SUPERNATURAL
EVANGELISM

It became our privilege at that time
to bring before the attention of the peo-

pIe of America, many of these specially
God-anointed ministries. Soon in every
major city of America, revivals moved
out of the little buildings into large audi-
toriums and tent cathedrals.

EVANGELISM OF FOREIGN LANDS
The ministry of miracles proved to be

the means of reaching multitudes in
America. Was it the ministry that would
do the job in other lands? For many
years we had a deep desire to see a
great move on the mission fields. How-
ever, without a miracle ministry the job
was not an easy one. In fact, the progress
of missions over the years has been pain-
fully slow. Would not the miracle min-
istry be just the means of reaching the
masses in foreign lands? Early in 1949,
we made a trip to Mexico unannounced
with the one purpose of seeing the effect
of this ministry in an area where mis-
sionary work was more or less at a stand-
still. The result more than fulfilled our
expectations. People came from every di-
rection to attend the meetings, and after
they had witnessed the miracles, they
were quite ready to turn to the Lord
Jesus Christ as their Saviour and this in
great numbers.
THE PUBLICATION OF FAITH LITERATURE

One of the things we felt at the time
was that was sadly needed, was the pub-
lication of faith literature. Many of the
books found in even our Full Gospel
bookstores were not really faith books
at all, but more or less taught what
might be called the "doctrine of invalid-
ism." People were to reconcile them-
selves to sickness and disease as the gift
of a Heavenly Father who being infin-
itely wise, often sent cancers, tumors,
T.B. to people as a love token, a bless-
ing in disguise. This kind of teaching
of course, was one of the basic causes
for the lack of faith in the hearts of
many Christians. We felt that God would
have us do something about this, and
from this vision has been built a publish-
ing plant that has printed and circulated
millions of faith books all over the
world. Indeed the publication of faith
literature has become one of our most
important ministries.

Recently this ministry has been aug-
mented by the institution of a world
correspondence course for the purpose of
bringing the dynamic truths of the Bible
to people all over the world. It is de-
signed so that a few minutes of study
each day will give the student in the

course of time, a knowledge of the great
Bible subjects.

VOICE OF HEALING HAS BEEN THE SOURCE

While an ever-increasing work of

world missions radiates out from THE

RADIO IN FOREIGN LANDS
While there are as many as a dozen or

more radio broadcasts that are on the
air each day of the week in most cities
of America, yet in overseas lands, with
a few notable exceptions, there are prac-
tically, no such regular daily programs—
that is programs that carry the ministry
of deliverance. We have felt that there
should be regular radio broadcasts in
many nations of the world, not once a
week, but daily. For this reason we have
been for years supporting a daily radio
network that is covering much of Central
America and other Spanish countries.
Plans now envision the coverage being
extended to all of Latin America. The
radio is another great tool in our pro-
gram for mass revival.

ORGANIZED INVASIONS OF MASS REVIVAL
FOLLOWED BY THE BUILDING OF

REVIVAL CENTERS
The time has now come, however,

when we must organize to reach whole
nations at a time, through "gospel inva-
sions." The recent Philippine project
shows that it can be done. Many other
countries are now opening up.

These invasions must be followed by
the building of revival centers to take
care of the converts. The development
of such projects under the "revolving
fund" principle, is the most important
need of the hour. We must continue to
see great campaigns in the large cities
of the world, but they must also be fol-
lowed up, by the building of revival cen-

On March 20, came word that the

Massachusetts Institute of Technology an-
nounced that they had "bounced" a radar
signal off the Planet Venus, a round trip
distance of some 56 million miles! This
is by far the greatest distance in which
man has succeeded in intercepting a radio
signal. Radio waves travel at a speed of
186,000 miles per second. That means
that about five minutes were required for
the signal to go and return. Man's effec-
tive range of communication has thus
been pushed a hundred times farther into
space.

It is common knowledge that the U.S.
and Canada at the enormous expense of
many billions of dollars have built a radar
network in northern Canada to provide
warning against a Russian attack from
over the pole. A new development may
render this costly and elaborate equip-
ment worthless. Last summer the U.S.
detonated three atomic bombs at an alti-
tude of 300 miles. Within an hour the
earth was enveloped in a curtain of radia-
tion. This curtain acts to mess up radio
and radar frequencies in such a way as
to blank out all communication. U.S.
News and World Report declares that it
"can destroy the effectiveness of early
warning systems and missile tracking de-
vices." Thus we see that as fast as man
invents devices that will protect him from
atomic destruction, another invention ren-
ders it worthless.

Perhaps the most fantastic thing about
this experiment was that it was suggested
by a Greek immigrant who was not taken
seriously by scientists here in America.
He was so persistent however, that he
finally got a hearing on his theories of
what would happen if atomic bomb ex-
plosions were made in outer space. The
tests were conducted and his theory was
proven true. This means that a few high-
altitude atomic bomb explosions by Rus-
sia could render ineffective all warning
radar networks when the hour of a
planned surprise attack drew near.

