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IT MAKES A BIG DIFFERENCE

"Be not afraid, only believe"

EAR is one of the mightiest weapons

that the devil uses against God’s peo-
ple, and every man needs a proper under-
standing of God’s method of deliverance
from this harassment.

The Scriptures declare that perfect
love casteth out fear, and also informs us
that fear hath torment. Satan uses this
instrument on all men. Christians have
been defeated in their lives as a result
of fear. I am not speaking of fear in the
sense of reverence, but of apprehension,
anxiety, etc. The fear that is reverence,
or proper respect—we all need. To be
afraid of real danger is right and healthy,
for it causes us to be careful; but this
tormenting fear that blinds and binds, is
hatched in Hell. Its father is doubt, and
its mother is sin consciousness. It limits
a man with great abilities; takes godly
pecple and causes them to hide away
their talents and do nothing, for fear of
doing something wrong, or making a mis-
take. I have seen great minds bound in
silence, and it was nothing but fear of
what people would think of them.

Satan tells this kind of person, “Peo-
ple will think you are ‘showing off’,” or
he will accuse them of having too much
ego, and tell them that they just want a
place of eminence and therefore should
humbly keep quiet in order to develop a
finer quality in their spirit.

There is a DEMON OF FEAR as well
as human fear. Job had a fear of things
that would come upon him; this is faith
in reverse, and his fear materialized, and
I cannot help but think that this helped
break the “hedge” down from around Job.

— Mark 5:36

I know a man similar to Job who has
thousands of dollars in the bank, but
constantly complains that one day he will
lose it all, and will end up in the “poor
house.” This attitude of fear robs him
of all the benefits or joy of the Christian
life, the security he has worked so hard
to build, and has made him a spiritual
pauper.

A man phoned me one day, while I was
in a campaign in his city, and informed
me that he was afraid to get out of his
house, and that the devil had told him
that if he left the house he would kill
someone. He was afraid to drive. I im-
mediately told him to get out of his
house, get his car out and come to the
meeting and he would defeat the devil.
Finally, I persuaded him to come and he
was delivered. His first step to freedom
was when he took a positive act against
this tormenting fear. If we want God to
give us deliverance, we will have to ac-
cept what He has already done and begin
to believe that we are what God declares
us to be.

Fear robs us of our joy and peace, yet
God declares He gives us joy at midnight.
Also that “The chastisement of our peace
is upon Him.” Christ actually suffered
for our peace, it is part of our inherit-
ance. Most Christians understand that
Christ has saved them, and that God can
do everything, but they do not have a
proper understanding of what we are to
do in order to have the joy, peace and
victory Christ has brought.

The great reason fear has taken hold
on so many of God’s people and defeated
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them is because they do not understand
the Christian confession; that is, what we
as Christians should confess about our-
selves. I have found that this is the
greatest instrument for defeating Satan,
fears, sicknesses, poverty, weakness and
failures. The Greek word rendered ‘“con-
fession” in the New Testament means,
acknowledgment, or saying the same
thing. It is in reality saying what God
says about any situation—sickness, sin or
any other problem, including fear.

May I illustrate: A lady in Fresno, Cal-
ifornia, had arthritis and could not open
her hand. For fifteen years she had been
thus. She had been prayed for many times
by the leading men in the healing min-
istry, but alas she was not healed. I had
prayed for her as well, and she had not
accepted her healing. She wanted a mi-
racle, but she did not have miracle faith.
I challenged her to begin to confess that
she was what God declared her to be.
For the Scriptures declare, “Himself took
our infirmities and bare our sickness . . .
and by His stripes we are healed.” I
asked her to believe in her heart while
confessing with her mouth the Lord Jesus
as her healer, on the basis of these state-
ments from God’s word. She began daily
to confess that “With His stripes we are
healed” and “They shall lay hands on
the sick and they shall recover.” And

every day she thanked the Lord that she
would be better because He was daily
making her better. After five days of con-
fessing that she was being made what
God declared her to be, God made her
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whole. She stood to her feet and opened
her hands in the services, and told what
I had instructed her to do, and how God
had healed her.

This truth of word confession can bring
us out of the darkness of sin conscious-
ness and develop in us a righteous con-
sciousness which every child of God
should have. This is the secret to deliv-
erance. Thousands of God’s children have
developed a sin consciousness in their
lives, when they should know that Christ
has been made unto them righteousness,
sanctification and redemption.

Most fears are unfounded and there-
fore every fear should be analyzed to see
if there is a basis for being afraid, and
if not, then to intelligently attack this
through the Word of God until perfect
freedom from it has been won.

