One of the most outstanding and visible healings
that occurred during the meeting was that of a
five year old boy who was brought to the cam-
paign a paralytic since his birth. After prayer was
offered for the sick and the believers encouraged
to put their faith in action the mother of the child
was overjoyed to discover that her boy who had
never walked now was receiving divine strength in
his limbs and began taking his very first steps un-
assisted. The heart of the congregation was stirred
as they witnessed the child walk alone across the
platform to the outstretched arms of the rejoicing
mother. 4. Among other testimonies recorded was
the testimony of a lad, a few years older who suf-
fered from a rupture on his left side. While prayer
was offered for the sick the rupture disappeared
completely. 5. During the campaign a family
brought their little daughter who was suffering from
a severe attack of bronchitis. The father of the
child was filled with joy as he testified to the child's
complete deliverance.

The last Sunday of the campaign was a glori-
ous and wonderful day. The long line of those who
came forward to give glory to God for His heal-
ing touch was an impressive sight to say the least.
As the last service was drawing to a close the hun-
dreds who had gathered felt the feeling of mixed
emotions, joy for what God had done in the lives
of many and sadness of heart at the realization that
the campaign was now to end and soon it would
be farewell to the Nunn Evangelistic party.

Only eternity will reveal in full the results and
blessings of this noble effort here in Guatemala.
Meanwhile may God continue to bless and prosper
the Word which was so adequately presented and
sown in the hearts of the
Guatemalan listeners. Too,
may we take this opportun-
ity to express our sincere
thanks to all who helped
make this evangelistic ef-
fort possible.

C HRIST has redeemed us from the curse of the law. What is the curse
of the law? The only way to find out what the curse of the law is, is

to go back to the law. The expression, "the Law", as is found in the New
Testament most usually refers to the Pentateuch or to the first five books of the
Bible. As we go back to these books, or to the law, we find that the curse
or punishment for breaking God's law is three-fold. It is poverty, it is sick-
ness, and the second death.

In I Tim. 4:8, Paul says that bodily exercise profiteth little, but, he
declared that godliness is profitable unto all things, having promise of the
life that now is, and of that which is to come. Some people would have us
to believe that we don't have any promise in this life of any blessing, mate-
rially or otherwise. But, this scripture emphatically declares that we do have.

In Deut. 28: 15, the curse of poverty was to come upon God's children
if they disobeyed Him. It was a curse that was to come upon them because
they failed to observe all His commandments and His statutes.

The word of God says we have all sinned and come short of the glory
of God. So, you see the curse should fall upon us, but Gal. 3:13 says that
Christ was made a curse for us. He became our substitute. The curse fell
upon Him instead of upon us, and He bore it for us that we might be free.

In II Cor. 8:9, we read, "For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, that ye
through his poverty might be rich." Now the only way, friends, that Christ
became poor was from the material standpoint, because He certainly wasn't
poor spiritually. The spiritually poor could not raise the dead. The spiritually
poor could not have turned the water into wine and wrought the miracles
that He wrought. The spiritually poor could not have fed five thousand with
a little boy's lunch. Nor have wrought the healings that He did. No friends,
He did not become poor spiritually. He became poor materially for us. He
was our substitute. "The birds of the air have their nest, the foxes have their
holes, but the son of many hath not where to lay his head."

Is poverty a curse or is it a blessing? The word of God teaches that
it is a curse. And the word of God teaches that Christ has born poverty for
us. The Bible teaches men and women that there is a full supply for the be-
liever in Christ. Now when I say a full supply, I not only speak of spiritual
things, but I mean a full supply materially and financially.
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In Phil. 4:19, Paul said, writing to the
church at Philippi, 'Hut my God shall
supply all your need." All your needs
would also include your financial and
material as well as other needs, wouldn't
it? In this chapter, He is talking here
about financial and material needs.

Jesus, Himself, said in Matt. 6:33,
"Seek ye first the kingdom of God and
His righteousness and all these things
shall be added unto you." "These things"
that shall be added unto you are ma-
terial things: something to eat, some-
thing to wear, and so on . . . the mate-
rial things in life.

Some people seem to have the idea
that if a person is a Christian and a
believer of God, that it is a mark of hu-
mility, a mark of godliness to be poor
and in poverty, and not to have any-
thing. And that you ought to go through
life to have the top of your hat out, the
sole of your shoe out, and the seat of
your pants worn out and just barely able
to get along. But, that is not what Jesus
said. He said, "Seek ye first the kingdom
of God, and his righteousness and all
these things shall be added unto you."
Not taken from you. He said that they
shall be added unto you! Praise God!

