I will use this first
invitation and work of the servant as the
beginning of this latter rain, pentecostal re-
vival that began in Topeka, Kansas, Azusa
Street, and other places simultaneously as
God began to pour out His Spirit according
to the Word. Joel prophesied of this latter
rain out-pouring. Peter confirmed the word
on the day of Pentecost, when he said,"This
is that, which was spoken by the prophet
Joel". Other prophets in the Old Testament
spoke of this great initial latter rain out-
pouring. This has been a great era in the
Church Age and just as surely as the former
rain outpouring took place on the day of
Pentecost, this latter rain outpouring has
been just as sure and real. The Pentecostal
movements and denominations came forth
Out of this first great move of the Spirit of
God.

After a number of years of wonderful
revival that saw many hungry people from
all denominations and walks of life filled
with the Holy Spirit, there seemed to be a
lull in the spiritual tidal wave that had hit
the church world. As my text states, people
began to lose the anxiety, and excuses were
given. The first impact of the invitation was
over. Pentecostal churches were not moving
as fast as at the initial outpouring.

The scripture in this parable said, "So

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S OMETIMES we get carried away
with one another, and we tend to

sing our favorite theme song, How
Great I Am, or How Great You Are,
but my theme song is, 0 GOD, HOW
GREAT THOU ART! "Bless the Lord,
0 my soul: and all that is within me,
bless his holy name." My heart beat now
says, "Thank God. Thank God. Thank
God!"

In 1955, I decided to make money,
make it big and make it fast.I went into
partnership with an unsaved man, a
Catholic. I moved swiftly and worked
day and night. Gradually, I began to
abandon my prayer life, and my Bible
reading. Next, I didn't have time for
my family. I was too busy.

By February the 25th, we had com-
pleted our plans, and had fully equipped
a meat processing plant. Not once did
I consult God. I was afraid to approach
God, because I knew that God would give
me answers that I did not like. He
would have put me Out of business, be-
fore I started, and I knew that.

February 26th, 1955, was to be the
grand opening. I thought I was the hap-
piest nian in our community. Now I
was achieving my dream! All I had to
do was to move ahead, and to make it
big and make it fast. Little did I realize
what was around the corner for me! That
afternoon, my partner and his dad pulled
up in front of the house in a brand new
pick-up truck, and honked the horn. As
I stepped through the doorway, it seemed
as though a dark cloud settled over my
shoulder. A terrible feeling came over
me. If I had been where I should have
been with God, I would have gone back
into that house, fallen on my face, and
said, "God, what is this thing?" But I
had no time for feelings. I was a busy
man. I had a job to do, so I started
down the driveway. My little boy came
running to me — a beautiful, curly-
headed fellow — and begged, "Daddy,
take me." I started to pick him up, when
I heard the voice of the Lord speak
clearly, "Don't do it." I started to pick
him up again, when I heard the voice
with such urgency say, "Don't do it!"
I stepped back and said, "Son, I'll take
you some other time."

I want to digress a little, and tell you
about my partner's dad. He stood about
four foot eleven. He was just as round,
and bald-headed as a man could get,
and he didn't hardly have a tooth in his
head. But he was so full of the Holy
Ghost, that he splashed over like a big
barrel full of water. He would walk into
our plant, and get right behind me. Then

he would shout, "HALLELUJAH!" It
bothered me. I thought, "I wish that he
would shut up and get out of here."
We three drove in the truck to San Bern-
ardino, completed our businss, when on
the way back at an intersection, I saw
a vehicle coming from the north to the
south, traveling 65 miles an hour, while
we were going from east to west. I told
my partner, "You better stop!" And he
did stop! Right in the middle of the in-
tersection! The vehicle hit us full impact
on my side. My face hit the front win-
dow, splattered the glass, hit the side
window, wrapped the door completely
around my body, ripped it off the hinges,
and then threw me thirty-five feet. My
boy would have been crushed to death
in my hands! As I was flying through
the air, I said to myself, "This is it!"