This demonstrates once more that
there is no true protection against the
forces of destruction that now exist in
the world—save the one found in the
91st Psalm: 'He that dwelleth in the
secret place of the Most High shall abide
under the shadow of the Almighty.
Ten thousand shall fall at thy right hand,

but it shall not come nigh thee." (Psa.
91)

What will happen in the world when
these forces of destruction now held in
leash, are let loose upon the world? What
will be the reaction of the people?

A few weeks ago in London, a British
television drama had just started when
the program 'as interrupted with a flash
message given in ominous tones: "We
are interrupting the program. . . Tonight
a new and terrifying satellite has been
launched in outer space! . . . It hangs
stationary over London! Here it is seen
from a camera on top of Television
House." A dim sputnik-like object ap-
peared on the screen and the announcer
continuel. Is this an enemy space plat-
form? The Prime-minister has called an
emergency Defense Council Meeting.

People just tuning in not knowing it
was only a television drama were tern-
fled. Emergency calls came from all over
the city. Women fainted in front of the
television sets, others rushed out into the
streets crying the alarm. One man phoned
for help, saying, "My wife is suffering
terribly from shock. I cannot pacify her."
Physicians complained of the effect on
their patients.

A similar incident happened in Amer-
ica in 1938, during Orson Wells' broad-
cast of the "War of the Worlds." Panic
spread all over the East, and some were
injured in attempted flight to safety.

What will happen when the judgments
spoken of in the Book of Revelation be-
gin to be fulfilled? The answer is found
in Revelation 6:15-17:

"And the kings of the earth, and
the great men, and the rich men, and
the chief captains, and the mighty
men, and every bondman, and every
free man, hid themselves in the
dens and in the rocks of the moun-
tains; And said to the mountains;

from the face of him that sitteth on
the throne, and from the wrath df
the Lamb: For the great day of his
wrath is come: and who shall be able
to stand?"

What has been the chief result of the
revolution in Cuba and how will it effect
America?

But what has happened now that the
Castro regime is in the saddle? The exe-

cution of over 500 people after brief
mock trials in kangaroo courts was not
reassuring. But the real cause for alarm
is the fact that the Communist leaders
of Cuba are now firmly entrenched in the
new government. Castro, not aCommun-
ist himself, is a victim of his own revo-
lution. The Communists who were quick
to jump on the Castro bandwagon once
it really got rolling, are now grasping for
the reins. Anti- Communists are being shot
in the general purge. Should the situation
continue to develop as it has, Cuba may
soon be another Guatemala. Whether
Castro can stop it from going that far
remains to be seen. If not then we could
well have a Communist country only
ninety miles from our shores, a potential
menace in time of war.

While the U.S. is busy sending up satel-
lites and getting them equipped to photo-
graph the earth's surface, the uncomfort-
able thought has dawned upon military
authorities that perhaps Russia may be
ahead of us in this. And that at any time
there may be a satellite spy moving over
us once every hour to photograph or
televise military movements in our coun-
try. Hurriedly, special super-sensitive
antennas with wires in long parallel lines,
have been erected by the army in many
parts of the country and sensitive receiv-
ing equipment is being installed to watch
for Soviet satellite spies that may be
snooping high over North America to
send back information to Russia. All
these demonstrate that the world is fast
heading for the most gigantic military
clash in history.

We supposed that the terrors associated

A bomb that could
wipe Out a city the size of New York
seemed to be as bad a thing as could be
imagined. But now we learn that a new
horror, above all this, threatens the world.

Whenever there is an atomic bomb ex-
plosion a poisonous element called
Strontium 90 is released in the atmos-
phere. This is cumulative and the total
amount increases after each explosion. It
has been found that this strontium is ab-
sorbed by such plants as wheat and other
cereals. When foods from these plants
are eaten the strontium in them is in turn
absorbed by the hones of the human
body. This builds up, especially in chil-

and Canada at the enormous expense of 
many billions of dollars have built a radar 
network in northern Canada to provide 
warning against a Russian attack from 
over the pole. A new development may 
render this costly and elaborate equip-
ment worthless. Last summer the U.S. 
detonated three atomic bombs at an alti-
tude of 300 miles. Within an hour the 
earth was enveloped in a curtain of radia-
tion. This curtain acts to mess up radio 
and radar frequencies in such a way as 
to blank out all communication. U.S. 
News and World Report declares that it 
"can destroy the effectiveness of early 
warning systems and missile tracking de-
vices." Thus we see that as fast as man 
invents devices that will protect him from 
atomic destruction, another invention ren-
ders it worthless. 