I have had a great battle personally
over the fear of flying, although I had
flown in the last war. Due to a certain
incident in the war, I had not flown since
without fear. Then I decided I must
conquer this fear which is not a reason-
able fear at all in the light of statistics.
I did not win the battle by staying on
the ground, but rather by flying, and
God gave me scriptures to steady me.

Fear is not a laughing matter. It is
very great to the one going through it.
They need understanding and help, and
should receive it. Faith is an active force
in our lives. When we use our faith, we
begin to break the chains of fear and
walk into the beautiful valley of peace.

I am convinced that when a man under-
stands that what God has declared about
him is real, and begins to confess that he
is what God has declared him to be, that
here will be the dawn of a new day in
his life, and that a new power and zest
will fill his soul, and his timidity and self
conscicusness will be swallowed up in a
mighty wave of God’s glory that will
bathe his soul with power, and a new
sense or dominion over the devil will
come to him that will make him more
than a conqueror through Christ.

God says, “Now are we the sons of
God,” and that we have overcome “him”
(the devil), because, “Greater is He that
is within us, than he that is in the world.”
Dare we confess this? The Word says,
“The chastisement of our peace was upon
Him.” Dare we confess this? Jesus said,
“I give you power over all the power
of the enemy,” then should we not con-
fess that we have this power over the
devil, and that God always causes us to
triumph in Him? Our bold confession is
that Christ is our righteousness, our
health, our sanctification and deliverance
and that He has given His angels charge
over us to keep us in all our ways. My
confession is that GOD IS WITH ME.
Did not Jesus say, “I will never leave
thee. . .”? HE IS IN ME. As the Scrip-
ture says, “Christ in You. . . , and “He
that is in you is greater than he that is
in the world.” And that GOD IS FOR
ME. “If God be for us, who can be
against us?” Thank God, “He hath not
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given us the spirit of fear, but of love
and of power and of a sound mind.” He
has delivered me and yet shall deliver me

and preserve me unto His Eternal
Kingdom.
Yes, we are more than conquerors

through Him. God says He is above us,
under us, before us, and behind us. We
are surrounded in God, and the Bible de-
clares, “The angels of the Lord encamp
around abeut us to deliver us.” “The Lord
is the strength of my life, of whom shall
I be afraid?” Yes, God is the answer to
cur fears, when we believe we are what
He has already made us, and make our
confession His word, then this word of
Ged will produce faith, sustain faith and
perfect our faith. Will you today, begin-
ning right now, make the word of God
your confession until you possess all the
power and deliverance that you have need
of? If you will do this, this will be the
greatest day of your life, for you will
embark upon the sea of God’s deliverance!
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ERHAPS the greatest living proof of the authenticity of

the Bible and prophecy is the Jew. His very existence as an
independent nation today is an amazing miracle. For while
other peoples dispersed from their homelands have usually
disappeared from history, the Jew, scattered and persecuted
as no other people, has refused to be absorbed, and he has
always retained his distinctive identity and nationality. Such a
miracle was necessary, of course, for the fulfillment of
prophecy.

ISRAEL — GOD’S CHOSEN NATION (Gen., 12)
Without doubt Israel is the key to prophecy, and around its
destiny unfolds God’s plan for the nations. About 2,000 years
before Christ, God called out a man by the name of Abraham
and told him that he was to become a father of many nations.
But especially, there was to come from him a great nation—
Israel. God said:

“And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse
him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families
of the earth be blessed.” (Gen. 12:3)

And thus it proved to be. The nations which have blessed
Israel have been blessed. And those that have cursed Israel
have been cursed. Today the world spotlight is upon Israel,
returned to her homeland. Some nations are plotting her de-
struction, while others have stood by and have been her friends.
Today. after experiencing national rebirth, Israel has a popu-
lation of some two million, not counting other nationals. Her
remarkable return to her homeland, her reclamation of the
land from swamp and desert, her growth in industry, agricul-
ture and commerce, her restoration as an independent nation
after 2,500 years, has all been a marvel, unique in history.