In Luke 6:38, it says, "Give, and it
shall be given unto you: good measure,
pressed down, and shaken together, and
running over, shall men give into your
bosom. For with the same measure that
ye mete withal, it shall be measured to
you again." First, let us ask this ques-
tion: Is that the truth? Did Christ speak
the truth or was He lying about it? I
believe it is the truth, don't you? Now I
want you to notice that He said, "Shall
men (of course God is behind it) but,
He said, "shall men give into your
bosom."

The Lord, in Mal. 3:10, spoke these
words: "Bring ye all the tithes into the
storehouse that there may be meat in
mine house, and prove me now here-
with saith the Lord of hosts, if I will not
open you the windows of heaven, and
pour you out a blessing that there shall
not be room enough to receive it." Actu-
ally,we haven't really given until we have
paid our tithes. Some of the folks say,
"Brother Hagin, paying tithes, that's just
under the Old Testament. That is just
what folks term the 'Mosaic Law.'
Didn't you know that?" One fellow said
that to me one time and I answered,
"Well, I would hate to exhibit my ig-
norance of the Bible by making such an
assertion." Abraham paid tithes 500
years before the Law was given to Moses.
Jacob paid tithes 250 years before then.

In the fabulous and mysterious Orient
there lives one half of the population of
the earth. The teeming millions of Japan,
China, the Philippines, Indonesia — con-
stitute one of the greatest challenges
of the Christian Church.

Situated in the center of this vast
population area is one of the most
remarkable places in the world, the Brit-
ish Crown Colony of Hong Kong. Hong
Kong is large, consisting of 391 square
miles. It has mountains and plains and
seashores, besides what the United Na-
tions has designated as the most densely
populated area in the entire world. In
spite of the titantic efforts of world re-
fugee programs the condition worsens. A
recent newspaper estimates that Hong
Kong will have 100,000 more homeless
each year! This is caused by the rapid
birth rate, refugees pouring across the
border day and night, and the ravages
of fires among the poor shacks built by
the squatters. Hong Kong's misery in-
creases every day.

HONG KONG URGENCY
In this colony surrounded by Corn-

niunist China we feel the spirit of ur-
gency. The days of gospel preaching
may be less than we think. We labor
on the edge of night. Many humanitarian
agencies, including church organizations,
strive to feed, clothe and house the
refugees, but very little concentrated
effort is ever tried to win Hong Kong's
masses to Jesus Christ.

THE NEW LIFE MOVEMENT
The first of January, 1959 we arrived

in Hong Kong with Brothers Cerullo,
Bender and Meares for a salvation and
healing campaign in the South China
Stadium. As a result of this revival the
New Life Temple was organized. We
purchased an entire floor in a down-
town building two doors from the Post

Office. Brothers Robert McAlister and
Tommy Reid filled the pulpit for the
congregation until I could return to
America and move my family from
South Bend, Indiana to Hong Kong.

Mrs. Sumrall, our boys and I arrived
in Hong Kong in June to work for
Jesus among the three and a half mil-
lion immortal souls. In the New Life
Temple we organized the Sunday School,
the Christ's Ambassadors for the youth,

HONDURAS. Fine reports have come to us of the Dc Grado
campaigns in Honduras—which were a part of the Latin
American crusade.

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DO YOU THINK PREACHERS WHO WEAR GLASSES
SHOULD PRAY FOR THE SICK?

You may as well ask if a preacher with a filling in his
teeth should pray for the sick. At a certain age same people
lose their teeth. Some people iose them earlier in life than
others do. II depends on the race and stoc,, of people. Would
you refuse to let a man pray for you who has a filling in
his tooth, or a tooth missing?

Foolishl you say, but it is no more foolish than the
question that you asked about the man who wears glosses
praying for the sick. It is normal for a man's eyes to grow
dim at a certain time in life. There is no difference in a
man with dim eyes praying for the sick than a man who
has a missing tooth. It is ust as great a miracle for God
to give the third set of teeth as it is for God to give a man
young eyes again after his eyes are worn out.

You may as well ask if a man with gray hair should
pray for the sick. Should a preacher with a bald head pray
for the sick? At a certain age people's hair turns gray. Some
of them at an earlier age than others. If I happen to be of
a stock of people whose hair does not turn gray until late
in life, I should not criticize the man whose hair turns gray
at an early age. I may not be any more righteous than he.