When I regained consciousness in the
hospital, I looked up and all I could see
were lights in the operating room. The
first words I said were, "0 God, how
come? 0 God." How quickly we know on
whom to call. I began to try to move but
my arm was all wrapped against and
taped to my body. I couldn't turn my
head. The sight was very dim in my right
eye. Pains all through my body. Pains in
my head. I thought, "What happened to
my partner? Is he dead or is he alive?"
0, the big, brave, business man suddenly
became panicky.

As my bed was wheeled into a room,
lo and behold, there I saw my partner's
dad, the mighty man of God! They had
him in a propped up position, his head
was all bandaged, blood caked on the
side of his face, his mouth gaping. The
male nurse said. "I will wash him up,"
and the doctor answered, "Don't touch
him. The undertaker will take care of
him in the morning, for he is not going
to live." Brother, you talk about a man
getting excited! I plead, "God, You can't
do it. God, You can't do it." I began
to shout at the top of my voice. I said,
"God, please God, it's my fault that he's
in that condition. God, he's dying be-
cause of me." I never was so serious in
my life.

We had a mighty visitation after the
midnight hour, as I was pleading with
God. A mighty flash of light, lit up the
room and a supernatural presence en-
tered. The place was vibrating with the
power of the Lord. I saw the most beau-
tiful white hand in a flowing white sleeve
between the two beds. I heard the same
voice that said, "Don't do it." That
voice said, "Fear not, for I will take care
of him! Fear not!" Glory to God! He
turned a hand towards me and I went

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into a deep sleep. I woke up the next
morning to the call of the nurse who
was saying, "Nick, Nick!" But Nick
didn't answer! I said, "Lord, Lord, last
night I thought You came and healed
him but You have taken him away. Why
did you do it?" The nurse grabbed Nick
by the arm, and asked, ."Nick, are you
alright?" Glory to God, that man
leaped out of bed, and hit the floor run-
ning, with both hands in the air, glorify-
ing God! Around and around he went,
speaking in tongues, leaping and jump-
ing! The nurse ran for the head-doctor,
and said, "Look, look, he is alive!" I
was crying and shouting. I'll tell you,
he looked like a fat Santa Claus on a
war-path, in his oversized night shirt.
The doctor said, "You, you, get back
in bed." Nick replied, "You takea care
ofa Frank. He'sa sick. Nota me!" The
doctor said, "Please, please, would you
get back in bed? We have got to keep
you here for observation." He leaped
into bed just like an Oklahoma cowboy
would leap into a saddle! And there he
sat, jumping up and down, speaking in
tongues, rejoicing in the Lord! The doc-
tor reached over and took the bandages
from around his head, not gently, but
just ripped them off, and held them at
arm's length. Glory to God! Every wound
was healed! Not a stitch, nor a clamp
was needed! The doctor remarked, "I
don't know what happened." Nick an-
swered, "Jesus heala me lasta night."
You couldn't hold Nick down!

But the Lord had me where He wanted
me, flat on my back, where I couldn't
feed myself, nor help myself in any re-
spect. After days of X-raying, the doctor
said, "You have a severe brain concus-
sion. All the discs in your spine are in-
jured, for you landed on the back of
your neck. Your arm will need a major
operation, as it has been ripped complete-
ly Out of its socket; the muscles and liga-
ments are torn, the nerves are pinched,
and both hips are injured. He went on