Perhaps the most fantastic thing about 
this experiment was that it was suggested 
by a Greek immigrant who was not taken 
seriously by scientists here in America. 
He was so persistent however, that he 
finally got a hearing on his theories of 
what would happen if atomic bomb ex-
plosions were made in outer space. The 
tests were conducted and his theory was 
proven true. This means that a few high-
altitude atomic bomb explosions by Rus-
sia could render ineffective all warning 
radar networks when the hour of a 
planned surprise attack drew near. 

This demonstrates once more that 
there is no true protection against the 
forces of destruction that now exist in 
the world—save the one found in the 
91st Psalm: "He that dwelleth in the 
secret place of the Most High shall abide 
under the shadow of the Almighty. . . 
Ten thousand shall fall at thy right hand,  

but it shall not come nigh thee." (Psa. 
91) 

PANIC IN LONDON 
What will happen in the world when 

these forces of destruction now held in 
leash, are let loose upon the world? What 
will be the reaction of the people? 

A few weeks ago in London, a British 
television drama had just started when 
the program Was interrupted with a flash 
message given in ominous tones: "We 
are interrupting the program, . . Tonight 
a new and terrifying satellite has been 
launched in outer space! . . . It hangs 
stationary over London! Here it is seen 
from a camera on top of Television 
House." A dim sputnik-like object ap-
peared on the screen and the announcer 
continued. -Is this an enemy space plat-
form? The Prime-minister has called an 
emergency Defense Council Meeting. . ." 

People just tuning in not knowing it 
was only a television drama were terri-
fied. Emergency calls came from all over 
the city. Women fainted in front of the 
television sets, others rushed out into the 
streets crying the alarm. One man phoned 
for help, saying, "My wife is suffering 
terribly from shock. I cannot pacify her." 
Physicians complained of the effect on 
their patients. 

A similar incident happened in Amer-
ica in 1938, during Orson Wells' broad-
cast of the "War of the Worlds." Panic 
spread all over the East, and some were 
injured in attempted flight to safety. 

What will happen when the judgments 
spoken of in the Book of Revelation be-
gin to be fulfilled? The answer is found 
in Revelation 6:15-17: 

"And the kings of the earth, and 
the great men, and the rich men, and 
the chief captains, and the mighty 
men, and every bondman, and every 
free man, hid themselves in the 
dens and in the rocks of the moun-
tains; And said to the mountains; 
and rocks, Fall on us, and hide us 
from the face of him that sitteth on 
the throne, and from the wrath clf 
the Lamb: For the great day of his 
wrath is come: and who shall be able 
to stand?" 

THE RISE OF COMMUNISM IN CUBA 
What has been the chief result of the 

revolution in Cuba and how will it effect 
America? People in the U.S. rather sym-
pathized with the overthrow of the cor-
rupt regime of Batista. 

But what has happened now that the 
Castro regime is in the saddle? The exe- 

cution of over 500 people after brief 
mock trials in kangaroo courts was not 
reassuring. But the real cause for alarm 
is the fact that the Communist leaders 
of Cuba are now firmly entrenched in the 
new government. Castro, not a Commun-
ist himself, is a victim of his own revo-
lution. The Communists who were quick 
to jump on the Castro bandwagon once 
it really got rolling, are now grasping for 
the reins. Anti- Communists are being shot 
in the general purge. Should the situation 
contintie to develop as it has, Cuba may 
soon be another Guatemala. Whether 
Castro can stop it from going that far 
remains to be seen. If not then we could 
well have a Communist country only 
ninety miles from our shores, a potential 
menace in time of war. 

A SPY IN THE SKY? 
While the U.S. is busy sending up satel-

lites and getting them equipped to photo-
graph the earth's surface, the uncomfort-
able thought has dawned upon military 
authorities that perhaps Russia may be 
ahead of us in this. And that at any time 
there may be a satellite spy moving over 
us once every hour to photograph or 
televise military movements in our coun-
try. Hurriedly, special super-sensitive 
antennas with wires in long parallel lines, 
have been erected by the army in many 
parts of the country and sensitive receiv-
ing equipment is being installed to watch 
for Soviet satellite spies that may be 
snooping high over North America to 
send back information to Russia. All 
these demonstrate that the world is fast 
heading for the most gigantic military 
clash in history. 

THE NEW ATOMIC FALL -OUT HORROR 
We supposed that the terrors associated 

with atomic bomb explosions had just 
about been exhausted. A bomb that could 
wipe out a city the size of New York 
seemed to be as bad a thing as could be 
imagined. But now we learn that a new 
horror, above all this, threatens the world. 
This is the radioactive fall-out. 

Whenever there is an atomic bomb ex-
plosion a poisonous element called 
Strontium 90 is released in the atmos-
phere. This is cumulative and the total 
amount increases after each explosion. It 
has been found that this strontium is ab-
sorbed by such plants as wheat and other 
cereals. When foods from these plants 
are eaten the strontium in them is in turn 
absorbed by the bones of the human 
body. This builds up, especially in chil-