ISRAEL IN PROPHECY

This brings us to the question as to why this nation, which
was so specially chosen of God, has suffered age-long disper-
sion among the nations and has endured so many heart-break-
ing persecutions and tribulations. The answer is found in Deut-
eronomy 28, where God speaks of the blessing that He was
to bestow upon Israel if she were obedient. He also speaks, of
the judgments that would come upon the people if it were
otherwise. Moses sums this up by saying, “Ye shall be plucked
from off the land whither thou goest to possess it. And the
Lord shall scatter thee among all people from one end of
earth even unto the other . . . and among these nations thou
shalt find no ease. . ."” (Deut, 28:63-65)

This prophecy found fulfillment in the Babylonian captivity,
which lasted for 70 years, but it was not the only fulfillment.
The great prophet, Daniel, who was of the Babylonian cap-
tivity, became deeply exercised as to the future of his people,
and he set himself to a time of prayer and fasting. "I set my
face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and supplications,
with fasting, and sackcloth and ashes.” (Dan. 9:3). He had
seen by the Prophet Jeremiah that seventy years was to be the
length of the captivity and that these years being about fin-
ished, it was time for his people to return. David also wanted
to know what would happen to them after they returned. It
was during this time of waiting before the Lord that God gave
him the remarkbale prophecy of the Seventy Weeks. Not only
would the Jews return and rebuild the city of Jerusalem, but
God gave him some remarkable information about the com-
ing of the long-awaited Messiah! (Dan. 9.)

EXACT TIME OF MESSIAH'S COMING FORETOLD!

Many had been the speculations among the Jews as to when
the Messiah would come, but here in one of the most amazing
prophecies of all times, the very time of His Coming was fore-
told! Also, that the Messiah would be “cut off,” and afterwards
the city of Jerusalem would be destroyed and desolations
would come. When did the prophecy say the Messiah would
come, and be “cut off”? The answer was that “fromi the going
forth of the commandment to restore and. to build Jerusalem
unto Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks and threescore
two weeks.” (Dan. 9:25).

Now if these “weeks” were of ordinary days, all the prophecy
would have to take place in a little over a year, which of
course, would be quite impossible. A “week”, prophetically, is
seven years and is so reckoned in Genesis 29:27. So 69 “weeks”
would be 483 years. While secular chronology of those times
is not exact, all chronologists agree that the restoration of
Jerusalem took place about 500 years before Christ. And here
the Prophet Daniel, whose book is believed by Jews and
Christians alike, tells us that about 500 years later, the Messiah
would come and He would be “cut off’ (put to death)! Here
is perfect proof for the Jew that Jesus Christ, who came at
that very time and fulfilled the prophecy, was the Messiah!

Notice how many other things that Christ fulfilled in the
Old Testament prophecies. The Messiah was to be born in
Bethlehem (Micah 5:2), of which Jesus was. He was to be
born of a virgin (Isa. 7:14), of which Jesus was. Read Isaiah
53, and see how completely it fits the sufferings of the Mes-
siah, which were perfectly fulfilled in Jesus.

Daniel also said that after the Messiah would be “cut off,”
the city of Jerusalem would be destroyed and “desolations”
determined. This, as we know, took place in A.D. 70, when
the armies of Titus took the city, putting many of the inhabi-
tants to the sword, and taking others into captivity.

Today many Jews are beginning to see that Jesus was indeed
the Messiah, and they are grieved to think that He was not
accepted when He first came. However, there is something
that can give them comfort. When the brethren of Joseph (who
was a type of the Messiah), who had rejected him and sold
him into slavery in Egypt, came to Joseph pleading for him
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to forgive them for their act, their brother burst into tears and
said, “Fear not; for am I in the place of God? But as for you,
you thought evil against me; but God meant it unto good, to
bring to pass as it is this day, to save much people alive.”
So as the day draws near for Israel to weep over Him that
they pierced (Zech. 12:10-14), they will be told to dry their
tears, for God has meant it for good, that both Israel and
Gentile might be saved through His great redemption!

ISRAEL TO BE RESTORED
That Israel was to be restored to her homeland is spoken
of again and again in the prophets.

“For I will take you from among the heathen, and
gather you out of all countries, and will bring you
into your own land. . . And ye shall dwell in the
land that 1 gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my
people, and I will be your God. And the desolate
land shall be tilled, whereas it lay desolate in the
sight of all that passed by. . . And they shall say,
This land that was desolate is become like the garden
of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined cities
are become fenced and are inhabited.” (Ezek. 36:
24, 28, 34, 35).

Jesus Himself, who wept over Jerusalem and foresaw its
desolations, its occupation by the Gentiles, also foresaw that
when the times of the Gentiles be completed, the dispersion
would end. “And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, and
shall be led away captive into all nations: and Jerusalem shall
be trodden down of the Gentiles until the times of the Gen-
tiles be fulfilled” (Luke 21:24).

In the year 622 A.D., the religion of Islam sprung up and
soon after, Jerusalem fell into its hands. For a time it ap-
peared that the whole world was going to come under the sway
of the Moslem. But this was not to be. The advance of the
Crescent was eventually checked at the battle of Tours.