A minister may become bald because his hair sheds. That
does not mean a man with no baldness should be critical
of him, or that you should not allow him to pray for you.
Likewise with a man who has gray hair. God tells us that
it is an honor to have gray hair. You may as well ask God
to turn gray black again as to ask Him to give you young
eyes after they are worn out.

It is possible for God to give you black hair, after it
turns gray; give you a third set of teeth; replace a kidney
or bone after it has been taken out; stop the sun, causing
time to stand still as in he case of Hezekiah.

You would not refuse to let a man with a cork leg pray
for you. God would not refuse to answer the prayer of a
man with one arm. The Lord has promised to heal all
manner of sickness and all manner of disease. IPsalms
103,1-31 He has promised to forgive all our sins and heal
all our disease. He may not always raise the dead, or re.
store an arm, give you a new set of teeth or give you
black hair in place of your gray hair.

One preacher came about four hundred miles to be prayed
for. He was very disappointed because his eyes were not
healed. I talked to him and told him that he was not sick
or diseased. This caused the worry and fear to leave. People
were healed. Later he came to our meeting. God gave him
a new set of eyes. He discarded his glasses. So it is ac-
cording to your faith. God will give you a new set of eyes or
fill your teeth, if you can believe.

Brother Petty, in Houston, rolled in a wheel chair and
prayed for the sick several years while he pastored a
church. People were healed and saved as they fell down
around that wheel chair. That did not mean that God did
not want to heal him. Later he came to our revival in Houston
and was healed. Now he is shouting the victory on those
legs, and still praying for the sick. I had the flu when I
was in a revival in West Monroe. Al night I got out of
bed and went to church. I prayed for people who were
sick, and they were healed even though I was as sick as
they were. I knew of a mon who pestered a church who
had a hernia. Many people were healed as he prayed for
them. This did not mean that the Lord did not want to heal
that pastor. It only meant that the Word still stands; "Ac-
cording to your faith, be it unto you." All things are possible
to him that believes. If you have faith as a grain of mustard
seed nothing shall be impossible unto you.

It is, of
course, now possible to send radio riles-
sages incredible distances. On one of
our satellites a tiny low powered trans-
mitter is transmitting signals to the earth
from a distance of millions of miles
with ease.

There are indeed messages that have
come from beyond this world. We find a
record of one in Matt. 3:17, "And lo
a voice from heaven saying, This is my
beloved Son, in whom I am well-
pleased."

QUESTION: If God is a loving God, why does He
permit an innocent child to have polio?
ANSWER: It is well that the word "permitted" is used,

lest the implication in this question be that God is some-
how to blame for a child having polio. The Bible
plainly teaches that Satan is the author of sickness, not
God. (Job 2:7) To ascribe the work of Satan to God,
is a very serious matter.

It is, of course, true that nothing happens in this world
without divine permission, but that is a long way from
God's being responsible for everything that happens. Evil
in this world is the work of Satan or wicked men, not God.
God permitted His Son to die on the Cross, but it was
the hands of wicked men who committed the act.

Now it is obvious that a child that has fallen a victim
of polio, or any other disease, is not personally to
blame for his condition. Jesus pointed out that adults
are not always to blame for their afflictions, (John 9:3)
although many times they are. In other words there are
many cases of sickness in which the afflicted person is
not responsible, but neither is God responsible. Sickness
is in fact, the opposite of the Will of God for the be-
liever.

God's first words in the Bible concerning man were,
"Let us make man in our own image." The image of
God is the divine pattern for the human being. God him-
self is free from sin, sickness, arid death, and that is
what He desires for man. Polio and other diseases are the
results of other causes than God. Sin came into the world,
and disease and death followed as God said they would.
(Gen. 2:17)

This raises the old question which has been a center of
controversy since the beginning of time, "Why do the
righteous suffer?" There is not space here to deal at
length with so complex a question, but we make the fol-
lowing remarks which throw some light on this problem:

I. God could have created a world inhabited by beings
incapable of sinning and consequently immune from sick-
ness, the result of sin. But such beings would have been
automatons or robots. They would not have been free
moral agents. Beings made in the image of God must
be given the power of choice, and are therefore capable
of sinning. Most of us are thankful that God created us
intelligent creatures, rather than automatons.

2. Free moral agents by the nature of the case have the
power of choice. As it has always proved out, some will
choose to serve God, others, alas, will choose to rebel
against Him. Jesus said, "Woe unto the world because
of offenses! for it must needs be that offenses come, but
woe to that man by whom the offense cometh." (Matt.
18:7) The angels in Heaven had to be tested. God's peo-
ple during this age are tested. Those who live during the
Millennium will be tested. (Rev. 20:7-9) In each case
some will be faithful to God, while others will prove un-
faithful.