and on and on. What news for a man
who had just a short time ago, never
even known what it was to have a cold!
Now I couldn't jump up, run and grab
the phone and a cup of coffee, and hur-
ry away. I had to lay and listen and see.
And ole Nick, the first thing he ordered
from home was, "Bring me my Bible.
Bring me my Bible." Oh, I wished they
had never brought it. He said, "Frank,
leta me tella you abouta Jesus." As if
I had never heard about Him! And bro-
ther, he would read a whole chapter. I
was so glad when they would come and
wheel me to the X-ray room, to get
away from him. But do you know, when
I got back, he would be waiting. He
said, "We stoppd here on verse 25, and
Jesus said" ... and away he would go!
I heard more scripture in those ten days
than I had heard in all of my life. And
each time they brought us our meals, he
would pray until the food was cold. He
would raise his hands and pray for me
as if I was the biggest sinner in the
world. Nick didn't care. Then he would
go across the hall, and you could hear
him praying for the sick whether they
wanted to be prayed for or not. I even
heard men swear and say, "No, I don't
want to be prayed for." He would say,
"You needa it worse than you think,"
and he would lay hands on them. One
of the biggest heart specialists for Kaiser
Hospital walked in to check Nick. Nick
said, "No usea you checka my heart.

NATIVE CHURCH PROGRAM
GOES FORWARD IN VIET
NAM WHILE WAR RAGES
IN THE NORTH

In Viet Nam, a country much in the
news in recent months due to Commun-
ist activities there, the work of NATIVE
CHURCH CRUSADE continues to move
forward. There are now 8 churches in
Viet Nam which have received our assist-
ance, of which 2 have already been com-
pleted. The very capable missionary in
charge of this work, Rev. Gordon H.
Smith, writes to us telling of the urgent
need of the two projects just recently
submitted.

"Ly Son Island, until our first visit in
June, 1962, had never had a missionary
or preacher take the gospel to the 7,000
inhabitants. We found the people very
receptive and in a few months, a number
had turned to the Lord. We placed a
young Vietnamese preacher and his fam-
ily on Ly Son and he has been faithfully
preaching up and down the island with
more and more becoming interested in
the gospel. On Sundays about 25-30 peo-
ple meet. These new converts are eager
to have a church in which to worship and
are beginning to gather materials to build.
They will need financial help to purchase
cement, etc., but will do most of the
work themselves.

"The people on this island are mostly
fishermen and during the bad weather
months have little to eat except seaweed,
sweet potatoes, and corn. They cannot
grow rice there. We make periodic Visits
with our 50' missionary boat, "Hy-Vong"
(which means "Hope")." (See picture.)

Brother Smith writes of an urgent need
for assistance for the church at Phu Hoa.
Over a year ago the congregation had
been able to get the walls half-way up
on their new church, but ran out of funds
and were unable to finish it. Therefore,

services had to continue being held in the
preacher's house. However, a fire of un-
known origin recently destroyed this
house, leaving the believers with no place
in which to worship. We have promptly
responded to their appeal for help, in
order that they may immediately begin to
complete their church so that the con-
verts will not be scattered and lost.

In the city of Saku, Japan, with its
population of 56,000, and more than 35
Buddhist temples and Shinto shrines, there
now stands a completed church for the
glory of Christ! (See picture.) The pastor
of this new church writes: "How happy
we were meeting and worshipping the
Lord in the new church! Our faith and
vision were refreshed and renewed to go
all the way with the Lord, claiming the
gospel for the whole valley. We are earn-
estly praying that our church may be a
lighthouse for the gospel to make His
light shine over the people who are still
in the darkness, bound by idol-worship-
ping and by observing all sorts of super-
stitions."

"We are very happy to cooperate with
you and THE VOICE OF HEALING
to help build native churches in Africa.
If we had had this opportunity two or
three years ago, we could have saved
many Christians from backsliding. How
we thank God for the great help we have
received from you."

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A N EIGHTEEN MONTHS OLD
BABY fell down and struck her fore-
head. The crushing blow caused many
years of heartache and hopelessness.
Then — miraculous healing. I was that
baby and this is the miracle story:

Not long after the fall, my right eye
slid under the eyelid. All that could
be seen was the white part of the right
eye. My parents took me to the famous
Wills Hospital, Philadelphia, Pennsyl-
vania (where I was born and reared).
The doctors explained that the blow to
the head had severely damaged the optic
system. They could offer no cure for the
affliction. But eventually they prescribed
strong lenses for -me at the age of three.
The dreadful condition persisted.