Today, in wonderful fulfillment of prophecy, much of the
land of Palestine is back in the hands of Israel again. God
showed Daniel many things about this, but we have space only
to mention one curious and interesting statement in his
prophecies:

“Blessed is he that waiteth, and cometh to the
thousand three hundred and five and thirty days”
(Dan. 12:12)
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Here Daniel spoke of blessing that would come after “1335
days”, or prophetic years. Now the Mohammedan regime was
in existence exactly 1335 Mohammedan years, when General
Alleby took Jerusalem in 1917! The last coins that they minted
had this date—1335—upon them!

Moreover, 1917, was the year that Lord Balfour made the
famous declaration of British policy that Israel was to be
homeland of the Jews. Balfour, writing to Lord Rothschild,
said, “His majesty’s government views with favor the estab-
lishment in Palestine of a national home for the Jewish people,
and will use their best endeavors to facilitate the achievement
of this object. . .” Do you know why Arthur Balfour, Lloyd
George, Winston Churchill, General Smuts, and other British
statesmen, were persuaded to draw up this declaration? Be-
cause they were Bible lovers who had been brought up to
believe in the return of the Jews to Palestine as a Messianic
move of God.

This event of the return of God’s people to Palestine, ac-
cording to the Scriptures, was to take place just before the
Second Return of the Messiah.

The Old and New Testaments both speak of the Messiah
and His sufferings. Both speak of His Second return in glory.
(See Isa. 53 and Matt. 24-25). In Matthew 25:6, the Messiah
is referred to as a bridegroom who, at the midnight hour
comes to claim His bride. “And at midnight there was a cry
made, Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet
him.”

THE WORLD’S ELEVENTH HOUR

With the midnight hour of world history and the return ot
the Messiah so close at hand, it is evident that we are now
in the eleventh hour of world events. In this connection there
is an amazing coincidence of numbers that cannot be acci-
dental, and, it is remarkably associated with the capture of
Jerusalem from the Turks—an event that was necessary to
bﬁ'ing Palestine back into the hands of the Jews. Just consider
this:

On the the eleventh day of December, 1917, General
Allenby entered Jerusalem.
Eleven months later the armistice, or the end of World
War I, occurred, which took place at
The eleventh hour of the

eleventh day of the

eleventh month of the year, November 11, 1918.

Also the armistice with Turkey was signed on October 31,
1918. So therefore, although the war had raged for four years,
it was exactly eleven days after the Holy Land had been
wrested from the Turk that the war came to an abrupt stop—
the purpose of God being fulfilled! All these elevens coincid-
ing as they did, must surely speak that the world had then
entered the Eleventh hour of its history and that the return
of the Bridegroom and Israel’s Messiah at the midnight hour,
was very close at hand.

Jesus is indeed the Messiah. Now is the time, Jewish friend,
to prepare your heart for Him. Now is the time for all Israel
to prepare and be ready for the greatest event of her history—
her acceptance of the Messiah!

THERE IS YET TROUBLE AHEAD

The same Old Testament Scriptures which speak of the
restoration of Israel to her homeland, also speak of a time ot
trouble ahead. Jeremiah refers to the day of Jacob’s trouble.
“Alas, for that day is great, so that none is like it: it is even
the time of Jacob’s trouble; but he shall be saved out of it.”
(Jer. 30:7). Ezekiel 37-38, are two great chapters revealing
events in Israel’s destiny. First we are shown in a parable how

Experience has
found that the conventional chapels in the small villages are
not the present answer to evangelizing Asian nations.

Crusade is ready to begin. This is the first union evangelistic
attempt to reach this most populated city in the world. Hal
Herman who has had great success in these efforts, we believe
is the man for this job. We are glad that THE WINNING
THE NATIONS CRUSADE participates in the Tokyo cru-
sade in supplying the full gospel literature for the campaign.
Some 50,000 Japanese Voice of Healing magazines, carrying
the message of salvation and healing in a three-color edition
will go into the homes all over the area where the campaign
is held.

Developments are moving rapidly in Israel. Translation work
is completed into the Hebrew and the work of distribution
of this literature throughout the nation is about ready to begin.

FIRST TEST OF THE X-15 SPACE SHIP

Man’s first flight into space will be
with the rocket X-15. In a matter of
months it will be piloted by Scott Cross-
field, to an altitude of 100 miles, well
above the highest reaches of the Aurora
Borealis. Up till this time, man, in his
flights, has relied upon the atmosphere
to support the wings of his plane. Mo-
mentum of 4,500 miles per hour will
take the X-15 up into an altitude where
almost, if not quite, a perfect vacuum,
obtains.