It was man's sin, not God's, that brought sickness
and death into the world. The latter is now a universal
condition. Whether a child falls victim to polio or not,
in time he will have to die. Thus we are dealing with
a problem greater than polio—the problem of death which
has passed upon every human being. "It is appointed un-
to man once to die but after this the judgment." (Heb.
9:27) Fortunately, God in His love has provided a remedy
for death—salvation through Christ, with the promise of the

resurrection and eternal life. (John 5:28-29) God was not
responsible for bringing death into the world. On the
other hand, He was responsible for bringing to light, im-
mortality through Christ! The big problem in the uni-
verse is not polio, but death. God has solved that com-
pletely in Christ.

3. Just as God gave man a remedy for sin and death, He
has also given him a remedy for sickness. (Read carefully
Exodus 5:25-26) Many homes are afflicted with dis-
ease because the family does not rise up and claim God's
promise of healing. Failure to receive deliverance is our
fault, not God's. If the sinner dies in his sins, God is not
responsible. Likewise, if the Christian fails to appropriate
divine healing, God is not responsible. The big question
is not why there should be sickness and disease. The real
problem is why more people do not claim the promise
of healing. A still bigger conundrum is why some oppose
healing which God has so mercifully provided. We have
had to labor year after year to get these truths across to
people who have been confused by teaching against
Divine healing. Recently,- we are seeing a greater accept-
ance of this message than ever before, and for this we
thank God. But some will accept Divine healing only
after they have suffered severe affliction themselves. Which
reminds us of the old saying, that some do not care what
happens in the world, so long as it doesn't happen to
them.

4. We have to accept the every-day fact that a child
may suffer through the wrong doing (Exod. 20:5) or un-
belief (Mark 9:22-23) of his parents. See how the drunk-
ard's child suffers shame, heartache, and sorrow as the
result of the misconduct of a father or mother. It- is un-
fortunately true that some parents abuse the privilege of
being a parent. But we cannot blame God for ordaining
the family relationship, though it makes it possible for a
wicked person's child to suffer innocently. "For none
of us liveth to himself, and no man dieth to himself."
(Rom. 14:7)

5. Finally God may use sickness and even the death
of a child as a means to lead the careless parent to
Himself. David became a backslider, having committed a
great sin. When his child became grievously ill, he sought
God for its healing with prayer and fasting. (II Sam.
12:16-18) Notwithstanding, the child died. Through this
great sorrow, David was led to deep repentance and a
renewal of his consecration to God. This circumstance
in David's life no doubt has been repeated many times,
and is an explanation of why some children of careless
parents have been stricken. This certainly, however, is not
God's best plan for dealing with His people. We should
not have to have God lay the whip on our back, before we
will serve Him. We should not have to wait until calamity
or tragedy strikes, before we will obey Him.

In the case of the wicked Jeroboam, his son died be-
cause God saw some good thing in the child, and He did
not want him to grow up in an ungodly home. (I Kings
14:13) In such cases we know that God takes care of
His little ones. (Matt. 18:10) Our viewpoint is from the
standpoint of time. God reckons in the light of eternity.
Time compared to eternity is a very short moment in-
deed. That God reckons in the light of eternity instead
of time, proves that He is God. There is plenty of time
in eternity for God to compensate the innocent who suffer.
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QUESTION: If God is a loving God, why does He 
permit an innocent child to have polio? 
ANSWER: It is well that the word "permitted" is used, 

lest the implication in this question be that God is some-
how to blame for a child having polio. The Bible 
plainly teaches that Satan is the author of sickness, not 
God. (Job 2:7) To ascribe the work of Satan to God, 
is a very serious matter. 

It is, of course, true that nothing happens in this world 
without divine permission, but that is a long way from 
God's being responsible for everything that happens. Evil 
in this world is the work of Satan or wicked men, not God. 
God permitted His Son to die on the Cross, but it was 
the hands of wicked men who committed the act. 

Now it is obvious that a child that has fallen a victim 
of polio, or any other disease, is not personally to 
blame for his condition. Jesus pointed out that adults 
are not always to blame for their afflictions, (John 9:3) 
although many times they are. In other words there are 
many cases of sickness in which the afflicted person is 
not responsible, but neither is God responsible. Sickness 
is in fact, the opposite of the Will of God for the be-
liever. 