At age six I entered public school.
After about three weeks the teacher dis-
covered I was so nearly blind I could not
remain in class with normally-sighted
children. In dismay, my parents returned
me to the Wills Hospital and the case
was transferred to the chief surgeon. He
said I would become totally blind in a
matter of weeks unless something drastic
was done right away. Within forty-eight
hours the chief surgeon himself per-
formed emergency experimental surgery
on the right eye in an effort to save my
sight. I remained in the hospital about
a month, both eyes heavily bandaged. At
the end of the "waiting" period the band-
ages were removed. Against all odds, /
could see! Not well. Not without glasses.
But I was not blind. My family and
Christian friends had not ceased to pray
for me during those dark days.

Extremely strong glasses helped me o
see objects very close to me. Thus armed,
I bravely returned to school and con-
tinued the battle for sight. My teachers
used to say, "Little Lillian reads and
writes with her nose!" — so closely did
I have to keep to my work. But I was a
happy child, well-loved at home and
school. I was keenly aware of my handi-
cap, but life held so many blessings I
was not in any way discouraged.

The first trying days after the opera-
tion faded into weeks and months of
difficult vision; frequent returns to the
hospital; changing lenses. No longer did
the right eye roll uncontrollably under
the eyelid as it used to do.

As the years passed, at age twelve, the
right eye became noticeably crooked. It
moved upward to the outside corner of
the socket. The lifelong strain on my
vision had taken its toll of the left eye
also. My vision split focus: the left eye
began to move outward and downward.
We consulted several doctors outside the
Wills Hospital. No one could help. The

sight was waning.
By the time I was sixteen years old

we had found an excellent specialist, Dr.
Michener-Stratton. This doctor took a
great interest in the case. One summer I
went for daily treatments, undergoing
every known help for the eyes. Another
operation was out of the question, as the
doctors agreed surgery itself could cause
total blindness to me in my condition. The
right eye had gone completely out of
focus. The doctor said I would never
have the use of that eye again. Due to
strain, the left eye gradually was becom-
ing blind. My case was considered incur-
able — hopeless. The doctors declared
nothing else could be done to help me.
This was my lot in life. Accept it. The
heavy magnifying lens over the left eye
was my dearest friend. Without it I
would have to be led as one blind. It con-
tained my entire world of sight. Just be-
yond was that misty, impenetrable veil.

During the same months when my
condition was discovered to be beyond
all help, I had made a complete surrender
of my life to Jesus Christ. I had been
quite active in high school dramatics and
public speaking. Then Jesus Christ touch-
ed my life with his love and I deeply
desired to go "all Out" for Him. I turned
from even the most legitimate activities
to full-scale Christian endeavor. The Lord
helped me to start a Sunday School class
of pupils I gathered off the streets into our
lovely downtown church. After being pro-
nounced incurable I continued in my
new desires to serve God and Him alone.

Although I was two years under the

age requirement, I was accepted as a
student at Eastern Bible Institute (now
Northeast Bible Institute), Green Lane,
Pa. This is a regional Assemblies of God
school. Allan A. Swift, now semi-retired,
was then principal and president. He,
along with all our fine teachers, main-
tained a dynamic application of the New
Testament. Christ was no "has been."
Christ is the great "I am." Constantly,
the reality of the Word was forced into
our consciousness. The studies and the
activities of choir and missionary work
among needy children filled my days to
the brim. But, always, there was the
gnawing distress of my hopeless eyes and
the knowledge that one day I should be
totally blind.

SCIENTISTS URGE THAT THE HUNT
FOR LIFE IN SPACE BECOME

PRIME GOAL
On January 6, more than 100 scientists

made formal request of the U. S. Space
Agency to give the highest priority to
search for life outside the earth. This hey
said, would enhance our prestige as a
peace-loving nation. They called for the
immediate training of scientists for space
flight missions who will be ready when
Americans land on the moon on or before
1970.