Tests of the X-15 began early this
summer when the rocket plane was re-
leased from the mother plane at an alti-
tude of 38,000 feet above the Mohave
desert. Tests have been proceeding sat-
isfactorily to the present date.

Latest reports are that the Russians
have sent dogs to a height of 200 miles
and recovered them alive. By 1961, it is
believed that either Russia or the U.S.
will be able to put a man into orbit and
recover him alive. America is now train-
ing seven young men for this particular
purpose.

MISSILE LAUNCHING TRAINS

Realizing that the time is drawing near
when an enemy may be able to launch
rockets with nuclear warheads with suf-
ficient accuracy to destroy any fixed
target, a design has been developed in
which launching platforms may be car-
ried on special trains. These can roam
the country, thus avoiding being a fixed
target. Each train would carry three
launching platforms.

ATTACK ON THE U.S.

Recently the subcommittee of Joint
Congressional Committee on Atomic
Energy heard the frightening details of
what would happen in the case of an all-
out hydrogen bomb attack on America’s
cities. The bold statistics were overpow-
ering. Some 263 hydrogen bombs falling
on the U.S. in one day, would carry 200
times the explosive fury that was released
by the allies from the air in all of World
War 11! The Office of Civil and Defense
Mobilization which selected the targets,
computed the damage as follows:

Blast and fire would have destroyed
or damaged 21 million dwellings. Within
two days nearly one half the area of the
U.S. would be covered with fallout. Un-
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harvested crops would be unfit for con-
sumption. Massive deposits of Stron-
tium-90 from the fallout would make
vast areas of farmland unusable for
many years.

Horrible as this is, other possibilities
were even more chilling. It was possible
that from 50 percent of all births fol-
lowing this catastrophe might be defec-
tive due to injury of the genes by the
radioisotopes.

Estimate of destruction which would
take place in some of the larger metro-
politan areas is as follows:

The only hope of survival according
to the report is to build a vast network
of underground shelters which reportedly
would cost 20 billion dollars. All this
reminds us of the words of the Prophet
Isaiah:

“Enter into the rock, and hide
thee in the dust, for fear of the
Lord, and for the glory of his maj-
esty. . . And they shall go up into
the holes of the rocks, and into the
caves of the earth, for fear of the
Lord, and for the glory of his maj-
esty, when he ariseth to shake ter-
ribly the earth.” (Isa. 2:10, 19)

BRITAIN DISCOVERS A CHEAP
METHOD OF MAKING ATOMIC
EXPLOSIVES

A sensational discovery by British
atom scientists makes it possible to
produce atom explosives at a fraction of
the previous cost, so announced the Lon-
don Sunday Dispatch. This is considered
by the British government to be “a
world-shattering achievement.” It would
probably mean the substitution of atomic
artillery and the end of conventional
weapons. Previously atomic materials
have been costly. Now scientists say that

adaptations of the new process could
quickly make possible a fleet of atomic
submarines and atomic merchant ships.
Small nations will be able to build up
atomic armaments. )

Except God cuts it short, some day a
madman such as Hitler, who gains mili-
tary control of atomic explosives, will
let loose a holocaust that will cause the
world to realize that the warning given
by Jesus in Matthew 24 was not given
in vain:

“For then shall be great tribula-
tion, such as was not since the be-
ginning of the world to this time,
no, nor ever shall be. And except
those days should be shortened,
there should no flesh be saved: but
for the elect’s sake those days shall
be shortened.” (Matt. 24:21-22)

THE ACCELERATION OF MORAL
DECAY

It is said that every generation is apt
to, self-righteously, see a decline in mo-
rality among the young. But the ugly
facts are something that cannot be dis-
regarded. In the year 1957, according to
TIME magazine, there were 202,000 il-
legitimate births in America—a rise of
50 per cent in illegitimacy since 1950!
This means that one person out of
twenty in America is born out of wed-
lock.

TIME magazine suggests four reasons
for the rapid increase of illegitimacy: (1)
Modern psychology, which suggests that
sex repression damages the personality.
(2) A “live today for tomorrow we die”,
philosophy of the H-bomb age. (3)
Broken homes, depriving adolescent boys
and girls of moral guidance. (4) The
alluring depiction of sex promiscuity in
plays, movies, TV programs, and novels.

In Britain the adulterous practice of
artificial insemination is gaining ground.
One person out of every five thousand,
came out of a test tube—that is he, or
she, was produced by artificial insemi-
nation.

All this is the fulfillment of Paul’s
words in II Timothy, “Know this that
in the last days perilous times shall
come . . . evil men and seducers shall
wax worse and worse, deceiving and be-
ing deceived.” (II Timothy 3:1, 13).