God's first words in the Bible concerning man were, 
"Let us make man in our own image." The image of 
God is the divine pattern for the human being. God him-
self is free from sin, sickness, arkl death, and that is 
what He desires for man. Polio and other diseases are the 
results of other causes than God. Sin came into the world, 
and disease and death followed as God said they would. 
(Gen. 2:17) 

This raises the old question which has been a center of 
controversy since the beginning of time, "Why do the 
righteous suffer?" There is not space here to deal at 
length with so complex a question, but we make the fol-
lowing remarks which throw some light on this problem: 

I. God could have created a world inhabited by beings 
incapable of sinning and consequently immune from sick-
ness, the result of sin. But such beings would have been 
automatons or robots. They would not have been free 
moral agents. Beings made in the image of God must 
be given the power of choice, and are therefore capable 
of sinning. Most of us are thankful that God created us 
intelligent creatures, rather than automatons. 

2. Free moral agents by the nature of the case have the 
power of choice. As it has always proved out, some will 
choose to serve God, others, alas, will choose to rebel 
against Him. Jesus said, "Woe unto the world because 
of offenses! for it must needs be that offenses come, but 
woe to that man by whom the offense cometh." (Matt. 
18:7) The angels in Heaven had to be tested. God's peo-
ple during this age are tested. Those who live during the 
Millennium will be tested. (Rev. 20:7-9) In each case 
some will be faithful to God, while others will prove un-
faithful. 

It was man's sin, not God's, that brought sickness 
and death into the world. The latter is now a universal 
condition. Whether a child falls victim to polio or not, 
in time he will have to die. Thus we are dealing with 
a problem greater than polio—the problem of death which 
has passed upon every human being. "It is appointed un-
to man once to die but after this the judgment." (Heb. 
9:27) Fortunately, God in His love has provided a remedy 
for death—salvation through Christ, with the promise of the 
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resurrection and eternal life. (John 5:28-29) God was not 
responsible for bringing death into the world. On the 
other hand, He was responsible for bringing to light, im-
mortality through Christ! The big problem in the uni-
verse is not polio, but death. God has solved that com-
pletely in Christ. 

3. Just as God gave man a remedy for sin and death, He 
has also given him a remedy for sickness. (Read carefully 
Exodus 15:25-26) Many homes are afflicted with dis-
ease because the family does not rise up and claim God's 
promise of healing. Failure to receive deliverance is our 
fault, not God's. If the sinner dies in his sins, God is not 
responsible. Likewise, if the Christian fails to appropriate 
divine healing, God is not responsible. The big question 
is not why there should be sickness and disease. The real 
problem is why more people do not claim the promise 
of healing. A still bigger conundrum is why some oppose 
healing which God has so mercifully provided. We have 
had to labor year after year to get these truths across to 
people who have been confused by teaching against 
Divine healing. Recently, we are seeing a greater accept-
ance of this message than ever before, and for this we 
thank God. But some will accept Divine healing only 
after they have suffered severe affliction themselves. Which 
reminds us of the old saying, that some do not care what 
happens in the world, so long as it doesn't happen to 
them. 

4. We have to accept the every-day fact that a child 
may suffer through the wrong doing (Exod. 20:5) or un-
belief (Mark 9:22-23) of his parents. See how the drunk-
ard's child suffers shame, heartache, and sorrow as the 
result of the misconduct of a father or mother. It- is un-
fortunately true that some parents abuse the privilege of 
being a parent. But we cannot blame God for ordaining 
the family relationship, though it makes it possible for a 
wicked person's child to suffer innocently. "For none 
of us liveth to himself, and no man dieth to himself." 
(Rom. 14:7) 

5. Finally God may use sickness and even the death 
of a child as a means to lead the careless parent to 
Himself. David became a backslider, having committed a 
great sin. When his child became grievously ill, he sought 
God for its healing with prayer and fasting. (II Sam. 
12:16-18) Notwithstanding, the child died. Through this 
great sorrow, David was led to deep repentance and a 
renewal of his consecration to God. This circumstance 
in David's life no doubt has been repeated many times, 
and is an explanation of why some children of careless 
parents have been stricken. This certainly, however, is not 
God's best plan for dealing with His people. We should 
not have to have God lay the whip on our back, before we 
will serve Him. We should not have to wait until calamity 
or tragedy strikes, before we will obey Him. 

In the case of the wicked Jeroboam, his son died be-
cause God saw some good thing in the child, and He did 
not want him to grow up in an ungodly home. (I Kings 
14:13) In such cases we know that God takes care of 
His little ones. (Matt. 18:10) Our viewpoint is from the 
standpoint of time.