The scientists said, "If life does indeed
exist on another planet, and we or the
Russians find it, that discovery will have
an enormous and lasting impact on people
of every race and culture the world over!

The scientists speculated that many other
civilizations comparable to the earth's flour-
ish on billions of planetary systems through-
out the universe.

One thing the scientists said seems very
significant—"Unless spacecraft are sterilized,
they may contaminate, other worlds with
organisms from the earth. This would
wreck the hunt for independent life else-
where. Or the returning craft might be con-
taminated with destructive alien organisms
which could be a disaster of enormous signi-
ficance to mankind."

The scientists fail so mention the disaster
that would result if earthlings were to in-
troduce sin into a planet peopled by right-
eous people. We are sure that this would be
a matter that God would not allow to hap-
pen without His consent.

However, there is no evidence whatever
that any other planets in our solar system

are capable of sustaining human life.
Scientists are just digesting the information

received from Mariner II which came within
21,000 miles of Venus last December. Sur-
face temperature measurements recorded on
Venus were 600-615 degrees Fahrenheit —
far hotter than molten lead! Physical beings
could not possibly live in such a climate.
Moreover, Venus apparently rotates only
once in 250 days. All this seems to indicate
that God did not prepare Venus for habi-
tation as He did the earth.

On the other hand, Mars is the only other
planet capable of sustaining the most primi-
tive form of vegetable life, such as lichens.
The climate there is harsh and forbidding,
the temperature, at the equator probably
ranging from a little above zero to 150 be-
low at the poles. The atmosphere is so thin
that it is equivalent to the earth's atmos-
phere at 50,000 feet. Quite unsuitable for
the kind of life we have on the earth.

As for the stars they are at such an in-
credible distance that it would take thou-
sands of years travelling at a hundred miles
a second to reach the nearest one.

Man's hope to ascend above the stars by
his own physical powers is a slim one. Per-
haps there are other inhabited planets in
other parts of the universe. If so we will
see them and have fellowship with them
through Christ, and not through the frail
efforts of man.

TROUBLE IN MEXICO
There is trouble in Mexico, our neighbor

to Ihe South, and the largest Spanish apeak-
ing country in the world. According to the
latest records some 65 missionaries have
been driven from the country and others
have been imprisoned and otherwise perse-
cuted. The situation at present is fluid, and
could either get worse or better. The only
way that we can be assured that evangelical
Christianity can go forward in Mexico is
to see that churches are established for the
congregations that have already been formed,
and then the work will go on whether mis-
sionaries are there or not. We are thankful
for the fifty churches that are already built
or, are building as the result of the sponsor-
ship of the Native Church Crusade. How-
ever, we need to build several hundred
churches in that country in the near future.
It is a tremendous challenge.

FOR LIFE IN SPACE BECOME 

PRIME GOAL 
On January 6, more than 100 scientists 

made formal request of the U. S. Space 
Agency to give the highest priority to 
search for life outside the earth. This they 
said, would enhance our prestige as a 
peace-loving nation. They called for the 
immediate training of scientists for space 
flight missions who will be ready when 
Americans land on the moon on or before 
1970. 

The scientists said, "If life does indeed 
exist on another planet, and we or the 
Russians find it, that discovery will have 
an enormous and lasting impact on people 
of every race and culture the world over! 

The scientists speculated that many other 
civilizations comparable to the earth's flour-
ish on billions of planetary systems through-
out the universe. 

One thing the scientists said seems very 
significant—"Unless spacecraft are sterilized, 
they may contaminate, other worlds with 
organisms from the earth. This would 
wreck the hunt for independent life else-
where. Or the returning craft might be con-
taminated with destructive alien organisms 
which could be a disaster of enormous signi-
ficance to mankind." 

The scientists fail to mention the disaster 
that would result if earthlings were to in-
troduce sin into a planet peopled by right-
eous people. We are sure that this would be 
a matter that God would not allow to hap-
pen without His consent. 

However, there is no evidence whatever 
that any other planets in our solar system  

are capable of sustaining human life. 
Scientists are just digesting the information 

received from Mariner II which came within 
21,000 miles of Venus last December. Sur-
face temperature measurements recorded on 
Venus were 600-615 degrees Fahrenheit — 
far hotter than molten lead! Physical beings 
could not possibly live in such a climate. 
Moreover, Venus apparently rotates only 
once in 250 days. All this seems to indicate 
that God did not prepare Venus for habi-
tation as He did the earth. 

On the other hand, Mars is the only other 
planet capable of sustaining the most primi-
tive form of vegetable life, such as lichens. 
The climate there is harsh and forbidding, 
the temperature, at the equator probably 
ranging from a little above zero to 150 be-
low at the poles. The atmosphere is so thin 
that it is equivalent to the earth's atmos-
phere at 50,000 feet. Quite unsuitable for 
the kind of life we have on the earth. 

As for the stars they are at such an in-
credible distance that it would take thou-
sands of years travelling at a hundred miles 
a second to reach the nearest one. 

Man's hope to ascend above the stars by 
his own physical powers is a slim one. Per-
haps there are other inhabited planets in 
other parts of the universe. If so we will 
see them and have fellowship with them 
through Christ, and not through the frail 
efforts of man.

The African lives in a world of reli-
gion. His life, down to the smallest de-
tail, is guided by his religion. Why then
is he not righteous and exalted? Simply
because religion is not necessarily righte-
ousness, and in his case, is exactly the
opposite. It is not man worshiping God
the best he knows how, or even seeking
after God, but it is man driven by an

abject fear to conformity of body, soul,
and spirit to that of Satan. Let us keep
in mind that there are two and only two
great spiritual forces that are battling for
the worship and the eternal destiny of
man — that of God and that of Satan.

In its varying forms, idolatry, pagan-
ism, fetishism, and spiritism, are merely
the worship of Satan, or the worship of
his demons, in the form of superstition,
charms, holy water, and such like. It
crops up in every religion including
Christianity, where living faith in God
declines.

Whether you are on Fifth Avenue in
New York, or in the jungles of South
America, in the heart of every human
there is born a desire to worship some-
thing. God made man in His own image
— a spiritual being to have fellowship
with Him. This in-born faculty can be
debased or prostituted by Satan, but it
can never be completely eradicated. Sa-
tan has used this natural responsiveness
of man towards spiritual and supernatur-
al influences, and he has built his own
soul-destroying religion, dragging men
right down to his own dirty, filthy level.
Many tribes in Africa today, are actually
dying out as the result of spirit worship.
Terrible, unnatural, satanic things are
done constantly for religious purposes.

Some day, there will be Americans who
will stand before God, Whose eyes are
as a flame of fire, with no excuse, no
reason, for refusing to share God's un-
speakable Gift, with the millions in hea-
then lands, for whom my Saviour gave
His very life-blood. I have been in mis-

sionary conferences and youth confer-
ences, where I have seen the young peo-
ple conic down to the altar with tears and
cry, "Lord, send me." I feel sorry for
any Christian who can no longer shed
tears for the lost, but emotion is no
substitute for action.

People have asked me if I enjoy be-
ing a missionary. Do I enjoy the long,
difficult trips across country, in the stif-
ling heat, the poor food, the bad water,
the nasty insects, the snakes that are
everywhere in Africa? Do I enjoy the
smell of the unbathed Africans? In the
natural, "No." Not anymore than you
would. I think if God had not given me
a cast-iron stomach, I would have lost
my breakfast many times, from the sights
and smells that are part of every-day
African life.

But do I like my work in Africa?
"Yes." Thank God, I love it! I love so
see souls saved. I love to see bodies
healed. I love to see whole communities
transformed by the grace and the sav-
ing power of our glorious Saviour. I
love to see young people trained in God's
Word and in cleanliness and decency,
going out themselves to reach the mil-
lions yet unreached. Thank God, I love
to see this!

Every man, woman, and child who
reads this article will have to make a
decision if he has never made it before.
You will have to decide either to get
your shoulder behind God's program or
to say, "No Lord, I am not my brother's
keeper. I don't care about the heathen."
There is no middle ground. You have
to decide one way or another. If you say,
"I am going to think about it and pray
about it," you are actually saying, "No."
Procrastination is one of the devil's great-
est agents.

While you are making your decision,
I want you to remember something. If
it were not for God's Grace, we might
be the ones running around overseas,
with loincloths. Some missionary loved
us enough to bring us the truth.

In Africa, every child has to be marked
according to the tribe they belong to.
They will take a small girl and cut her,
and they will keep cutting sometimes
without stopping, until the body is no-
thing except a mass of matted blood.
Then they take black soot and rub it in
the sore that it will fester. The pain is
so bad, that many of the children faint.
Many of them die from blood poisoning.

I feel sorry for 
any Christian who can no longer shed 
tears for the lost, but emotion is no 
substitute for action. 

People have asked me if I enjoy be-
ing a missionary. Do I enjoy the long, 
difficult trips across country, in the stif-
ling heat, the poor food, the bad water, 
the nasty insects, the snakes that are 
everywhere in Africa? Do I enjoy the 
smell of the unbathed Africans? In the 
natural, "No." Not anymore than you 
would. I think if God had not given me 
a cast-iron stomach, I would have lost 
my breakfast many times, from the sights 
and smells that are part of every-day 
African life. 

But do I like my work in Africa? 
"Yes." Thank God, I love it! I love to 
see souls saved. I love to see bodies 
healed. I love to see whole communities 
transformed by the grace and the sav-
ing power of our glorious Saviour. I 
love to see young people trained in God's 
Word and in cleanliness and decency, 
going out themselves to reach the mil-
lions yet unreached. Thank God, I love 
to see this! 

Every man, woman, and child who 
reads this article will have to make a 
decision if he has never made it before. 
You will have to decide either to get 
your shoulder behind God's program or 
to say, "No Lord, I am not my brother's 
keeper. I don't care about the heathen." 
There is no middle ground. You have 
to decide one way or another. If you say, 
"I am going to think about it and pray 
about it," you are actually saying, "No." 
Procrastination is one of the devil's great-
est agents. 

While you are making your decision, 
I want you to remember something. If 
it were not for God's Grace, we might 
be the ones running around overseas, 
with loincloths. Some missionary loved 
us enough to bring us the truth. 

In Africa, every child has to be marked 
according to the tribe they belong to. 
They will take a small girl and cut her, 
and they will keep cutting sometimes 
without stopping, until the body is no-
thing except a mass of matted blood. 
Then they take black soot and rub it in 
the sore that it will fester. The pain is 
so bad, that many of the children faint. 
Many of them die from blood poisoning. 
If it were not for God's Grace, this 
might be your little girl. Please remem-
ber this, when you make your decision 
of what you will do for Christ. 

So often, in my meetings, I tell about 
the suffering of heathen people. When 
folk hear about the physical sufferings, 
they will weep and cry. And yet, when 
I tell about souls who are going to be 
lost and damned eternally, Christians 
are unmoved. What is wrong? Do we not 
realize what eternity means? Do we 
not realize what it means to be lost in 
hell, in fire, eternally, without one hope 
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of ever reaching out to the love of Jesus
Christ? We need to answer these ques-
tions for ourseif.

I trust that you as a Christian, will
make the right decision. There is no such
thing as an insignificant Christian. Souls
will be saved or souls will be damned,
according to your faithfulness. God is
looking for your help, today.
